All Land Bank
Interest Cut
To 4 Per Cent

P. A. Lyon, secrefary-treasurer
of the Spearman National Farm
Loan Association, has received in-
formation that the board of direc-
tors of the Federal Land Bank of
Houston has authorized the lower-
ing of the interest rate to 4 percent
on all federal land bank loans,
made through national farm loan
associations that now bear interest
