Texas last w eek ­
end an d  ch a rg ed  w ith  th e  th e f t  
of 120 bushels  of w heat tak en  
from Bob V aughn  of S p e a rm a n  
and 149 bushels  from Red Dodson 
of Texhoma. Okla.

According to  in fo rm a t io n  from 
S heriff  J.  B. Cooke, th e  men a r ­
re s ted  have siefned confessions 
ad m i t t in g  the  th e f t  and  sale  of the  
wheat. The  w heat a llegedly  s to ­
len by th e  p a ir  from Bob V aughn 
was sold to S u n ray  Coop of Sun- 
ray, accord ing  to th e  signed con­
fessions. The wheat a llegedly  s to ­
len from Red Dodson was sold to 
th e  D um as Coop. It was because  
th e  Dumas Coop h ad  been notif ied  
to be on the  lookou t for w heat 
being sold u n d e r  suspicious c ir ­
cu m stances  th a t  th e  a r r e s ts  were 
made.

In t r a c in g  th e  V aughn  wheat. 
S heriff  Cooke lea rned  th a t  som e­
one had sold a  128 bushel load of 
w h ea t  a t  S un ray  u n d e r  the  nam e 
of Jack  W ard. Cooke m ade  a 
has ty  check and  could  not find a 
Jack  W ard  listed in th e  wheat 
p roducers  of H ansfo rd  or a d jo in ­
ing counties. He. there fo re ,  n o t i ­
fied all e leva to rs  to  be on the  
lookout fo r w heat being sold u n ­
de r  the  nam e of J a c k  W ard .  The 
w hea t b rough t to th e  Dumas Co­
op was to be sold u n d e r  th e  n am e  
of Jack  W ard  and  he e levaor  
called th e  Dumas sh e r if f  and  the  
a r re s ts  were made.

According to S heriff  Cooke, the  
two O k lahom a m en  m u s t  have  
spo tted  th e i r  locations while r i d ­
ing  a ro u n d  in a 1939 Mercury 
sedan. The wheat was hau led  to  
he e leva tors  in a  193 7 C hevrole t 
truck .

Both men a r e  being  held in 
H ansfo rd  County  on fa i lu re  to 
post $1,000 bonds. They a re  held  
in :he S t in n e t t  J a i l  aw a it in g  ac­
tion of the  84 th  D is tr ic t  C our t  
G rand  Ju ry .

Sheriff  Cooke s ta te d  th a t  if th e  
G ran d  J u r y  ind ic ted  th e  two men 
and  they  were t r ied  in H ansfo rd  
County , they  would th e n  be held 
for officials of S h e rm an  C ounty  to 
an sw er  charges  o f t h e f t  o f  w h ea t  
from Red Dodson of Texhoma.
