A sim ple  enclosure  of scrap  
lum ber ,  brick  or s tone should be 
prov ided  to  hold th e  compost to- 
e th e r  In sections of the  s ta te  
w h ere  high winds a re  a dally 
th ing ,  a compost pit is p referable ,  
a lm ost a necessity, says Miss H a t ­
field. If a pit is available ,  spread 
a th in  layer  of soil over its con­
ten ts .  a f te r  add ing  the  leaves or 
g rass  clippings. In the  dry part  
of the  year  when th e re  isn ’t much 
ra in fa l l ,  i t ’s a good idea to wet 
th e  e n t i r e  pit once or tw ice a 
m onth  to  insure a well-rotted 
compost.

If a well balanced p lan t  food

m ix tu re  is desired, add a 100 
pounds of 4-12-4 commercial fer­
ti l iser  to a wagon load of compost 
mixture.  Sprinkle  the  fer til izer 
over th e  pit before covering it 
with a layer of soil. The fertilizer 
speeds up the  leaf ro tting  process.

In acid soil areas, such as the  
eas te rn  p a r t  of th e  s ta te ,  add 
100 pounds of lime as well as th e  
fer t i l izer to the pit contents. Com­
post of th is  type is especially good 
for soils which tend to pack, or 
become hard  and crus ty  during  
dry periods. Miss Hatfield adds.

It usually  takes about th ree  
m onths  for leaves, weeds and 
sm all limbs to rot. Vse a half 
pound to a pound to a foot of 
row space for flowers, v ege ta ­
bles or sh ru b s  Mix the  compost 
materia l  thorough ly  into th e  soil 
before seeding.

It you 're  f iguring  on using the
compost materia l  for pot p lants,  
use a mixture of one-half  com ­
post and one-half good loam soil 
or  sand.

Save the  leaves for compost 
m ateria l,  urges Miss Hatfield. I t ’s 
one of n a tu re 's  best fertilizers.

Being close to wheat farmers, 
Dandee realized the huge future 
demand for deep seeder attach­
ments in the semi-arid wheat 
belts. In mid-spring it  acquired 
production rights to such an at­
tachment, developed new features 
and redesigned it for economical 
mass production. It is on this 
seeder tha t Dandee bases its ex­
pectations of growth, j
