CWA Ratifies

Contract

SAN ANGELO--Communicat-
ions Workers of America Satur-
day (June 28) announced ratifi-
cation of a three-year contract
with General Telephone Com-
pany of the Southwest.

Tentative agreement on the
new contract was announced
June 9 by Federal Mediator
Vincent Guy of Dallas. The
union terminated a 26-day
strike June 11 with employees
returning to work beginning
June 15.

The agreement increases
wages and benefits by over $42
million over the three-year life
of the contract.

Wage increases over the
three years amount to 30.3
percent, including cost-of-living
adjustments not to exceed 6.5
percent in 1981 and 1982.

Other improvements within
the three year period include
benefit changes for vacations,
hospitalization and medical
treatments, pension program,
premium pay for night and
certain holidays, saving plan, a
new holiday, expanded life
insurance plan, and increases in
car fare mileage, per diem and
incidental meal allowances.

News

A large majority of the people
polled in a nationwide survey
supported the Social Security
program and even favored
paying higher Social Security
taxes to avoid lowering benefits
or raising the retirement age.

Nearly 76 percent of the 1,549
people surveyed opposed end-
ing the program, and only 19
percent favored such a move.
Many working Americans under
age 55, however, expressed
concern about the program’s
ability to pay future benefits at
current levels, according to the
study released by the National
Commission on Social Security.

“These fears are unwarrant-
ed,”” said Howard L. Weather-
ly, Branch Manager of the
Pampa Social Security Office.
“People can always count on

| receiving their Social Security

benefits. The strength of the
Social Security system rests on
the demonstrated commitment
of the Federal government and
the Congress to take whatever
steps are necessary to maintain
its financial security,

““We are constantly monitor-
ing the Nation's economic sit-
uation to assess its impact on
Social Security’'s financial sta-
bility,”” Weatherly said. ‘‘In
the event of unfavorable econ-
omic circumstances, changes in
the financing structure would
be made to assure that Social
Security benefits would be paid
on time.”

WTSU Researchers Will Visit
Area Communities

A grant of $26,000 has been
recently made to the Panhandle
-Plains Historical Museum of
Canyon, Texas, by the National
Endowment for the Humanities.
The grant will enable the
Museum to research and plan
its first traveling exhibit, which
will be entitled '‘The Last
Migration: European Folk Is-
lands in Northwest Texas.”' The
exhibit will depict the histories
and folkways of German, Au-
strian, Czech, Polish, Norwe-
gian, Swedish, and Russian
immigrants who settled in the
region between 1890 and 1920.
The research and planning of
the exhibit will be conducted
between July and December of
1980. The unveiling of the
exhibit is scheduled for the
summer of 1981.

The rich European cultural
heritage of this region of Texas
which has been largely ignored
will be fully documented by the
Panhandle-Plains Historical
Museum. The resulting exhibit
will feature photographs, artifi-
acts, and descriptions of the
various groups portrayed.
Hopefully it will make the
people of Texas much more
aware of a heretofore neglected
aspect of their heritage.

This summer and fall resear-
chers will visit the towns of
Slaton, Wilson, Follett, Oslo,
Waka, Paken, Wichita Falls,
Thurber and others in search of
interviews with descendants of
immigrants, objects of historical
interest, photographs, and
historical data.

'‘Breathed’

Smoke
Dangerous

(FORT WORTH, July) Which
is more dangerous-- cigarette
smoke that is inhaled or the
smoke that comes off the end of
the cigarette?

The answer is surpising, but
the “‘side-stream’’ smoke, or
smoke that comes from the tip
of the cigarette, is much mor=
dangerous. That is the opinion
of Dr. Elbert D. Glover, assis-
tant professor of health educa-
tion at Texas Christian Univer-
sity.

Glover explains that when
smoke is inhaled, the tabacco in
the cigarette, the cigarette's
fiiter and the smoker’'s lungs
remove many of the dangerous
chemicals from the smoke.

“‘The smoke that the smoker
exhales is much less dangerous,
Glover explains.

“‘A lot of people just don’t
know the dangers of second-
hand smoke, the TCU professor
says. ‘‘Since the side-stream
smoke is produced at a much
lower temperature than the
smoke that is inhaled, many of
the chemicals are not burned
away,”" he adds.

Glover recently has complet-
ed his latest book, ‘‘Tobacco
and Your Health: From Cigaret-
tes to Snuff.”” He has also
worked extensively with the
American Cancer Society and
has toured the country putting
on “‘stop smoking’’ seminars.

Glvoer says his findings
about side-stream smoke have
led him to advocate the enact-
ment of city and local ordinan-
ces to restrict smoking in public
areas.

Glvoer terms second-hand
smoke as a real menace to
public health.

“‘Volcano'' is defined as
both the opening in the
carth's crust that emits hot
rock, and the hill or mountain
formed by the ejected
matter

What causes the earth to
open up and spit enough
material to make a moun-
tain? Deep beneath its sur-
face, the earth is extremely
hot. When allowed by a crack
in the earth’s crust to expand
and liquefy, this superheated
rock moves upward along
narrow fissures.

