regulations on a new plan to help
the financial conditions of farm-
ers in this section were expected
to be announced within a few
days.

Following the formation of a
committee from the various coun-
ties of the Panhandle and the
sending of the committee, head-
ed by Judge Noel McDade to
Washington several weeks ago,
much work has been done toward
securing immediate financial re—
lief for Panhandle farmers.

The plan proposed by the com-
mittee while in Washington was
for the Government to make ar-
rangements Whereby the farmers
could secure financial assistance
at an early date by borrowing
money against their benefit crop
payments in order to prepare
their lands before fall and to
seed their wheat lands for a-.
nother year, at the earliest poss.
ible date. Judge McDade in dis-
cussing the matter yesterday said
that the problem facing the wind
Erosion Districts would be ex-
ceedingly great if some effort was
not made to prepare the land be-
fore late fall or winter. Otherwise
the lands would be subject to a
recurrance of the past two years
of sand storms and wind destruc-

F.|tion.

“Under the plan now being
\\:orked out, provided the Exten-
sion Service and the Department
of Agriculture will hasten their
work and make it possible for an
carly determination of the a-
mount .ot money each farmer is
to receive under the conservation
program.” Judge McDade said,
that arrangements can be made
for financing farmers,

The following plan is being
prop'oscd: As quickly as it is de-
termined what the amounts of the
benefit payments will be to farm-
ers in this section, a farmer may
make the Wind Erosion District
governing body a joint payee for
thg payment and in this manner
using his future benefit payment
as a security he will be permitted
to borrow money in advance of
receiving the payment. Thus the
necessary farm work may be
started immediately, X

In order to insure the repay-
ment of the loan to the creditor,
the benefit check Wwhen issued,
possibly within the next six
months will be made jointly to
the Wind Erosion District, and
the borrower. Thus, enabling the
Wind Erosion District to guaran-
tee payment of the loan to the
crf.'Adlt.or.d.

ccording to information from
Washington the forms for such an

arrangement will be available just
as soon as they are approved by
the Comptroller General’s depart-
ment in Washington.
