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There is now more than a
glimmer of light at the end of a
ten-year tunnel for high plains
farmers fighting for an irriga-
tion water depletion allowance
from the Internal Revenue
Service (IRS) on water they
have been drawing from the
Ogalla aquifer . . .

Through the chief of its
engineering and valuation
branch, Geoffrey Taylor, the
IRS has promised to give the
ground water depletion issue “‘a
very high priority’” and publish
a position on the matter in the
very near future,

The IRS statement came in
response to a petition early in
the summer from the North
Plains Underground Water
Conservation District.

The petition was one of many
efforts by the water district in
the past 10 years. The district,
comprised of Hansford and six
other counties, is headquarter-
ed at Dumas. Other members
are Hartley, Hutchison, Lips-
comb, Moore, Ochiltree and
Sherman counties.

Orval Allen, executive direct-
or of the water district, said this
was the first affirmative answer
received from the IRS despite
numberous actions initiated
over the decade high plains
farmers have been fighting for
the depletion allowance. Allen
said all other efforts had drawn
only a negative response.

--believe the about-face was
brought about by a legal
precedent, an IRS decision in a
1980 lawsuit by a Garden City,
Kansas farmer charging dis-
crimination in the irrigation
water depletion allowance.

In that case, the IRS granted
a depletion allowance to the
plaintiff but only to the plaintiff
and not any others using water
from the Ogalla aquifer.

In 1965, farmers on the south
plains of Texas and New Mexico
were granted such a depletion
allowance. They had started
pumping irregation water from
the aquifer in the 1940s and
their water table was dropping
#t an alarming rate.

for the Blind

Water District Manager Allen
said the IRS granted the
allowance in 1965 on the
premise there was no recharge
of the Ogalla aquifer (valid) and
that the south plains was a
unique situation (invalid).

The Ogaila formation reaches
from south of Lubbock north-
ward into South Dakota and is
believed the largest such aqui-
fer in the world. Its water-bear-
ing sands are located from 300
to 500 feet beneath ground
surface and range from 200 to
300 feet thick from that point.

Irregation farming on the
high plains came after 1955 but
thousands of acres have been
watered each year from the
formation almost its entire

length, removing the south

Architect urges

“That's where driver educa-
tion has gotten into trouble —
by saying it can guarantee stu-
dents won't have any acci-
dents,”” said Dr. Maurice
Dennis, director of the safety
education program in Texas
A&M University's department
of industrial education.

Small towns face
water shortages,
A&M experts warn

COLLEGE STATION —
Small to mid-sized com-
munities are in danger of losing
their fresh water reserves to
aggressive big cities scrambling
to provide water for their
booming populations, warns a
Texas A&M University
sociologist.

“Our smaller cities are losing
out to the major metropolitan
areas for water rights to nearby
rivers and lakes because they
haven't the foresight of the
larger cities and usually cannot
afford the kind of political ex-
pertise available to the big
cities,” said Dr. Ruth Schaffer.

Schaffer said the nation’s
largest cities are scraping for
water rights in regions several
hundred miles away. They are
seeking ways to build dams,
reservoirs and transport sys-
tems that would allow them to
import surface water from
other areas for acquifers that
are being depleted faster than
they are being replenished.

Equipment school
gives career training

BRYAN — “I'm sorry, but
vou don’t have anv skills
We're looking for experience.”

Most job applicants have
heard this at least once in \heir
search for employment, and it
can be very devastating to the
person with few skills.

Finding skills training can
sometimes be as difficult as
finding that first job, but the
Texas Engineering Extension
Service (TEEX) has an an-
swer, says Kirby Hosey of the
extension service's Construc-
tion Equipment Training Divi-
sion.

Recognizing the need for
skills training in an area with
abundant job opportunities,
the TEEX Construction
Equipment Training Division,
part of the Texas A&M Uni-
versity System, initiated a
heavy equipment operators
program.

Students in the program
spend eight weeks learning to
operate bulldozer-like “craw-
ler” tractors, motor graders,
motor scrapers, draglines and
hvdraulic backhoes. said
Hosev.

In the classroom. they study
such subjects as basic survey
ing. soil mechanics. and gaso-
line and diesel engines.

All this training is tuition-
free to the student through a
grant by the Texas Depart-
ment of Highways and Public
Transportation, he explained
There is a charge for room and
board.

