The Agricultural Adjustment 
Administration has announced 
that i n i t i a l  payments 
under the 1930 Agricultural Con­
servation program will soon bo 
started to producers in Texhs and 
the other states o f  the Southern 
region, according to A- L. Smith, 
secretary o f  the State Conserva­
tion Committee.

There arc two classes of these 
payments, Class 1 to be made on 
ncornge diverted from soil-de­
pleting crops, and Class 2 to be 
made on certain soil building 
crops and practices. It is estim­
ated that the payments in Texas 
will amount to approximately 
$37,322,435, though, because of 
incomplete figures on compliance 
at this time the final payments 
may vary from this amount.

Producers in the Southern re­
gion will receive 90 per cent of 
the Class 1 payments and 100 
per cent o f the Class 2 payments. 
H. R. Tolley, AA A  administrator 
states. An additional payment 
will be made after the exact ex­
tent o f  participation is determin­
ed.

Complete information on parti­
cipation will not be available for 
several weeks. There are about 4- 
000,000 farmers taking part in 
the different programs.

From the standpoint o f sound 
business procedure, therefore, it 
was deemed advisable to take ad­
vantage o f the safeguards provid­
ed by the program in order to 
avoid possible deficits, and, at 
the same time, nvoid hoding up 
a large share o f  the applications 
for payment until all o f  th,em 
are completed.
