* We tried recently to get'out north-
east of Spearman on one of our fine
This fine.graded road
‘15 inclosed.with a fburiwire fence on
cach side, which, fence inc¢loses two
fine farms.
.this fine graded road is'n’small'lake,
perhaps 200 feet across. It ..is .a
shallow lake, however, when it is full
of water it is impossible to crossit
with an’automobile, or apy" other
kind of conveyance, With the possible

horse.

Why grade these roads up to a
lake and stop.  Run the unsuspecting
traveler right up against a lake, with
a good four-wire fence on each side,
with no avenue of escape, except to
turh round’ and hunt another road.

The writer has been trying, to. get
this. lake graded for, more than a
‘year, so”that  the people in that part
of ‘the country can get to Spearman
and the péople of Spearman can get
iout in, that splendid ‘neighborhood.
The people’ living 'in the  neighbor-
hood which would be served by this
road, if it was a road, have interced-
ed with the commissioners court of
Hansford ' county,’ and have been
promised from time to time that this
road, would ‘be graded, but promises
is all' that they have gotten,

The fact of the matter is:' This
lake is a short distance over the line
north from' the' Spearman’ commis-
gioner’s precinct, ‘therefore . he can
not fix®it, and the commissioner in
whose precinct the lake" is ' located
lives'so far away, he has not been
able toiget to it or has not seen'fit
to ‘do’ so.

OPPOSE BON

(Statement by Lynch Davidson con-
cerning  the Proposed Highway
“Bond Issue.”)

The farmers of the Texas Consti-
tution foresaw. grave danger in the
legislative branch of Government or
other state agencies being empower-
ed to commit the State to debt obli-
gations, and expressly provided in
the Constitution  that it could not be
done, except in cases of great emer-
gency or disaster, and then not to
exceed the sum of $200,000.00.

I am against bond isssue by the
S.tntc of ‘Texas, primarily because it
violates this sound organic principle
of Government; secondarily I am
against it as an economic proposition
for the State of Texas.

To_amend the Texas congtitution
5o that the Legislature may have the
right to ‘authorize State officials to
sign the tax-payers' name to.a note
or notes under the, high sounding
title, of '@ “bond issue,” in the enor-
mous and gigantic sum of $350,000,-
.080, or $225,000,000 or $175,000,
000, is appalling and should not be
done. Resentment over such: vio-
lence to the Constitution has cropped
up all’'over Texas, and the proponents
of the State ‘Bond Issue” have batk-
ed and filled and trimmed on their
Losition from $350,000,000 down to
b;l'7'5.000,000, and are indicating a
willingness to accept even a lesser
amount, ' but ' the Constitutional
amendment ‘offered by Senator
Woodul now stands at $225,000,000.
The amount of the proposed State
“Bond Issue” is not material except
for consideration as a‘ construction
propogition.

! The cardinal,issue is the breaking

down of our Constitutjonal safe-

guards against debt and ‘opening the
door for all kinds of debt creating
legislation.: Every one of these prin-
ciples of Government are destroyed
it brings on unknown ills of many
kinds.. The Legislature remitted

Texas now has approximately 18,000
miles of cardinal highways; 8,500 of
them of the sand and clay topped
variety,’ calling for some considerable
improvement.  Even this part of our
highway = system however, can be
travelled over in all kinds of weather
as fast probably as automobiles ought
to run. For a period of 10 years
highway construction, we Have not
done so bad, nor are we far from
having mapped out and far along to-

Including side-tracks there are 18,-
000 miles of railways in Texas, so
that our highway- system in mileage
4s substantially close to the railway
mileage. If the - Constitutional
smendment were' submitted and car-
ried, it would take at least two years
to get the "necessary legislation to
make it effective. A 4e gasoline tax
is'proposed, and if it b a lawy
the use of the funds therefrom would
immediately become available.

The peniteptiary system is a. seri-
ous problem.

It was decided to’ borrow a large
sum of money, and he went to a big
banker. The banker knew all about
him and made the loan without ques-
tion. But when the money was

‘| ready to be turned over, it was neces-

sary for the young man to sign some
papers. He had his secretary with
him and he said to the banker: “My
secretary signs all papers for me be-
cause I never learned to read or
write.”

The banker was astonished and
said; ‘“Well, with the’great success
you have made without being able to
read or write, what would you be do-
ing now, if you had learned to read
and write?”

{What would I be doing?”’ said the
man,: “I would probably be the
Janitor in a school’ building over in
Jersey, City.”

