SAYS WASTE IN FARMING
WOULD WRECK INDUSTRY

What is wasted in farming would 
wreck an industry and the fact In­
dicates that farming is probably the 
soundest institution in tne country, 
Farm & Fireside declares editorially 
tbi-. month.

“ To begin with,”  says-the article, 
“ $20,000,000 worth o f milk is re­
jected and returned to dairymen an­
nually because it is not kept clean 
and cold. Farm fires, caused by 
lightning, defective chimneys or care­
lessness, all preventable, cost $150,- 
000 000 a year and besides d,5UU 
farmers’ lives. Soil erosion is esti­
mated by experts to ’ cost $200,000,- 
000 a year. One packer reports that 
nearly one-sixth o f all the hams in 
his week’s kill of hogs were damaged 
by bruises inflicted in shipping, bnlis. 
es that had to be  ̂considere4 in the 
price o f  the hogs."

The article continues, telling of 
other unestimated loses such as those 
sustained by expending labor useless­
ly on worn-out soil, or by feedin, 
stock on one grain without balancin 
the ration with other food.

“ No one can estimate the waste of 
feed and labor involved in giving sal­
able hay and grain to livestock and 
poultry infested with worms, para­
sites and diseases, nearly all prevent­
able,”  says the writer. Facts like 
these go far to explain why some 
farmers arc,always doing well while 
others faro badly."___________

WHEN DAD COMES HOME

enough money on our roads, but we 
might just about as well throw it into 
a bottomless pit as to do as we have 
been doing. Year after year, the 
road is graded up and left to keep it­
self until it again becomes impassible. 
We left Amarillo last Friday after a 
rain. In fact we left in the rain and 
it continued to rain on us all the way 
to Carlsbad but— when we got across 
the stato line, we had no trouble with 
mud. There isn’t any good reason 
why the line between Texaco and 
Farwell should mark the divison be­
tween good roads qnd bad. There 
are acres o f gravel deposits all over 
the Panhandle and it wouldn't cost 
us any more to hard-surface our 
highways than it has cost the people 
o f New Mexico and probably, no 
more in the long run, than we now 
spend in repairing the dnmage done 
the roads by the rains. For a road is 
never any better than its worst spot 
and the morass that passes for a 
highway through Deaf Smith county 
is a disgrace to the Texas Highway 
department. Even admitting that 
conditions have been unusual the 
past few weeks, they were no more 

I unusual at this end o f the route than 
at the other but we are ashamed to 

I say, we found the very worst roads 
j close to home. Going out, we tra- 
j versed Texas roads in tho morning 

and slipped /ind slid around, even 
I with chains on, so that the car was 
i frequently crosswise o f  the road, 
j Coming back, it was late in the after­
noon and we followed the ruts made 
by the unfortunates who had to blaze 
the trail earlier in the day. How­
ever, even that guide was lost from 
view in the sea o f water that entirely 
covered the road in great stretches 
through Deaf Smith county. Going 
out, we covered the distance from 
Amarillo to Hereford in four hours 
and made the other two hundred and 
twenty-six miles in time for six 
o’clock dinner at Artesia, despite the 
fact that it rained almost the entire

PERCHES SET ON LIGHTHOUSES 
NOW SAVE MIGRATORY BIRDS

The Royal Society for the Protec-93
tion o f  birds in Britain is carrying 
on a campaign to prevent the self de­
struction o f  birds migrating to the 
British shores at various times during 
the year. Exhausted by their long 
journeys, the birds fly toward a light­
house o f which the beacon is visible 
far out at sea. Often they dash 

_ themselves to death on the glass

A special fund was established for 
this purpose headed by a donation 
from the late Lord Cruton. Three 
other lighthouses have been fitted 
with these bird life-saving stations, 
and as the fund increases the work 
will be carried on until every light­
house in Great Britain that has here­
tofore been a menace to the birds 
will be turned into a refuge. Spurn 
Point at Yorkshire; South Bishop, off 
Pembrokeshire; Bardsey, in Carnar­
von, have been equipped, and Sker­
ries Light, off Anglesey, is being fit­
ted with the perches.

The perches are made o f  wood, 
metal being too cold, and they have 
to be adapted to the type o f  light­
house on which they are to be placed.' 
At the end of each migration season 
the perches are taken down, cleaned 
and stored. Occasionally they are so 
heavily damaged by storms that com­
plete renewal is necessary.

It was the breeder of 
disease, and was in every way abom­
inable.

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AMENDMENT TO WORLD
WAR VETERAN ACT

Commenting upon legislation en­
acted by the last Congress, Brie 
Gen. Frank T. Hines, Director of the 
Veterans Bureau stated this morning 
that there appears to be some mis­
understanding among the veterans as 
to their present privileges in naming 
the beneficiaries o f their insurance. 
"The amendment to the World War 
Veterans Act, 1924, approved May 
29, 1928, removes all.restrictions as 
to who may be named beneficiary 
under Government Life (converted) 
insurance policies, said Gen. Hines, 
therefore, the holder o f such a policy 
may designate any person, firm, cor­
poration or legal Entity as beneficiary 
to receive the proceeds o f his U. S. 
Government life (converted) insur­
ance.”  This will, o f  course, allow a 
veteran to designate a bank or trust 
company t6 receive payment o f the 
proceeds as trustee in accordance 
with an agreement between the cor­
poration and the insured.”

Formerly, the permitted class of 
beneficiaries was restricted to rela­
tives by blood or marriage, and the 
change in the law is in response to 
the desire o f many policy holders to 
include their Government insurance 
in life insurance trusts along with 
other insurance granted by commer­
cial companies.
