Elevator Row Reports “Ready” 
First Wheat Expected Saturday

STOCKHOLDERS OF THREE
WAY OIL CO. HOLD MEETINC

Quite a number of the stockholders 
of the Three Way Oil company gath­
ered at the location two miles north­
west of 'Range last Sunday afternoon 
when it was understood that C. L. 
Price, the manager would turn the 
books over to the officers if the 
company, and plans would be discuss­
ed for carrying the drilling to a deep­
er depth, but the books were not pro­
duced, and there was no certainty 
where Mr. Price was, or what dis­
position he had made of the books and 
accounts of the company. A letter 
from Mr. Price to a member of the 
company indicated that he had not 
completed his work on the books, and 
that they would be forthcoming in a 
few days.

Under this condition, the future 
of the well is very uncertain. Most 
of the stockholders want to get its 
affairs straightened out and quite 
a number of them agreed to sub­
scribe 25 and 50 cents a foot to a 
fund to carry the well on down, but 
it was deemed this would be inex­
pedient until it was possible to de­
termine what the financial condition 
of the company is.

In order to keep the guards at 
the well until some plan of action 
is determined upon, a subscription 
was raised to pay the expenses of 
the men on the job. A part of the 
crew who assert their faith in the 
well being a producer have offered 
to work the well down to 4000 feet 
with the understanding that if they 
don’t strike oil, they will not ask 
for pay, but that if they do, they are 
to be remunerated.—Guymon Herald.

Elevator Row is all set for the big 
harvest. The big wheat repositories 
have been given their annual over­
hauling, scales have been cleaned, 
oiled and tested, the "street” is be­
ing put in shape to carry the tre­
mendous traffic, quick-meal eating 
houses are open and ready for busi­
ness—in fact, the row has its workin’ 
clothes on and is rearin’ to go. 
Wheat-buyers, trying to look cool 
and collected, are anxiously waiting 
for the first load to boom around the 
corner, and are keeping in close 
touch with the market.

More combines than ever be­
fore will be used this season, and this 
will tax the elevators to beyond ca­
pacity, but the boys on the row are 
better equipped, more experienced, 
and have the assurance of plenty of 
grain cars from the Santa Fe this 
year. All these things will help.

Among the noticeable improve­
ments on Elevator Row is the ten- 
thousand bushel addition to the 
Equity elevator. This increases the 
capacity of this elevator to 35,000 
bushels. Work on the Porter ele­
vator is progressing at a satisfactory 
pace, and all the other five have been 
overhauled and put in shape for a 
big rush of business.

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Two Women Captured by
Indians Guests of Hobart

District Judge W. R. Ewing, Com­
missioner J. A. Mead, and Mrs. Olive 
K. Dixon were guests of T. D. Hobart 
Sunday at his ranch in the Washita 
river, When several pioneers of the 
Panhandle visited the historical spot 
of Camp Miles.

The Honor guests of the occasion 
were Mrs. Sophia Feldman of Hum­
boldt, Nebraska, and Mrs. Adelaide 
German Andrews of Bern, Kansas, 
whs as little girls were captured by 
the Indians on September 11, 1874. 
Mrs. Andrews, then 5 years old, and 
another sister, Julia, were the first 
left behind by an Indian band which 
murdered their parents. The girls, 
5 and 7 years old, lived on the plains 
of Kansas for six weeks, eating-roots, 
hackberries, and grains of corn found 
at places where soldiers had camped. 
After being carried off by the Chey­
ennes to the Panhandle, they were 
rescued November 8, 1874. Pur­
sued, the Indians abandoned the girls, 
who were taken by Lieut. Frank Bald­
win and his command to General 
Miles’ camp on the Washita, in 
Hemphill county.

Mrs. Feldman and an older sister 
Catherine, had been carried off by a 
band which soldiers were not able to 
catch. They were rescued the fol 
lowing March, when the Indians grew 
tired of being pursued and were near 
starvation.

