48,000 ACRES  OF PANHANDLE
LAND. SOLD IN ONE WEEK

Forty-eight thousand acres of Pan-
handle ranch land have been sold
during the past week by the Capitol
Syndicate company for approximate-
ly $375,000.

Thirty thousand acres were pur-
chased by the Matador Land and
Cattle company, pioneer Panhandle
firm, at $8 an acre. . This tract ad-
joins the present Matador ranch in
Hartley county on the north.

Julian Bivins bought 16,000 acres
at private terms. This tract adjoins
Mr. Bivin’s ranch on the west and is
immediately west of Channing.
all of the land sold-by the Syndi-
cate lies west of Channing, and is &
part of what was originally the Rita
Blanca division of the XIT

The Capital Syndicate now has
only 525,000 acres left of the 3,000,-
000 acres it received in 1882 for the
building of the state capital.

Hundreds of thousands of acres of
the old grant are now classed as the
finest of farming land, although
when the grant was made it ‘was
considered only very poor grazing
land and valued at slightly less than
$1 an acre.

An idea of the change in the cat-
tle business may be gained from the
fact that Matador, one of the oldest
and largest firms in the southwest,
is adding to its ranch holdings in the
Panhandle.

With the acquisition of this 16,
000 acre tract, Julian Bivins become
the owner of approximately 100,000
acres of land in Oldham and Hartley
counties and what cowmen say is as
fine a ranch as there is in Texas.

— - .

Seven years of Bolshevism fur-
nishes a striking example of what
will happen to any country from the
application of principles of Commu-
nism,

A recent book on the working out
f’f applied Communism to industries
18 written by M. L. Requa, showing
effects of Soviet government on hu-
man life,

In 1927, under the shrewd guid-
ance of Lenin and Trotsky, the Sov-
let secured complete control and
taok possession of the government of
Russia,

The Assembly, so-cullull, issued a
proclamation confiscating all prop-
erty in the boundaries of the Repub-
lic and abolished all private owner-
ship of land.

The land was to be apportioned
among the farmers for occupation
and cultivation, the products to be
also divided up in common use for
the people,

The farmers were to acquire no
title but only the right of possession
and use, Large communistic farms
were established which as a rule
nearly all failed.

The cities being the' centers of
political power, sent out armed com-

e ———

missioners to seize the grain,crops
and" divide them' equally among all
the people,

There’ was rioting about distribu-
tion of the lands and again about di-
viding the crops, and despotic rule,
worse than the old regime, followed
commune rule, The result was the
farmers hid whatever they could and
refused to produce more than Just
enough for each farm to supply the
family with bread.

‘To accomplish land and crop di-
visions a large number of govern-
ment employes were required who
were mostly lazy, incompetent and
corrupt,

Force had to be used by the Red
Guards to get any results, but the
general result was terrorism, oppres-
sion, anarchy, corruption and de-
bauchery,

BILL HAYWOOD

Bill Haywood, one-time leader of
the I. W. W,, in the United States,
lies dead in Russia whither he es-
caped to avoid serving’a long term in
a federal prison for violation of the
espionage act during the war, Hay-
wood was a dangerous man in a de-
mocracy, not to the government dnd
people of the United States, but to
himself and those who followed him.

He was an apostle of the creed of
bitter and unrelenting strife between
the worker and the man who em-
ployes the worker, He preached
hatred, irreconcilable differences be-

tween men of different occupations |

in industry— the man who labored
to make a business produce a living
for himself and his employees and
the man who produced the goods the
other man had to sell.

It is pathetic that such gifts as
Haywood possessed should have been
directed along these lines. He might
have been a real help to labor if he
had possessed the vision of a Gom-
pers, the selflessness of a John
Mitchell, the brain of a Green or a
Wolt. He chose to promote strife
rather than concord and he took a
stand against the country of which
he was a citizen.

When he went to Russia he was
received with scant attention. He was
not particularly wanted there where
they had established Communism
and were “enjoying’ its fruits. He
was needed somewhere else to stir up
trouble. But having - stirred it he
tried to escape its consequences sO
he sought asylum among the bolshe-
viki. It was pretty bad but perhaps
better than a cell.

Now the poor man is dead. He
wrought nothing that will last for
the good of mankind because he
preached hate. He would have scoff-

ed at the idea of being a “sweet and | A

light 1ad” as he would have called it,
but if he had only been a common-
sense welder of mutual interest of
those who trusted him and those who
employed them, he might have
ironed out many differences, remov-
ed many injustices and had the satis-
faction of accomplishing something
for those who joined his organiza-
tion.—Amarillo Daily News.

Before
the days of money, traders bartering
goods had a sheaf of shrewd business
maxims, One of them was “You can’t
judge a horse by the harness.”

Business men sometimes do. Most
people are at least somewhat influ-
enced by appearances. Relating his
early business experiences, Ben
Franklin tells us—he had establish-
ed a stationery store and is paying
off debts—

“In order to secure my credit and
character as a tradesman, I took care
not only to be in reality industrious
and frugal, but to avoid appearances
to the contrary. .

““I dressed plain, and was seen at
no place of idle diversion . ... A
book, indeed, sometimes debauched
me from my work, but that was sel-
dom, was private and gave no scan-
dal; and to show that I was not above
my business, I sometimes brought
home the paper I purchased at the
stores, through the streets on a
wheelbarrow. Thus being esteemed
an industrious, thriving young man,
and paying duly for what I bought,
the merchants who imported station-
ery solicited my custom . ... and
I went on prosperously.'”
