BUS COMPANY BUYS SERVICE

The Amarillo-Spearman Bus com- 
pany was purchased last week by the 
Safety First Bus company which has 
operated in the Panhandle for more 
than two years. The purchase was 
authorized at a hearing held before 
representatives of the railroad com- 
mission in Lubbock last week.

In extending their unqualified ser 
vice, officials o f tho Safety-First 
company announced that they took 
charge o f the new route yesterday 
and had decreased the fare from 
Borgcr to Stinnett to $1, but would 
charge $3, as formerly, for trans­
portation between Borger and Spear­
man.

The Safety-First company entered 
the Borger field two years ago nnd 
has gradually acquired other lines 
and extended its service to every 
section o f  Northwest Texas which 
embrace and connect with lines lead­
ing to every section of. the United 
States.

An official o f the company said 
this morning that through acquisi­
tion o f  the new line that a one-day 
service would be afforded from the 
leading cities o f the Panhandle into 
the wheat belt north o f Stinnett, near 
Gruvcr, Dumas, Spearman and other 
cities lying between Amarillo and 
Liberal, Kansas.

During court session at Stinnett 
special arrangements will be made 
to serve passengers, the local mana­
ger announced this morning.— Bor­
ger Daily Herald.

SANTA FE IS TAKING
OVER PAMPA RAILWAY

PAMPA, May 17.— The official 
start of the new Kell railroad by the 
Santa Fe is awaiting arrival o f word 
from Washington that permission 
has been granted the Santa Fe to 
take over and build the line. At the 
present time four camps are being 
installed along the right-of-way by 
Santa Fe engineers.

W. H. Rochester of Chicago, as­
sistant engineer o f the Santa Fe, 
has already established his headquar­
ters here. He has his office and 
quarters in a private car on the 
Santa Fe siding about a half mile 
east o f  the depot. Other camps are 
being established at Mobeetie, at 
Zybach, ten miles north o f Wheeler, 
and at Red Moon, ten miles north of 
Cheyenne, Oklahoma.

The chief engineer will establish 
work headquarters on wheels here 
and all work will be done from this 
office. Merchandise will be purchas­
ed locally and In large quantities.

Engineers and contractors are 
making an inspection o f the right-of- 
way and as soon as verification of 
the transfer is received from Wash­
ington bids will be received for the 
contracts along the entire line.

According? to Mr. Rochester, the 
line will be made o f the best material 
possible. Tfie rails will be 90-pound 
steel, the ties o f creosote wood, and 
the crown .of 18 feet. Houses for 
agents and ?section foremen along the 
line will bq well equipped.

A large office will be maintained 
here by Mr. Rochester to care for 
tho reports from the entire line. An 
office on wheels will follow the work 
from this point.

THE UNKNOWN SOLDIER
TO SHOW AT REX

A more appropriate picture could 
not be shown than “ The .Unknown 
Soldier”  for  Memorial Day. On May 
30th there will be thousands o f  peo­
ple place car-loads o f  flowers on the 
unknown soldier’s grave at Wash­
ington. There will be dozens o f  other 
graves in other countries decorated 
in like manner. These little green 
mounds mark the last resting place 
o f  some bravf lad whose life was 
given for his country during the 
World War. There were hundreds 
o f men killed on the battle field 
with no trace o f identification left 
on their bodies. The hundreds of 
Gold-star mothers in the U. S. whose 
boys were among the “ unknown”  
will stand before that little green 
mound in Washington on May 30th 
and wonder if it is the last remains 
of her own dear boy whom all the 
Nations mourn.

“ The Unknown Soldier”  coming to 
the Rex Theatre on Memorial Day 
is from the book by Charles Emmet 
Mack, one' o f  our bpst writers o f  war 
stories.^ Mr. Mack served with the 
Canadian army during the World 
War, winning citations and medals 
for his courage on the battlefield. 
He will be seen in the title role in 
this, his own great story and pic­
ture, taking as part o f the story 
his own experiences “ over there.”  
There’s laughs aplenty interspersed 
throughout the picture, and too, 
there’s tears that must come from all 
patriotic citizens who had loved ones 
in the war.

