BORGER MAN ANNOUNCES
FOR COUNTY ATTORNEY.

OF HUTCHINSON COUNTY
The name of J. 0. Cooke, attorney
of Borger, appears in the Hutchinson
county announcement column this
week, as a candidate for. county at-
torney of that county. Mr, Cooke

has served as assistant county at-
torney of Hutchinson since the first
court was held at Borger, resigning
a few weeks ago to enter the race
for county attorney, subject to the
action of the democratic primary
election in July,

Mr. Cooke was born in Washing-
ton county, Texas, where he spent
his childhood. * He lived for several
years in Coryell county, Texas, and
later moved to Cordell, Okla., where
he was admitted to the bar. Cooke
came to Borger in the beginning, and
was admitted to the bar of this state.
He was appointed assistant county
attorney and served in that capacity
continuously until about three
months ago when he resigned and en-
tered private practice of law.

Mr. Cooke served Borger and the
county during all the hectic days
when an army of rangers were sta-
tioned there, and he has undoubtedly
made good in the trust committed to
him, as it is said that while other of-,
ficers were criticised, and some ask-
ed to resign, no criticism was ever
directed”’ against Mr. Cooke by the
state.

Mr. Cooke issued
statement:

“Having served this county as its
assistant attorney from the begin-
ning of Borger, and during the days
that tested men's nerve, I believe that
the traditions of our country, and
the principles ow democracy entitle
me to the promotion which any other
man who has served in my position
should be entitled to. My services
and acts as a public officer have un-
doubtedly been closely investigated
by state representatives who have
been here continuously for over a
year, and I feel assured that if my
services had not been considered ef-
ficient, or if any serious irregulac-
ity had been disclosed that I would
have long ago been asked to resign.

“My experience in this office has
naturally familiarized me with the
duties which ' the office carries. I
have served with most all the grand
juries oyer a period of mnearly. two
years. 3

] assure the voters if elected, that
there will be no necessity during my
administration for the county to em-
ploy outside counsel to advise the
county of its legal duties, etc.

1 feel absolutely capable of taking
care of any legal situation which
might arise. 1f I were not sure of
this fact, I would not seek the suf-
frage of the good people of this
county. I promise the voters that
the county will not have to go to the
expense of employing: special counsel
to assist grand juries while I am in
office as has been the case hereto-
fore, as I feel capable of rendering
that service myself.

I
am opposed. to legal persecution, but
stand for the strict and conservative
enforcement of all the laws.

BARTERING-WITH-CRIMINALS
; A BADPRACTICE

Just 50 long as it is possible for
differences between the criminal laws
of two states to exist, just so long
will those differences offer techincal
loopholes to the criminal,

Too long in this country has the
attitude of the local police been to
protect local property. I have per-
sonally heard detectives warn fugi-
tive criminals that their presence in
town was a matter of knowledge to
the police, and complete that warn-
in with some such remark as this:

“I"am only tipping you off, We
know you arc here. We don't want
rou for anything, but I'm telling
you right row, don't start auything
around this town. If we give you a
good break, we expect the same
treatment from you toward us.”

This sort of thing is not conduc-
tive to the common good. All the
way along the line there has always
been an apparent tendency to barter
with the crook. In most cases this
takes the form of agreeing to a light
sentence or a lesser plea if the crook,
in turn, will restore what is left of
the loot. This bartering process
places the crook on an equal term
With the police and the courts, and is
the old story of the tail wagging the
dog.

The fundamental thing is to re-
build our governmental fences in
such a way as to prevent the crook
from going after the loot in the first
place or, after he does go after it
and gets it, to park him well and
thoroughly where there need be no
concern about parking limits.

Therefore there is a large acreage
in addition to that which has been
sowed in wheat which will be put
into what is known in the Panhandle
country as row crops, such as Kafir
corn, milo maize and feterita.

There is also a movement on hand
for the colonization of a large
amount of territory in western Hans-
ford county and it is expected that
there will be a heavy movement of
settlers into that territory during the
fall and winter of 1928,

As indicating the faith of the
grain dealers in that country, ap-
plications have been made for ele-
vators at the various stations, and
two or three elevators will be coh-
structed at several stations along
this line this spring and/summer.
