LENGTH OF MILE

When traveling is Switzerland, if 
one is not fnmiiiar with the country 
— the different landmarks and the 
ever changing landscape— one is o f­

'here are longer thnn American miles. 
And so, in truth, they are longer by 
ar than any standard mile. Hardy 

mountaineers travel a di tance of 9,- 
135 yards and ca l is a mile.

The Vienna Post mile is a close 
second, measuring in all about 8,- 
296 yards. Flanders is credited 
with a mile 6,869 yards in length. 
The Prussian nnd the Danish mile 
do not vary much in length, the for­
mer having 8,237 yards nnd the lat­
ter 8,244 yards.

The Arab people po'fless swift 
horses but they are content with 

! their mile o f 2,143 yards. The Turks 
shorten their mile to 1,825 yai'ds. 
The Italian mi’e is the shortest o f all 
European miles, being but 1,766 
yards in length. The American mile 
measures 1,760 yards, lacking six 
yards c f  equalling the Italian mile.

Money in old socks or under the 
rag carpet is one of the mo t use­
less things in the world. Such mon­
ey does not even furnish any real 
protection to the person who has 
hidden it, for it is so likely to be lost 
or stolen or burned up.

People usually store money in this 
way because they do not trust the 
bankc nnd other financial institutions 
which handle the funds of their de­
positors. Even under a total lack 
t.f guarantee laws the bank is ordi- 
narilly a safer depository for money 
than is the old sock.

One function of money is to make 
more money for its possessor. It was 
not meant to be hearded, but to be 
used to furnish lifeblood for arter­
ies o f trade. Money that is set at 
work makes money, not only in a di­
rect way for its owners, but in direct­
ly for everybody. Industries live on 
capital, under our present social or­
ganization, which seems likely to per­
sist for some time to come. Labor­
ers work when money works and 
starvation would come to many if all 
the money o f the country were put 
under the carpet. And the money it­
self would become worthless.

Another bulwark of industry is 
confidence. The wheels o f trade will 
not turn without the lubricant of 
trust. The widespread spirit o f su­
spicion that leads to the old sock 
is not good for business.

America needs to get its money 
out o f the teapot and the oven and 
put it in tho banks and the business 
of the land. Put your money at work, 
somewhere and somehow, and then 
go to work yourself in the cheerful 
confidence that most of your fcLow- 
men nre honest and will protect your 
interests.

A good many newspapers o f today 
conduct colums of advice to those 
who need it.

The question most often asked 
i them of late is: “ What shall I do with 
I my flapper daughter?”

A properly trained mother would 
not need to ask such a question.

She would have given her daugh­
ter the right kind o f upbringing and 
the child would not be a problem.

It is hard for adults that belong to 
another age to understand that 
youth is changing, as the world is 
changing, that it craves nure excite­
ment, and thnt above all it will do 
what other youths are doing.

The mother who understands to

“ set her foot down”  and prevent this 
is merely making trouble for herself, 
nnd doing her daughter, no good.

If she had been trained to mother 
hood and taught a little philisiphy 
along with her hygiene, she would 
not attempt it, and tho daughter 
would be more easily led in the way 
she ought to go.

FORTY-KNOT LINERS

A striking new demonstration of 
Italian engineering skill is promised 
Within eighteen months, in the build- 
ng of two transatlantic liners to 

have a speed of 40 knots an hour, 
these vessle.s.arc to be built by a 
combination of Italian navigation 
companies, with the approval and 
encouragement of Premier Mussolini.

The unprecedented opeed of these 
new vessels may be better apper- 
ciatcd when it is remembered that the 
fastest passenger liners afloat today 
are capable of making only 25 to 
28 knots. This greater speed will 
be made possible, it is said, by an 
entirely new arrangement o f the 
power units, of Itailian invention, 
which will also eliminate vibrations.

These new ships will have a dis­
placement of nearly 40,000 tons, 
and will cost approximately $10,000- 
000 each. Should the speed expect­
ed be realized they, would be able 
to cross the Atlantic from Queens­
town to New York in approximately 
three days.

GAVE BODY FOR EXPERL
MENT WITH SERlUMt WAR 

HERO FINALLY SUCCUMBS

ARVADA, Colo., January 22.—  
The death of John Bennett, local 
business man here, marked the end 
of one of the using heroes of tne 
great war, and the fact that death 
came several years nfter Bennet s scr 
vice to his government ended only 
adds to the patho- o f his career.

Although Bennett served but lit.le 
over a yenr «3  an actual member of 
the United States Army, his real ser­
vice to humanity will never be fm.y 
realized. While his comrades were 
out in the front line trenches, en­
gaged in moruil combat with a tangi- 
b,e, somethimes a visible, foe, Ben­
nett lay on a cot in a base hospital, 
inanimately struggling with more 
than human forture against an in­
sidious unseen enemy— disease.

For Bennett was a vo.untary mar­
tyr to the cause o f medical science. 
He made a deliberate, conscious sac­
rifice o f his body and ultimately his 
life for experimental purposes.

Play ground/For Serums
Into his body army physicians in­

jected tentative serum preparations 
for every known di.oase to which 
so.diery is subject; the battle between 
the preventive bacteria and the dis­
ease germs raged while the doctors 
with cold scientific percision noted 
every effect and learned the secrets 
of the dread germs.

John Benno.t s enlistment extend- 
I ed from June 18, 1918 to August 13,
! 1U *"Vs lie went first to Camp Cody,
1 N. M., was transferred to Camp Ilix,
| N. J., and then embarked overseas,
| where he served first with the Thirty- 
> fourth division and later the Fifty- 
ninth infantry, fourth division.

He returned to his home in Arvada 
to greet his wife, whom he had mar­
ried in 1917, and to re-enguge in his 
business, as partner in the Evans and 
Bennett Coal and Feed company. 
Sturdy and robust when ho cniisted, 
he returned as a semi-invalid, and 
never regained his strength. Strug­
gling with business problems, active 
in civic affairs, he suffered while a 
complete breakdown in 1923, while 
serving on a jury at Golden, Colo.

Mind Went Blank.
Bennett’s mind went b.ank: he was 

unable to recall who or where he 
was; his invalidism became complete, 
and for three years he required con­
stant care. His partner, North 
Evans, exhibited unusual humanity, 
rca.izing what the former soldier and 
endured, and continued to pay him 
h.s share of the profits c f the busi­
ness.

But the conquest o f disease was 
not to be put off. His stamina and 
resistance reduced to a minimum by 
the freqent injection to the ravages 
of germ and counter-germ, James 
Bennett underwent a cerebral hemor­
rhage a few days ago, leaving him in 
a merciful state of comma until deatn 
soothed his.troubled brow and brot 
surcease from pain to the body that 
had been wracked by tortures.

His widow, a person of no mean 
herokm herself, and his two brothers, 
Wil.iam J. and Chanes Bennett, sur­
vive this unadorned hero o f the hos­
pitals.

While the spectacular service of 
many whose deeds of valor were per­
formed with machine gun and bayo­
net is remembered in monument and 
citation, the greater service of one 
who fought for humanity and the 
preservation of life on a pain-wrack­
ed army cot will he remembered omy 
by the few who knew Bennett per­
sonally.

FORTY-KNOT LINERS

A striking new demonstration of 
Italian engineering skill is promised
