The Texan has heretofore express-

| ed the hope that this land might not

come on the market until after the
next session of the legislature, hop-
ing that the law might be so amend-
ed as to limit the acreage any one
person may buy to such an amount

as would only make a comfortable
home for himself and family. We
are still of the opiniou that this

would be to the best interest of the
state and enable more people to ac-
quire a home for themselves and
tamily on such terms as would en-
able a poor man who is ambitious to
acquire a home.

If the sale of this land could be
postponed until after the legistaure
meets, we would not only sponsor a
law limiting the purchase as above
indicated, but we would provide that
these two tracts be auctioned off to
highest bidder right on the ground.
This would give the would-be pur-
chasers an opportunity to bid upon
any tract up to the time a purchase
might be made, bringing a much
higher average price than they will

| under the sealed bid method. But it

is too late now to so provide for
such limitations and sale unless the
governor should call a special ses-
sion of the legislature which is not|
at all probable.—Dalhart Texan.
