MERIDIAN HIGHWAY
IMPORTANT TO MEXICO

AND UNITED STATES
According to “ Mexico,” published 

at Dallas, Texas, the Meridian High­
way, which is routed from Winrij- 
peg to Mexico City, is the only in­
ti inationul highway crossing the 
United Status.

“ Mexico” makes out a powerful 
ease for the early improvement and 
completion of the highway. It say* 
that no step which can be taken will 
have such far-reaching effect on the 
commerce of the two countries. 
Dallas especially will be a great 
beneficiary, us it is the embarking 
place for Mexico City via the auto­
mobile.

Mexico was fourth in the list of 
foreign nations buying passenger 
cars in the United States last year. 
She took 7,559 passenger cars from 

I us as against 7,582 taken from the 
I United Kingdom. The only other 
countries that exceeded Mexico in 
imports of passenger cars from the 
United States in 1923 were Canada 

| and Australia.
The Meridian Highway is travers- 

ible from Dallas to Montrey, Mexico, 
at the present time. South of Mon­
terey it is merely the rehabilitation 
of the old Spanish trial, over which, 
as early as ItiOO, thousands of sol- 
diirs. supply and pack trains, ox 
teams, mule teams, and ore trains 
passed from northern Mexico to 
Mexico City.

President Ohrogon, a forward- 
looking statesman, favors the pro­
ject and urges hi: people to cooper­
ate in the work for peace, prosperity 
and continued good-will between the 
two Republics. He fully realizes 
that "he who does the most for high­
way building is doing the most for 
the advancement of the religious, 
cdueational, and material activities 
of his country.”

FEDERAL AID AS IT IS
Roads on which the National Gov­

ernment furnishes funds to assist 
the States are in two classes— pri­
mary and secondary. Primary high­
ways are interstate, while secon­
dary highways are intercounty 
roads correlating with primary 
thoroughfares. The total mileage in 
any State on which Federal aid may 
be given can not exceed 7 per cent, 
of the total mileage of all public 
road* in thnt State. The primary 
system must not exceed three-seven­
ths of the total eligible for Federal 
aid, and on this three-sevenths not 
more than 60 per cent of the Fed- 

| < ral funds available for any State 
may he spent, except by agreement 
between the State Road Commission 
and the Secretary of Agriculture.

Federal road funds ure apportion­
ed among the States agreeing to 
match the amounts, as follows: One- 
third in the rntio which the area of 
each State bears to the area of all 
the States; one third in the ratio 
which the population of each State 
bears to the population of all the 
States; qne third in the ratio which 
th,. mileage of rural delivery routes 
and star routes in each State bears

TAX REDUCTION IS
IN DANGER

President G^olidge is now fight- 1 
ing to save tnPwhole program of tax 
relief and to stop the most formid­
able raids ever launched against the 
United State* Treasury. He is try­
ing to cut government costs, stop 
the waste of taxpayers' money and 
insure tax reduction.

Congress is trying to increas«y 
government expenses, waste more^ 
national revenue and day by day is 
strangling tax relief. It is shaping 
a tax measure that will fall hun­
dreds of millions short o f raising 
revenue enough for current needs. 
At the same time, it passes bill after 
bill increasing government costa.

It passed the Bursum Omnibus 
Pension Bill adding $415,000,000 to 
the load*in the next ten years.

If out national law-makers would 
take the trouble to read their home 
state papers from the rural district, 
they would see the unqualified de­
mand for tax reduction and condem­
nation of the political tactics being 
employed in Washington in an ef­
fort to serve selfish interests pre­
ceding an election. Tax reduction 
should not be made a partisan politi­
cal issue.

A large part o f this loss could 
have been avoided by the exercise 
of ordinary prudence by the invest­
ments, evegl though many of the 
-oluitor* enme from acquaintances

of the victims who believed in the 
schemes. But the fever for gain 
was on, and a surprisingly large 
number of investors did not take 
time to investigate until it was too 
late. Hence, the old case of the 
fool and his money received addi­
tional demonstration.

A large percentage of these swin­
dles result from the itch for gain 
on the part of speculators striving 
to get something for little or noth­
ing. Gold brick artists say that 
their easiest victims are usually very 
stingy folks who are hard to pry 
away from their increment until 
they are convinced that they will 
make abnormally large profits. 
Hence, that is an element which the 
gold brick men go after, leaving 
only the question of convincing 
through glib talk or other trickery 
to complete the deal. However that 
may be, the record of $3,000,000- 
000 losses in a few years, through

combinations of greed and guilobil- 
ity, suggests that scientific swin­
dling is one of the important Amer­
ican industries.
