Cement

In 1824, an English mason wanted to
produce a better cement than any then in
use., To do this he burned finely ground
clay and limestone together at a high
heat. The hard balls (called clinker] that
resulted were ground to a fine powder,
When a mixture of this dull gray powder
with water had hardened, it was the color
of a popular building stone quarried on
the Isle of Portland off the coast of Eng-
land.

But it is now manufactured in
27 states by 120 plants. There is at least
one of these plants within shipping dis-
tance of any community in this country.

To provide a cement supply that would
always be ample to meet demand has
meant a good deal in costly experience
to those who have invested in the cement
industry. There have been large capital
investments with low returns,

In the last twenty-five years, 328 ce-
ment plants have been built or have gone
through some stage of construction or
financing. 162 were completed and placed
in operation.

Only 120 of these plants have survived the
financial, operating and marketing risks of that

period. Their capacity is nearly 30 per cent
greater than the record year's demand.
