Stinnett, Feb. 7.— M. W. Lac­
key of the Holt community, one 
of Hutchinson county’s most pro­
gressive farmers, seems to have 
taken the advice given out by the 
Extension Service in regard to 
the ‘‘live nt home program," 
is shown by the demonstration 
given when he made a 8x12 brood 
cr house and built a brooder and 
feed pen for n cash outlay of $G.- 
20 .

This sounds almost impossible, 
but it wasn’t for Lackey. He ac­
complished this by digging an 8x 
12 hole in the ground, 3 feet 
deep, and building a brooder 
house with a 16-inch bnck wall 
and a 48 inch front wall over it. 
He covered the top with ta r pa- 
par, banked up dirt along the 
back ends and put about 6 inches 
of dirt over the top, this making 
it extremely easy to heat. All of 
the lumber that he used was just 
scrap lumber that he hauled from 
the oil field. Ho has the south 
(front) side covered with Glass- 
O-Cloth, which lets in plenty of 
light and sun rays. I t  is well ven­
tilated to keep it from becoming 
damp and musty.

All that Lackey had to buy wsa 
tin for the bottom of the brooder, 
one-half inch mesh screen for 
feed pen floor, nail*, Glass-O- 
Cloth, and 1 pair of 6-inch strap 
hinges for the door.

He* has it equipped with a home 
made brooder and reports that 
his 200 Rhode Island Rad chick­
ens which arc five days old, ore 
doing nicely.—Hutchinson County 
Herald.

Bill Deck, returned Monday 
from a state meeting of the Agri­
cultural Association held at 
Brownwood, Texas. Mr. Deck is a 
member of the Texas Agricultural 
association committee, and only 
the committee was called for this 
week end meeting.

Consolidation of the state agri­
cultural committee and the state 
Protective committee was effect­
ed at the state meeting, according 
to Mr. Deck.

Plans were made by the state 
committee to orginaze every com 
munity in the state of Texas, in­
to protective agricultural units. 
Tho program started more than 
a year ago has resulted in the or­
ganization of community units in 
75 counties of tho state, and the 
present campaign anticipates bla­
nket organization all over the 
state of Texas. While Hansford 
and Ochiltree counties have been 
organized into agricultural assoc­
iations for some time, it is plan­
ned to hold a district mseting in 
the near future and push the 
work of the agricultural organi­
zation in this section of tho coun­
ty. C., H. Day of Plainview, Texas 
will be the district organizer, and 
will work in this section announ­
cing his dates in tho near future.

Mr. Deck, stated that tho farm­
ers of this section must realize 
that they have a fight before 
them, and must f»rgot petty gri- 
evicnces and bo willing to spend 
some time and a very small a- 
mount of mency in presenting 
their cause to the Federal Govt. 
The state organization placed a 
Texas man in Washington to stay 
in touch with the national affairs 
relative to agriculture. The state 
organization owes a small amount 
to attorneys in tho recont litiga­
tion of the AAA court cases.

Hansford county has been as­
sessed something like $300.00 by 
ths state organization to support 
the agricultural program. It is 
anticipated that this amount can 
easily be raised by the small 
dues of $1.00 per year charged 
by the Hansford County agricul­
tural association. However, todntc 
less than one hundred members 
have been sesured. An intensive 
campaign is being staged at this 
time all over the tounty to in­
crease this membership, and it is 
expected to go over the 500 mark 
this spring. Simuen Caldwell and 
Bill Miller hnvc been appointed 
as a membership committee at 
Spearman. Every individual who 
is interested in agriculture arc 
solicited as members of the orga­
nization. More than 600 members 
arc recorded in Perryton, with 05 
per cent of the business men of 
the city as members.

What is expected to be one of 
the largest farm programs in this 
section has a start of 150 emer­
gency clients in the Resettlement 
and rehabilitation program of this 
County, Ochiltree, Moore and Hu­
tchinson counties.

Of the hundred and fifty farm­
ers to this district, eighty have 
made applications for loans to 
farms during 1936. The remaind­
er are classified as emergency 
cases who have not been able to 
locate land, and will be carried 
for sustanance only. The eighty 
farmers making applications for 
loans have applied for an aver­
age of $300.00 each to take care 
of gas, oil, machinery repairs and 
seed for planting.

The Resettlement Administra­
tion program is due to be one of 
the greatest factors in curbing 
dust storms and ending wind er­
osion damage to Plains farm 
lands.

Farm management plans under 
which farmers who receive re- 
hablitation loans operate require 
that the accepted water and soil 
conservation practice are applied 
to the lands.