Just a few miles below
the surface, the hot rock--or
magma--usually collects in a
reservoir, where pressure
builds. It is this ‘‘magma
chamber'' that feeds the vol-
cano. Sometimes the gas in
the magma chamber gathers
so much pressure that when
it finally bursts free it pro-
duces a violent explosion.

The rock spewed forth is
called lava, whether it
emerges as a solid or a
liquid. If it comes out as
liquid, as in Hawaiian vol-
canoes, it is called lava flow,
but if it is solid, it is termed
lava vock.

Police Chief Speaks To Rotarians

John Hutchison, Program
Chairman of the local Rotary
Club, introduced Chief Ron
Robinson a Rotarian and chief
of police for the City of
Spearman.

Rotarian Robinson began his
speech by giving a classification
talk, which introduced him to
fellow Rotarians. Mr. Robinson
is married and has an eight year
old daughter and a four year old
son. He was born in Cheyenne,
Wyoming 28 years ago. He
spent eight years in the Air
Force as a security policeman,
serving in Turkey, Germany,
Thailend and Viet Nam. He has
studied law enforcement at
Waylan Beptist College with a
B.S. in Law Enforcement (1978)
and a masters degree in Coi-
leen, Texas. He has been in
Spearman for a few months.

His major speech for the day,
as chief of police, centered
around security and burglaries.
Because of the stepped-up law
enforcement in larger metro-
politan areas, burglars are
moving to the rural areas to
continue their trace. There has
been an increase of 34%
comparing 1977 and 1978 jin
areas where populations are
less than 10,000, Other statist-
ics are that 73% of burglaries
are by forceable entry, 19% non
forceable and 8% in entry
attempts.  Also, Robinson
pointed out that daytime bur-
glaries are on the increase.
Partly because people are at
home during the evenings and
not during the daylight hours.
During 1978 there were 3,104,
496 business burglaries with 1.3
billion dollars lost.

Some points on security
around 2 building included:
Cash Register and safes should
be visible through a window
outside for viewing by patrol-
ling policemen and others.
Don't leave petty cash out and
bolt down the safe. Lighting in
a2 building and on the exterior is
one of the bedst ways to keep
burglars away.

1980-81 Goals

Roy Wheeler of Pleasanton
was elected to his third term as
president of the Independent
Cattlemen’s Association at the
6th annual convention in San
Antonio, June 26-28.

Wheeler, owner of the Atas-
cosa Livestock Exchange, said
he appreciated the unanimous
support shown by members of
the ICA House of Delegates. He
said he is proud of the financial
strength ICA has acquired
during the past two years and
called that an indication of the
widespread support ICA has in
the counties of Texas.

ICA goals for 1980-81 will be
to find a solution to the
inequities of the ad valorem
taxation system and to promote
expansion of foreign markets
for domestic beef, according to
Wheeler.

The ICA House of Delegates
also unanimously passed a
resolution announcing ICA's
opposition to the windfall pro-
fits tax.

Wheeler urged ICA members
and all those affected by the
windfall profits tax to attend a
special hearing in Austin, July
17, at 10 a.m., at the University
of Texas Special Events Center,
1701 Red River. The hearing is
being held by U.S. Senator
Lloyd Bentsen who is sponsor-
ing legislation to exempt royalty
owners from the tax.

Wheeler said the tax is
devastating to the thousands of
royality owners living on fixed
incomes and retired in rural
areas, ranchers, farmers and
some city dwellers who will be
unable to continue their present
way of life because of the tax,

"It boils down to the fact that
we're shipping our money from
Texas to Washington so Mr.
Carter can spend more money
on his bureaucracy,”’ said
Wheeler.

Elected to serve on the
executive board with Wheeler
were Dr. C.E. Payne of Bryan,
Ist vice president; Bill White-
head of Sonora, 2nd vice
president; H.C. Youmans of
Beaumount, secretary; and Joe
Conti, Jr., of Victoria, treasurer

Afternoon interest sessions
on pasture improvement, ani-
mal nutrition, cattle implants
and cooking with beef and rice
drew an enthusiastic response
from members and a trade show
introduced members to many
worthwhile products.

"‘Everyone interest in watch-

Small Texas fowr\sg\focing shaky

future

(FORT WORTH, July) A lot
of small towns in Texas face a
shaky economic future in the
opinion of Dr. Stanley Self,
professor of management in
Texas Christian University's
M.J. Neeley School of Business.

Self sees two types of small
towns in the state-- prosperous
communities that have expen-
ded their industrial base and
those that have failed to indu-
strialize and are still relying on
an agricultural base for their
economy.

The majority of Texas' small
towns, says the business eco-
nomist, fall into the last cate-
gory and will probably find the
1980 census very disappointing.
As in the 1970 census, most
rural Texas Communities will
show an actual decline in
population, Self explains.