A\pplicants to the program
must be at least 18 years old,
must be Texas residents and
U.S. citizens, and must have a
recent physical examination by
a qualified physician

Hosey said the course is
taught several times a
vear,especially in the summer
and early fall when the weath-

er is best, at the Texas A&M
University Research and Ex-
tension Center near Bryvan

Classes are limited to 36 stu-
dents on a first-come basis, he
said

Today, let's resume some
more of our general discus-
sion of the menstrual cycle--
and some more conditions or
states of health that can
abnormally affect it.

We've previously pointed
out that the menstrual cycle
is mainly governed and con-
trolled by hormonal inter-
action and balance--and that
there are other factors as
well. One of these other
factors is fat--and in this dis-
cussion, the absence of it!

A minimum amount of fat
and fat metabolism in the
body is usually necessary for
normal menstrual buildup
and flow. The mechanism of
this action is irrelevant. The
significance of this fact is
that we'll often see women
who go on very strict diets--
and as a result lose too much
weight (whether they think

so or not!)--begin to notice a
sputtering, scantiness,
irregularity, or complete
absence of menstruation. If a
parallel is noticed and can be
pointed out (remember,
they've lost to below chaﬂ
wel.ghl). some weight gain
often restores the normal
menstrual flow.

An extreme example of
this state is a pyscho-
physiological disorder of
young women cnlleq
anorexia nervosa--a condi-
tion wherein, for emotional
reasons, women experignce
drastic and excessive wclght
loss--and usually require
psychotherapy. :

Another example is more
common nowadays--a new
fad among women callle'd
body-building. Actually, it's
redistributing--a vigorous
exercise program that builds
up muscle--and burns up
practically all the fat stores--
to below minimum!

Girls who go into }he
program of body-buyldmg
shouldn't be surprised if they
stop menstruating!

make fair calls. Inequities
thus persist unnecessarily.

THE New York-based
networks reflect that area's
unrealistic, permissive
atmosphere in many ways,
most often through the utter-
ances of working media
personnel, notoriously liberal
(about 90 percent by some
estimates).

LATEST examples came
from NBC and CBS. NBC
featured a program on black
unemployment--good in
itself--but aired the views of
radicals who vocally told the
nation that if they weren't
given more jobs, they'd tear
the country up! Such
a program helps incite vio-
lence.

CBS' Bruce Morton, in a
misguided self-righteous
comment, said on a Sunday
news program recently that
he was surprised there
hadn't been more burning of

cities (like that a few years
ago in Detroit, where blacks
rioted). That's, of course, an
encouragement to weak-
minded souls to sack and
burn--as the answer to un-
employment. Utter fuzzy
nonsense.

NBC's Brian Gumble irks
many by editorializing on
sports programs.

WASHINGTON, D. C. --
Until money began to domi-
nate sports and those who
run them sportsmanship
meant  something in
America. But gutless spon-
sors of so many tournaments
nowadays are shamefully
permissive as one brat after
another, perverts and cor-
rupts the standards of tradi-
tional sportsmanship,
standards which were once
demanded as a matter of
course.

Even Wimbledon has
succumbed to the dominance
of profits over good sports-
manship and honorable tra-
dition in athletics. Note the
shameful behavior of John
McEnroe, a spoiled brat who
can't control his temper or
tongue, who wasn't kicked
off the courts, but only fined.

Sydney Harris, the
columnist, was 200 percent
right recently in writing that
people who defend the dis-
gusting antics of McEnroe
have their priorities wrong.
Sports, he says, is to bring
out the best in people, not
the worst. That includes de-
cent manners, decent respect

®

for opponents and decent
respect for tournament offi-
cials and fans.

Unfortunately, the arrival
of New York-area athletes on
the championship scene too
often brings with it what is
rightly or wrongly called New
York-type manners and be-
havior. Some will charge this
is too broad an indictment,
and of course it is. But never-
theless, the idea that money
is everything and that top
guys can act as they please
seems a Broadway-New York
ideology.

Commercialism has badly
corrupted tennis--but not so
golf, where players are still
expected to act like gentle-
men and ladies. Tennis,
which has become quite
popular recently, is in for a
decline if sexual curiosities
like Betty Jean King and the
Balkan star, and other
controversial women tennis
stars, continue their major
roles in the sport, and if brats
like McEnroe and another
Balkan are not properly
punished, or banned, from
major events for disgusting
behavior.