“Don’t’ misunderstand. me,” con-
tinued Mr, Mobley. “I'am not knock-
ing the schools. School training) is
very essential, but’ no. amount’of
school training can make any boy ac.
complish what_thatiboy did unless he
used his knowledge. - This boy: could
not read or write, Qut he knew_ how
to use knowledge he did have. 'He
knew the value of pleasing people, the
virtue of keeping:on'the good side of
folks, the worth-whileness of mak-
ing othcrs like you, and'he used that
knowledge.” DAL

Mr Mobley pointed out that we al-
ways admire winners, that ‘we | are
hero-worshipers, but that the winner
is'the ‘man who purs what ‘he knows
into action. 4

“If there is a football team in your
school ‘or college,” he said, “you al-
ways want to te2 them wia. You 4ll
the stadium an@ yell yoursclf hoarse
when they do. Suppose tho members
of your team had geen told by the
coach to study the science of football
and 45 minutes a day was given to
that study. Suppose they studied
about famous football players, about
the rules of the game, of how to
tackle, how to kick, how to make end
runs, But suppose the coach never
took them out to practice; never took
them out to play the game., Do you
think your team would ever win,
when it went up against other teams
that had practiced, that had played
the ' game? *

“We are studious. We gain know-
ledge, but we don’t get the use of it
A few got it, and they are the win-
ners. The rest'of us sit on'the side
lines and root for the winners.

“Some have but little” knowledge
but the use they make of it outshines
the rest " of “'us. "Understand me, I
believe in studying, in gaining know-
ledge, in schools and colleges. .+These
things ‘are.absolutely necessary if we
would win the ‘maxium ' of 'success.
But 1 mir we are not absolutely edu-
¢ated unless we know how to use the
things we have learned. It'is not
what do you know? It'is what you
are going to do with what you
know?” %

To illustrate that point, Mr. Mob-
ley told a story about a woman who
lived on a farm.” She owned a big,
black dog. A railroad ran past the
farm, and every day at a certain hour
a train went'by, and the dog chased
the engine the whole length of the
farm. = Every, day the woman sat in
& chair beside the window and watch-
€d the.dog chase the train. Her
neighbors began to wonder why she
watched the train go by. So one day
one of them asked her about it, and
she eaid: “You are mistaken. I do
not'watch the train. I watch my dog

The speaker declared that no one
can’ give us knowledge. They may
open; the door for us and say, “Come
in and ‘get it but we must get it.
£The school’ can't teach yon how. to
vse your knowledge,” he said.  ‘Per-
8onal adaptation s necessary.  No
one clse can use my knowledge. If
anyone uses .it,. it is. his ‘know-
ledge.” | 3

He asked the audience if any. of
thenm ver rode a bicycle. “If yon
have, you know you had to learn to
ride it, and' ‘the only way you
could learn was to get on it and try.
No one could teach you how'to ride
it.  They might teach you all about
how the bicycle was made and all
about the laws of gravity and equi-
librium and all those things, but after
you had learned all about them do
You think you could get on a bicycle
and ride right off on it? You might
ride off on your nose, but you would-
n't ride off on the bicycle, No, you
had to get on and try it again and
again, until you got the knack of it.
Then it came natural. A little know-
ledge used is better than a lot of
knowledge not used.”

As another example of the use of
knowledge, Mr. Mobley told of a
young man from Tennessee who got
a job in the Navy Department in
Washington. His duties were to
make blue prints of designs of war-
ships and/parts of warships. In those
days the fighting tops on the masts
of warships were made of wood and
they were heavy and cumbersome.
One day this young man while work-
ing on a blue print of a fighting top,
got tired and looked around ‘for a
chair to sit on. There was no chair
but in a corner of the room there was
8 large wire waste paper basket. - He
placed it beside his desk, upside
down, and sat down on it very care-
fully." He' expected: it to collapse un-
der his weight, but it didn’t, Every
strand of ‘wire was twisted around
.every other strand, making a'multi-
tude of braces. " ‘When the young
man found he: didn't: crush it when
he sat -down on it and.that it easily
held him even when he took his feet
off the floor, he jumped up and yelled
like an Indian. " Everybody in' the
room thought he had!gone crazy, but
he hadn’t.” "He had just gained some
knowledge and knew how to 'use it
and today the fighting tops are made
of woven wire, very light, but cap-
able of holding several men and
guns.

On another occasion this young
man saw a workman trying to drive
some. heavy nails through a hard-
wood plank.