Mr. Hobart arranged his party 
composed of Mrs. Feldman and Mr. 
Clarence Andrews of Borger (son of 
Mrs. Andrews) Miss Hattie M. An­
derson and J. Evetts Haley of the 
West Texas Teachers College, Olin 
Hinkle, of the Pampa Daily News, 
Clinton Henry of the J. A. ranch, J. 
S. Wynne, and himself, left Pampa 
for Miami.

After reaching this city the group 
saw with interest the relic collection 
belonging to J. A. Mead and the Boy 
Scouts, Mr. Mead a Panhandle resi­
dent since '84, and Mrs. Olive K. 
Dixon, wife of the famous scout, Billy 
Dixon, joined the party as it left for 
the Hobart ranch south of Canadian.

There Mrs. Andrews saw with in­
terest the site of Gen. Nelson A. 
Miles' camp, to which she was taken 
after being rescued by the soldiers. 
She was 5 years old at the time, and 
now can remember little of the exper­
ience. Mrs. Feldman was rarried 
away to the Panhandle into New Mex­
ico when the Indians were pursued, 
recalled the general lay of the coun­
try. The Miles' camp was within a 
stone’s throw of the elegant Hobart 
ranch home, now occupied by Fred 
Hobart. A 50-foot bluff below the 
camp afforded excellent protection 
for the horses and under its brow the 
guard house was located. Still vis­
ible are depressions believed to be the 
cellars over which the soldiers placed 
their tents to escape the bitter north­
ers which swept over the hillside. A 
plum thicket now covers part of the 
site, but by digging in the soft earth 
bits of glass and tinware may be 
found.

Before lunch time the party was 
joined by Sheriff “Skillity’ Bill 
Johnson of Hemphill county and 
County Judge 0. R. McMordie of the 
same county, both of Canadian, and 
Judge W. R. Ewing, of Miami, who 
presides over the 31st district court.

Mr. Hobart, assisted by Walter Mc­
Laren of the ranch, who himself has 
been a resident of the Plains since 
'87, spread a delicious lunch upon the 
lawn. Talcs of frontier days, told in 
the typically humorous manner of 
the plainsman, enlivened the meal.

Southwest of the Hobart ranch is 
the site of the famous Buffalo Wal­
low battle with the Indians. The 
entire party motored to this place, 
which is in the corner of a corn field. 
An acre of ground including the site 
was donated to the Historical Society 
of the Panhandle-Plains, of which Mr. 
Hobart is president. A heavy monu­
ment is erected on the site by the 
society, where theembattled white 
men fought for their lives. The

monument bearsthis inscription: 
Defeated 125 Indians

Here, on September 12, 1874, two 
scouts and four soldiers defeated 125 
Kiowa and Commanche Indians. 
Scouts: William Dixon, Amas Chap­
man. Soldiers: Ser. Z. T. Woodall, 
Co. 1; Peter Rath, Co. A; John Har- 
ring, Co. H; Geo. W. Smith, Co. M., 
6th Cavalry.

“Stand silent; heroes here have 
been, who cleared the way for other 
men.”

'Erected by the Panhandle-Plains 
Historical Society, September 12, 
1925. This site marked under di­
rection of J. J. Long, Mobeetie, 
Texas, Mrs. William Dixon, Miami, 
Texas.”

Enroute back to Miami, the party 
stopped at the home place of “Cap” 
Arrington, where all enjoyed a visit 
with Mrs. Arrington and daughters. 
At Miami, the group stopped for re­
freshments and its members divided, 
to go to their homes.—Olin E. Hin­
kle, in Pampa Daily News.

WOULD DRAFT VOTER
WHO IGNORED BALLOT

Drafting voters on election days in 
the United States is suggested as of 
equal importance with drafting sol­
diers in national emergencies, in an 
interview given The American Maga­
zine by General John J. Pershing.

The commanding general of the 
American forces in bjrance is doing 
the following things, and advocating 
the following policies by the people 
of the United States, as his part to­
ward making the 1928 elections a 
really worth while step ahead for 
this country:

1. Attempting to arouse all the 
thousands of people he can reach 
with the importance of taking part 
in the government of their country, 
state, city or town.

4. Stimulation of interest in im­
proved .understanding of foreign 
peoples and countries and prepared­
ness without militaristic policy.