SHEEP-SHEARING TIME
ON THE SLAVIN RANCH

Jim Slavin, who farms and ranches’ 
out 20 miles southeast o f  Spearman, 
was in the city Thursday afternoon 
o f last week, attending to business 
matters. Mr. Slavin is making ar­
rangements to shear his little bunch 
o f sheep during the present week. 
He also was making arrangements to 
ship a car load of, lambs to market. 
Mr. Slavin states ttfat his bunch o f  
sheep, about 350 head, give him very 
little trouble, as he turns them loose 
most o f  the time to rustle for  them­
selves, and they do a good job  o f  it. 
Also, at shearing time, he combines 
forces with his neighbor, Clyde 
Hooper, who runs a small bunch, and 
they in this way reduce the over­
head. Mr. Slavin states that he will 
get about 10 to 12 pounds o f wool 
off each sheep; that it will cost him 
about 11 cents per head to have the 
sheep sheared and that he will sell 
the wool for  around 30 cents per 
pourid. This figures a nice little 
profit, as the cost o f  caring for  the 
sheep is negligible. Mr. Slavin says 
that’ last year he sheared 30 pounds 
o f  wool from a yearling ewe, and 
stated further that the last statement 
was not for  publication.

It is better to put the attention on 
the fitting o f the'figure, rather than 
on keeping the lines o f the pattern.

TREES HAVE MANY
LIFE PROCESSES

Trees, like people, are living, 
growing things having many life pro­
cesses similar to those o f the human 
body, says the Oklahoma 'Forest 
Commission.

Trees take in water, in which are 
certain mineral salts in solution, 
through their tiny f ib re / roots or 
root hairs. This water is transport­
ed up through the large roots, 
through the sapwood o f  the trunk 
and o f the limbs to the leaves. If 
the fibre roots are cut o ff  by culti­
vation or when a tree-.is transplanted 
or i f  they are allowed \o dry out due 
to lack o f moisture in the soil the 
tree may die, for its mouth is vir­
tually sewed up.

The leaves of the trees take in car­
bon dioxide, a waste product o f the 
human body, through their under 
surface.

FLY TIME AGAIN

The early bird still catches the 
worm, and the early fly-screens are 
still the most effective. It is an al­
most hopeless job to keep the house 
rid o f these pests if doors and wind­
ows are not screened before they get 
in and settle In hidden nooks and 
corners. Putting up screens, 
screening windows and doors before 
the first fly has put in its appearance 
is the surest way o f keeping them 
out, or at least keeping their num­
bers down to the point where it is 
not hard to get them out at frequent 
intervals during the spring and sum­
mer months.

A few flies in the hodso now will 
multiply to many millions before 
summer is over. Swatting them and 
screening against them,'is one o f  the 
surest ways to prevent/disease in the 
neighborhood. Being/born and rear­
ed in filth, f t  is easy/to see that this 
pest is one o f the dirtiest o f insects. 
Their bodies/ and feet are fitted to 
carry filth and genets. Scientists de­
clare that as high-as 6,000,000 germs 
have been found in the body o f a 
single fly.

Profit by early screening. Let no 
home go unprotected during the 
spring nnd summer months. Clean 
up every rubbish pile, every place 
where flies can breed. And don’t put 
off for another day tho important 
work o f screening the windows and 
doors.

LAUGH AND BE HEALTHY,
ADVICE OF PHYSICIAN

How many physicians are there 
who insist that their patients must 
laugh heartily a number o f  times a 
day, even though they may have to 
laugh without very much reason? 
O f course, If there is a good joke 
that tempts them to laughter, then 
the laughter is ever so much more 
spontaneous, is deeper, ventilates the 
lungs, stimulates the heart and sets 
the blood coursing through the body 
and makes all the organs do their 
work better.

Laughter not only does the body 
good, but it does the mirfd good. It 
has been said that if you pull down 
the corners o f your lips and keep 
them down, after a time you feel as 
glum inside as you look from the 
outside to those who may happen to 
be gazing at you. If, on the other 
hand, you turn tho ̂ corners o f your 
lips up and keep them in becomes 
impossible to feel glum inside after 
a while. The James-Lange theory o f 
emotions was that the body is af­
fected first by the emqtions and then 
by the mind. They said we did not 
feel bad and then cry, but something 
tempted the tears to come from our 
glands and then we felt bad. On the 
other hand, Something titilated us to 
laugh with our bodies and then we 
felt joyful and free-hearted interior­
ly-

This theory has not been generally 
accepted . by psychologists, but un- - 
doubtedly it has a germ o f truth in 
it. There is a very old proverb whieh 
says “ laugh and grow fat.”  It is. 
well known that people who laugh 
actually do grow fat rather readily. .