Farm methods that conserve 
water and prevent soil erosion 
nre called by the U. S. Soil Con­
servation Service directors," just 
good farming.’ Therefore the 
farm management plan will not 
be. working any hardship on the 
farmer; instead it will aid him to 
produce better crops year after 
year.. Water conservation is one 
of the greatest weapons is the 
battle against wind erosion.

Bringing the class of fanners 
that will be assisted by the reset­
tlement administration into the 
battle on dust storms and land 
damage is particularly important

Officials Do Not Anticipate 
Necezzity Of Legal 

Action

Following reports from commit­
tees appointed by the Commiaa- 
ioners court and committees ap­
pointed by the Hansford County 
Agricultural Association, the gov­
erning body of the soil erosion in 
this county swung into actios 
Monday of this week when it or­
dered legal notices published on 
every tract of land in Hansford 
County.

While the Commissioners court 
is empowered by the terms of 
the recently enacted soil eroeiou 
law to compel action in attempt- 
ing to stop soil erosion, the Mon­
day action was for the purpose of 
placing every parcel of land is 
Hansford county' subject to leg­
al hearing, so that all farmers who 
volunteered to take advantage of 
the loan clause of the recently 
enacted law, might be in a posi­
tion to receive loons rapidly.

Briefly the new law sets aside 
certain tax returns and empowers 
the Commissioners court to use 
this fund to help farmers of 
Hansford County in soil erosion 
control. Other provisions certifi­
cates in amounts that will equal 
the estimated cost of soil erosion 
on an individual tract of land, 
and place this certificate on the 
market to secure funds to loan 
individual farmers, to carry on 
this class of work. This certificate 
places a first lien on the land 
coining ahead of all prior mortga­
ges and loans. The certificates 
are made for payment in three 
annual payments, and bear 5 per 
cent interest. In view of the fact 
th a t-n o t more than 80 cents per1 
acre will be charged against land 
in the county, according to the 
terms of the legal notice publish­
ed in this issue of the paper, the 
certificates should be gilt edge, 
and should command a ready mar­
ket.

According to discussion of the 
matter a t the Monday and Wed­
nesday meeting of the Commiss­
ioners court, this legal action is

in about 6 hours time, according 
to F. W. Brandt, U. S. Weather 
Observer of Spearman. Friday 
afternoon was more or less warm 
with a let up of the wind an hour 
before the cold north wind struck.

The weather has been cold all 
this week, with an estimated fre­
eze of the land from 6 to_ 8 inch­
es. This makes it impossible for 
farmers to do much needed listing 
hnd plowing that would perhaps 
stop some of the blowing for the 
farm land in this county.

NOTES

A large number of farmer* 
each year successfully cure their 
own meat. The next step to keep 
the meat, thru summer month* 
is a none too well known job.

There is a new practice that 
is giving excellent results for 
keeping already cured and soaked 
meat. It is to pack the meat in re­
fined cotton-seed oil.

Advantages;—
1. It controls mold growth 

100 per cent.
2. It reduces contamination 

by flies, shippers, and vermin 100 
per cent.

3. It reduces shrinkage, which 
ultimately means hard unpalata­
ble meat.

4. The oil being liquid, make* 
it very practical to slice piece* 
from a large chunk and then re­
turn unused piece for keeping in 
oil indefinitely.
How to use:—

1. Pack meat tightly in con­
tainer to reduce amount of oil 
used.

2. The meat needs to be cover­
ed only about one inch with the 
oil.

3. The use of any of the follow­
ing containers is satisfactory, 
crock is the best, tin lard cans, 
steel drums, wood barrels will 
work but absorb some oil.

4. The container should have a 
cover for sanitary reasons.

5. Ordinarily it will take a- 
bout 4 gallons of oil for each 100 
pornds of cured meat.
Kinds of oil to use:—

1. Good grade cotton-seed oil. 
2. Peanut oil will work just aa 
well. 3. Use only refined oil, since 
crude oil will get rancid.

Continued' from page one— 
any program of enforcement. Most 
every land owner in the county 
is anxious to cooperate in any 
program that will help save this 
years crop and prevent their land 
from blowing.

In the set-up of the organiza­
tion for Hansford County a com­
mittee from each precinct appoin­
ted by the court, and a cooperat­
ive committee will keep in touch 
with conditions over the county 
agricultural association, and will 
make recomendations to_ the gov­
erning body. Where erosion enda­
ngers a community, immediate ac­
tion is demanded. The set up cov­
ers the entire county, and will 
make recommendations to the go­
verning body. Where erosion en­
dangers a communit, immediate 
action is demanded. The set up 
covers the entire county, and will 
function rapidly. Out-of-town 
land owners will receive immedi­
ate notice when conditions de­
mand attention, and each land 
owner will be given an oppor-J 
tunity to act before any legal en­
forcement of the law is made.