The 1970 census, for exam-
ple shows the population of
rural Texas-- those counties
outside of the federally-defined
Standard Metropolitan Statisti-
cal Areas--declined from 2,530,
353 in 1960 to 2,485,212 in 1970.
Self attributes a lot of this
decline to the failure of commu-
nities to indistrialize.

rural areas are dominated by
retired people, older people
who don’t favor industrializa-
tion and the type of things
they perceive go with it--
pollution, crowds and conge-
tion,”” Self says. ‘‘They're
bound to the traditions of their
childhood,”” he adds, ‘‘which
are usually agricultural.

“'This anti-urban bias is often
relfected in the failure to
progress economically,”” Self
comments,

But Self says failure to
industrialize is not necessarily a
bad decision. If it is consciously
thought out, and if it is what the
entire community wants to do,
then he sees no problem.

“It should be a deliberate
decision,"’ he says, ‘‘and if they
decide not to industrialize,
there is no reason why they
can't have improvements and
progress. A town that has made
such a decision could deveiop
itself into a park-like setting for
an aging population, "’ Seif says.

One town that's avoided
industrialization to & large
extent and yet has progressed is
Kerrville. Self says Kerrville
has developed tourism and
leisure-type activities. “‘It's de-
veloped into sort of a retirement
community,” he explains.

Frank Church (D-ldaho)., who has a desperate
re-election battle facing him, was among the first to
deride Stevenson's amendment. *‘The worst thing we
could do,”" he announced. '‘is to attempt to coerce the
present government of Israel to conform their policy to
ours by thrmm-mng to withhod monev.”

Stevenson replied: "'l don't sav coerce them... | do
say the Israelis can make their choices...I do suggest
they not be permitted to make the choices of the United
States."’

Perhaps only an incumbent senator not seeking to
return to office, as Adlai Stevenson is not, could state
the matter so candidly

But there you have it: The U.S.A. is supplying Israel
with $2.2 billion in the 1981 budget, apparently without
strings, without even the slightest holding back where
outright defiance of American interests is involved, and
the Senate approves this state of affairs by a thundering
8S-7 vote

Is Israel (or that small part of it fanatically devoted

to expansion intc Arab lands in the West Bank) not
""making choices'’ for this country?
These choices are making trouble for the United
States with our NATO allies and among many Arab
countries with which we have no quarrel. We are
financing Israel's folly and making it ours too

July, 1944

The events of July, 1944, greatly influenced the
course of World War II, which left the world as it is
today.

D-Day for the Allies, had been June 6. British,
Canadian and American troops had successfully forced
a lodgment on the coast of France. But German armies
sealed it off and the situation was viewed as critical by
both sides by mid-July.

The German field commander, Marshall Erwin
Rommel, had resolved to quietly support an effort to
remove Hitler from power and surrender to the Allies.
An attempt on Hitler's life was planned for July 20.

But on July 17, Rommel's car was caught on an
open road by a British Typhoon. Rommel was critically
injured. The one man popular enough to lead a
movement against Hitler had been cut down by the
Allies.

On July 20 the bomb attempt to kill Hitler failed.
Generals backing the plot were ruthlessly hunted down
and executed by the Nazis.

Meanwhile, General Montogomery, on July 17, had
launched his long awaited (and urged) attack to break
out of the German ring at Normandy. He used 1500
tanks and 250,000 British and Canadian troops, plus
2200 bombers to clear the path, and failed. Stung by
criticism, he tried again, and failed again.

General Omar Bradley, serving under Montgomery
(whom he loathed, as did Supreme Commander Eisen-
hower, who later wrote that Montgomery was untruth-
ful), planned to open his attack at the other end of the
lodgment on July 20. It was postponed until the 24th
and then to the 25th,

The American attack began after heavy bombing
(which killed hundreds of Americans by mistake) and
met bitter German resistance. American troops,
however, were better improvisers and better attackers.
The Germans also had most of their armor opposite the
British front, expecting a venewal of Montgomery's
attack.

For several days there was very bitter fighting.
Finally, on the 28th, the Americans, including General
George Patton’s troops, broke through the German
lines at St. Lo. The Germans planned to establish
another line a few miles back. But the encouraged
Americans would not be halted and Patton’s tanks
began to roam the countryside.

That was the end of Hitler’s hope to pen up the
invasion force, to hold France and win the battle of the
buildup in 1944,

ion between the two countries,
it was announced today.

(D. Okla.), chairman of the
House delegation, and Arlan
Stangeland (R. Minn.), ranking
minority member, stated that
the U.S. group will travel to
Canada for meetings in Ottawa
on July 26th. The United States
delegation will include, in addit-
ion to English and Stangeland,

Representatives Tom Daschie
(D, S. Dak.), Jack Hightower
(D. Tex.), Charles Stenholm (D.
Tex.), Kent Hance (D, Tex,),
Ron Marlenee (R. Mont.), and
Jim Jeffries (R. Kans.). The
U.S. contingent will also include
several Senators, who have not
yet been selected.

‘“We hope that our discuss-
ions with our Canadian colleag-
ues will help bring about
greater cooperation and coordi-
nation between the grain export
policies of our two nations,'
stated English. ‘‘Recent de-
velopments in the world market
make it clear that this kind of
cooperation is necessary -- both