PURE CARELESSNESS
CAUSES MOST ACCIDENTS

Ninety „per cent of all industrial, 
home, streets and highway accidents 
are from trivial causes.

"Major violations of the law and 
spectacular acts of criminal negli­
gence produce but a small fraction 
of the total number and injuries that 
occur annually,” declared Marcus A. 
Dow, eminent safety engineer.

“Boards left lying on factory 
floors with nails sticking up in them 
have caused more serious injuries 
than boiler explosions. In private 
homes, more people are killed and 
seriously hurt by falling down stairs 
than are killed and injured in fires.

“The majority of street accidents 
are caused by little acts of thought­
lessness rather than by drunken­
ness or other violations of the law in 
driving automobiles.”

A careful analysis of street and 
highway accidents shows that about 
15 per cent are caused by backing up 
carelessly to get out of parking 
places. Failure to get under proper 
control when approaching street in­
tersections causes another 15 per 
cent. Following too closely behind a 
vehicle to allow braking distance ac­
counts for 12 per cent of accidents. 
Improper signaling causes 10 per 
cent, and skidding eight per cent. 
Miscellaneous small acts of neglect 
cause 30 per cent, while drunkenness 
and other violations of the law cause 
only 10 per cent of accidents.

CHILD PSYCHOLOGY SEEN
AS MEANS TO MATURITY

Moods, temper and misfortunes of 
grownups may one day be greatly 
reduced by means of closer study of 
child psychology

Believing that thousands of per­
sons who to all outward appearances 
are well past the legal age are, in 
many respects, far from the age of 
maturity. Anne Bryan McCall who 
for many years has advised with 
writers to the Woman’s Home Com­
panion, urges greater attention to 
child psychology in her article in the 
June issue of that magazine. Sel­
dom, says the writer, is a man or a 
woman today possessed of full round­
ed maturity, and when this quality 
appears in its most complete form it 
is a sign of greatness. She cites 
Lincoln, Keats and Lindberg as 
among outstanding world characters 
who has displayed this maturity.

“Those people whom wo feel like 
protecting,” says the writer, “are 
usually not full mature men and wo­
men. A study and understanding of 
child psychology is needed today, not 
only as a means of dealing with 
children hut because it is o£ such a 
tremendous help in understanding 
our older selves. Most people who 
remain immature do so because they 
have not the slightest idea of what a 
marvelous and enriching and beauti­
ful a thing maturity really is.”

Moodiness, displays of temper and 
other childish traits are exhibited by 
the individual today to the extent 
that that individual lacks maturity, 
says the writer.

MORE MILK FROM
SMALLER DAIRY HERDS

A decrease in number of cattle in 
Texas dairy herds, yet an increase 
of milk and butter-fat to the extent 
of 2 per cent in the past five years 
is the result of concentrated effort 
on the part of dairy owners to im­
prove the quality of their stock and 
thereby increase production, and at

the same time cut feed bills almost 
in half.

West Texas today is taking a 
greater interest than ever before in 
stock breeding, and it is well. The 
sooner every owner of any number 
of cattle realizes the importance of 
raising only purebred stock from a 
milk-producing strain, tho-sooner will 
they begin cashing in on profits that 
have been only in their dreams in the 
past.

Many communities have organized 
bull circles, one of the most econ­
omical ways of improving the quality 
of herds that are purebred yet have 
much room for imporvement in the 
matter of production. At Tulin, a 
bull circle was organized, a register­
ed bull purchased for $300 with 
money pooled by the twelve members 
of the circle. When a member mov­
ed away or for any reason wanted to 
drop out, it was an easy matter for 
him to sell his interest, as soon there 
were many wanting to get into the 
organization. Today but four/of tho

original members are in the circle, 
but others have taken their place and 
they are well pleased with the result 
of their experiment. Now, bull circle* 
are no longer experiments, but are 
to be found in many well-to-do, pros­
perous communities.