ORIGIN OF DECORATION DAY

Not many Southerners know that 
Decoration Day originated in the 
South, and that the national holiday 
with its sombre loftiness was first 
made a national order by General 
Logan, Commander of the Grand 
Army o f the Republic, in 1868. A c­
cording to history, Mrs. Logan had 
been to Richmond on a visit and 
while there viewed the desolation of 
the nearby country, with its thous­
ands of Confederate graves, and was 
deeply moved by the fresh and faded 
decorations o f flowers— a tribute 
from the survivors o f the great war 
and its attendant ravages. Mrs. Lo­
gan vividly detailed these scenes of 
mute eloquence with the result that 
General Logan issued an order call­
ing on the communities throughout 
the jurisdiction of the G. A. R., to 
sol aside May 30th, 1868, for the
purpose o f visiting the cemeteries of 
the land and laying a tribute of 
flowers to those who had passed to 
the Great Beyond. Since that time 
May 30th has been annually pro­
claimed Decoration Day in the 
United States. It is a beautiful cus­
tom and is complimentary to the civ­
ilization o f this nation.— Clarendon 
News.

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TRY TO STAY OUT
O F “THE RED”

When one overdraw* his bank ac­
count— assuming hi* credit is so 
good the bank will allow it— the 
banker says that he is “ in the red”  
to the extent o f the overdraft. One 
great trouble with many o f  us is 
that wo are “ in,the hed" too much of 

■ the time.-
When one, borrows he not only 

has to pay bXek, but has to pay more 
than he borrows. The use o f money 
has to be (>aid for the same as the 
use o f tools or implements, or even 
men. The old saying that "interest 
grows while you sleep”  is quite true, 
and the longer you have the money

the greater grows the interest. 
Weeds and grass also grow while 
you sleep.

However, it \Vould not be fair to 
stop here. There , is another side to 
the matter. If you need the money 
badly enough to borrow it, you 
should be able to make from its in­
vestment a greater profit than the 
interest you have to ptiy. If you can­
not, then better not borrow. It is 
not a bad thing to borrow money if 
its investment by the one who bor­
rows is profitable enough to pay 
more than the interest the borrower 
has to pay fo r  it.

casionally, but it is dono only when 
it is needed to the extent that its use 
by the borrowing firm will pay a 
bigger profit than the interest the 
borrower has to pay. Many men 
have grown rich from wise invest­
ment o f borrowed co ita l ,  but it is 
too often the case that money is bor­
rowed when not imperatively needed, 
or when ability to repay Is not cer­
tain.

EFFORT MADE TO
REDUCE ACCIDENTS

In an effort to rcduco automobilo 
accidents and eliminato loss o f  lifo 
caused by motor vehicles in Texas, 
a state wido “ Save-a-life campaign 
will be conducted from May 10 to 
June 9, it has been announced.

The campaign is made official for 
the state by a proclamation issued 
by Gov. Dan Moody at the capital. 
The proclamation calls upon all mu­
nicipal authorities, motor organiza­
tions and civic and commercial bod­
ies to co-operate in the “ Save-a-Lifc”  
movement. .

The purpose o f the campaign is to 
establish a regular Annual period of 
free mechanical inspection o f  all 
motor vehicles licensed to operate 
in this state. New York, Massachu­
setts and other states have already 
conducted “ Save-A-Life”  campaigns 
and several other states have an­
nounced their Intention o f  doing so 
in the near future.

Service stations and garages in 
every community in the state will be 
officially appointed by the state 
automobile authorities to servo as 
inspection stations from May 19 'to 
June 9. During that period every 
motor vehicle owner in Texas is re­
quested to drive or send his car or 
truck to one o f  these official inspec­
tion stations to be examined regard­
ing its mechanical condition. This 
inspection will be made entirely 
without charge at the officia l gara­
ges and service stations, and the mo­
tor vehicle owner may choose any 
official inspection station he wishes.

Official windshield stickers will be 
issued in the name o f the state mo­
tor vehicle authorities and one of 
these will be placed on every motor 
vehicle that passes inspection as be­
ing in good mechanical, order. Cars 
that reveal mechanical defects, 
which render them unsafe, will have 
to be put in good order before the 
official state sticker will be issued to 
the owner.

“ The proposed ‘Save-A-Life’ in­
spection o f  automobiles will be de­
voted to brakes, horns, lights, steer­
ing mechanism and mirrors,”  said 
an official of the highway depart­
ment. “ These arc the items most 
likely to get out o f order on the av­
erage automoble, and statistics show 
they are the most frequent cause of 
accidents.

“ We want no unsafe automobiles 
on the road in Texas and the coop­
eration o f every citizen and motorist 
in getting his car inspected free of 
charge between May 19 and June 9 
will go a long way toward saving 
lives and preventing accidents.

It is perfectly obvious that the 
best driver in the world cannot stop 
a car which ‘has no brakes,’ or warn 
pedestrians and other cars if the 
horn is .not working. Inspection of 
drivers is not sufficient. The vehicles 
they drive must also bo in safe con­
dition to prevent injury to them­
selves and others.