MILLING VALUE OF WHEAT

Preventab le  factors that lower the 
[milling value of wheat cost American 
wheat growers millions of dollars a 
year. Four of these factors—smut, 
iccVage, foreign materials other 
than dockage, and garlic—have been 
increasingly prevalent in the last 
eight years. Grain inspection statis­
tics, says the United States depart­
ment of agriculture, show that a 
Urge proportion of the wheat ship­
ped from country point* to terminal 
markets and inspected and graded 
raider the United States grain stand­
ards act fails to meet the require­
ments for the best grade. In 1926, 
for example, 59.8 per cent of- the 
sheat inspected did not m eet-the 
grade requirements of No. 1 wheat. 
Many of the shipments, besides be­
fog graded below No. I, were desig­
nated as wcevily, smutty, garlicky, 
[and treated, carried dockage nota­
tion.

Conditions that lower the milling 
[value of wheat are often controll­
able. This is particularly true of 
garlic, smut, dockage, and foreign 
material other than dockage. Garlic 
can be eradicated by the planting of 
'dean seed and the use of proper 
methods of crop rotation and culti- 

tion. Smut can be prevented by 
sting the seed with chemicals; yet 
is apparently increasing. It lowers 

the market value of wheat consider­
ably owing t,> the difficulty of re­
moving it a n d  because it has a possi­
bly harmful effect on the flour. Mar­
ket discounts for smutty wheat 
usually rang.' from a few cents to 
20 cents or more a bushel.

Dockage likewise has In general 
been increasing in recent years, al- 
ithough the remedy for the trouble 
[»largely in the hands of the farmer. 
In wheat grading the term dockage 
■s applied to weed seeds and other

FIREPROOF BARNS MAY
■ CUT HUGE FIRE LOSSES

Savings of housands of dollars in 
buildings and valuable cattle herds 
destroyed every year in the United j 
States by disastrous fires may be ac-1 
complished in a few .years by means 
of the fire proof barn, described in 
the June Farm and Fireside Maga-: 
zinc.

“Ancestral barns that can be pass-, 
ed on from father to son and on to 
the next generation are likely as a 
result of successful construction o f , 
such a fireproof barn at the Iowa 
State College Experiment Station,” : 
says the magazine.

“If this new type of barn proves 
as successful as it now appears to be, 
it will be possible to do this thing 
at an expense not exceeding the cost 
of frame construction by more than 
25 to 50 percent.” It continues, 
“The new type barn is called a 
masonry arch barn, which is made 
entirely of masonry and with the up­
per story in the form of an arch. It 
is built with tile with reinforced con­
crete libs in the roof. Since it is 
made entirely of masonry, there will 
be no expense in keeping it painted 
with the exception of the windows 
and door frames. Made of construc­
tion material that is non-combustible 
this building would retard a fire to 
such an extent as to prevent destruc­
tion and it would also enable live­
stock in it to be removed safely.”

their petals. They absorb moisture 
and vitulity all night and when you 
cut them early they are full of it and 
will last much better. Then the soon­
er you get them into water the better 
they will be.

Another thing, plunge the stems 
deep in the water as they will absorb 
that much better. If you are cutting 
such hard*stemmed things as the 
Roses, Peonies, Chrysanthemums and 
similar thing split tKe stems with p 
knife and inch or so up from the cut 
end. This will allow water to bo ab­
sorbed much easier. After cutting 
flowers and placing them in water 
set them in a cool and preferably 
darkened place for a few hours. This 
may not always be possible, but it 
will help if you will do it. In cutting 
always cut on an angle and cutting 
with a knife is considered better than 
with snips unless the snips are very 
sharp. Dull snips crush the stems 
and so prevent them from takiug 
water freely.

Cut flowers should never stand in 
a daught. This will make them wilt 
much faster than where there is no 
draught. Neither should they stund 
in the sun.

Sometimes when you are given 
some flowers and are not able to get 
them into the water till they have 
become apparently hopelessly wilted 
if you will try this it may help. Fill 
the vessel you are going to put them 
into with hot water, about as hot as

Writing from 
ms first Roman imprisonment to the 
beloved church in Phillipi which he 
had founded, Paul warned them to 
beware of the leaders who would 
bind the young Christian church by 
the formalistic bonds of Judaism, in­
cluding circumcision and other ordi­
nances from which Christ had set 
men free. And Paul went on to say 
that he himself, who was giving the 
advice, knew well what these formal 
requirements were, for he had ob­
served them all and that with the 
utmost strictness.