“ Fifty-nine per cent o f deaths 
from automobile accidents in the 
United States are caused by defects 
in the mechanical condition o f the 
automobile itself. A modern auto­
mobile is good for tens o f thousands 
of miles o f service, and is entirely 
safe in the hands of a careful driver, 
but being a piece of machinery it re­
quires regular mechanical inspec­
tion at least once a year to keep it 
in good running order, and to oper­
ate it economically and safely.”

Governor Moody’s proclamation 
calls upon the officials o f every com­
munity, and of the various civic and 
commercial organizations to lend 
whole-hearted support to the state­
wide movement for greated motor 
vehicle safety.

Strange 
as it may seem, that idea prevailed 
in newspaper offices in times that' 
arc passed. And it was in those 
times that the local editor or publish 
er became a snyonym for proverty 
and bad credit. Newspapers must be 
run on business principles these days 
or not run at all. When a paper in 
a town of Lindales' size costs $10, 
000 a year to produce, the man who 
is responsible for producing it cannot 
give his merchandise away and keep 
the printers paid and the paper bill 
squared. He can not. Can’t.— State 
Press.

HORSE SHOES

It seems as if the usual game o f 
horse shoes is being indulged in more 
this year in Spearman than usual, 
but it could not be spoken o f as a 
revival; for this form o f sport, going 
back in principle to tho discus throw­
ing o f the ancient Greeks, has never 
been absent within the period o f writ­
ten history. In early England is was 
known as quoits, with heavy iron 
rings used, and this name and the 
use o f rings persists to a consider­
able degree, but horse shoes appear 
to be the official style in this coun­
try.

Quoit pitching became so general 
in England in the fifteenth century 
that royal attempts were made to 
end it in fuvor o f archery. One of

the writers o f the period speaks o f 
“ quoiting as too vile for  scholars.”  
It is noted, however, that scholars 
at picnics still take to it about as 
keenly as any, while archery, much 
as there is to be said for its grace­
fulness and test o f skill, still requires 
efforts to keep it alive. Horse shoes, 
first used by workmen for lac kof 
quoits, now are made specially for 
the- game, with regulation weight, 
ar.d finished as elegantly as desired, 
in gold bronze, nickel plate or alum­
inum.

vasions endanger thousands o f lives 
and millions in property, nnd until 
our defense against this foe is ade­
quately provided it is folly to In­
crease our expenditures for defense 
against extrenal enemies nowhere 
in sight or expected.— Star-Tele­
gram.

COMING TO LYRIC THEATRE

THE FEAR OF WAR

Pious denunciation o f jvar will al­
ways prove ineffectual in checking 
the tendency o f nations to resort to 
arms for the settlement o f their dis­
putes, is the view o f the British Am­
bassador to the United States, Sir 
Esme Howard. There is a far more 
practical and potent deterrent to 
conflict, he believes, in the vast cost 
o f modern warfare, not alone to the

nations engaged, but to the indi­
vidual citizen.

It is idle to say that there is 
nothing in what the Ambassador tells 
us about the appeal o f the spectac­
ular in war and the lack of a similar 
appeal in peace. Human beings are 
very much like children and they fall 
easily under the spell o f martial 
grandeur, National pride, and insult 
to that pride, whether real or fanci­
ed, a wrong to citizens of one coun­

try by those o f another, these have 
the power to stir men to vengeance 
and to spend nations to war regard­
less o f  the tragic consequences.

Yet, it is possible that the people 
o f all countries are coming to see 
with clearer vision the logic o f the 
situation— that they are beginning 
to sense the fact that the cost o f  war 
in blood and treasure, in the security 
o f  their homes and in the prosperity 
o f  their country following the war­
time inflation is too great for them 
not to resort to every possible means 
o f  judicial settlement o f grievances 
before taking up nrms. Sir Esme 
Howard sets forth his position with 
great force when he says:

“ If it can be proved to a man, 
“ that if his country goes to war for 
any issue short o f its absolute liberty 
o f action at home, and in defense of 
that liberty, ho will in future stand 
a very good chance o f being bombed 
in his home; if we can show him that 
even though his country may be vic­
torious, he will certainly have his 
taxes increased by 200, 300, 400 or 
500 per cent; if we can make it clear 
to him that for the sake o f some 
issue having to give up that new 
Ford next month, or, even worse, is 
that he may very probably be 
thrown out o f work, as has been the 
fnte o f millions in Europe after the 
last war; then perhaps ho may find 
war less pleasingly dramatic and may 
bestir himself to see that as a means 
of settling disputes between nations, 
it is better abandoned.

“ So far as statecarft is concerned, 
the fenr o f war is the beginning of 
wisdom,”  he concludes. Which last 
is a note o f hope, for  some^statesmen 
are beginning to exhibit a wholesome 
fear o f war.— Amarillo News.