“Circumcised the eighth day, of 
the stock of Isreal, of the tribe of 
Benjamin, a Hebrew of Hebrews.” 
Paul was not a proselyte from 
heathenism, circumcised as an adult, 
or an lshmaelite, circumcised at the 
age of thirteen, but had been ad-- 
mitted to the covenant of Israel eight 
days after birth, and was a member 
of the royal tribe of Benjamin. “As 
touching the law, a Pharisee.” The 
Pharisees were very strict in their 
religious views, being extreme form­
alists and intensely bigoted.

“A Pharisee of the Pharisees.1
“As touching zeal, persecuting the 

church.” Paul was not only a Phari­
see, but a bitter, violent persecuting 
Pharisee, a I’harisee of the Pharisees. 
His zeal was conscientious, but he 
was shamed of it afterwards, for he 
was "kicking against the pricks,” and 
on account of it he called himself 
“the least of the apostles” (1 Cor, 
15:9). “As touching the righteous­
ness which is in the law, found

blameless.” Paul had observed all 
the Jewish legalities, he was blame­
less before the true law of God and- 
man.

SauPs Boyhood Surroundings 
Acts 2Ii30

“Saul was a town boy. The 
spreading flower, the tinted cloud, 
the purple hill, the bird in flight, had 
no special word for him. Soldiers 
arming and disarming, the sigh of 
force; trained athletes running, 
wrestling, boxing with mailed fists, 
the sign of skill; idols of wood and 
stone, the sign of darkness, early 
impressed him, and held sway to the 
end. ,

"The little river, the Cydnus, was 
navigable in the days of Saul, mak­
ing Tarsus the port of Cilcia, ahd a t­
tracting ships from all parts of the 
then-known world. The Cydnus was 
a mountain stream, bearing down the 
melted snows from the Taurus range. 
The great Alexander almost met his 
death by bathing in its icy waters, 
some three hundred years before 
Saul’s time. The Cilcian plain yield­
ed fruits of many sorts.
Paul’s Brief Life-Story. Acts. 22:3,

“I am a Jew.” Though born in a 
Greek city, Tarsus, Saul was a Jew 
by descent. The name of his father is 
not known. Saul’s mother was 
pious woman who dedicated her baby 
to God, and who probably died when 
her son was a « mere infant. The 
family belonged to the tribe of Ben 
jamin, small but warlike, and Saul 
was named from that distinguished 
Benjamite who became the first king 
of the Israelites. After the fashion 
of the day, he seemed to have receiv­
ed a Gentile name Paulus (Paul), a 
Latin word meaning "little.” Saul

was about five years younger than 
Christ.

“At the Feet of Gamaliel”
“But brought up in this city, a t the 

feet of Gamaliel." "This city” is 
Jerusalem, in which Paul was speak­
ing. He was educated “at the feet 
of” Gamaliel, as Jewish teachers sat 
on raised platforms, their pupils liter­
ally at their feet. This teacher was 
“ the famous Rabban Gamaliel, a son 
of Rabban Simeon, and a grandson 
of Hillel, “a doctor of the law held 
in reputation among all the people. 
Gamaliel I, like his grandfather 
Hillel, held the somewhat anomalous 
position of a liberal Pharisee.”—F. 
W. Farrar.
Paul a Roman Ciliaan. Acf«. 22:27

"And the chief captain came and

said unto him, Tell me. art tho.u a 
Roman? And he said, Yea.” The 
chief captain (tribune), correspond­
ing to our colonel, was in charge of 
a cohort or regiment of a thousand 
men. When the Jews mobbed Paul, 
he at once came to his rescue with 
soldiers and carried him off to the 
Roman military headquarter, Castle 
Anotonia, next to the temple, from 
the stairway of which Paul had just 
addressed the mob. When the mob 
responded so violently to Paul’s 
claims the chief captain thought he 
must be a dangerous man, and order­
ed a confession to be extorted from 
him by scourging; but Paul protest­
ed, claiming to be a Roman citizen, 
whom it was unlawful to scourge.
