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Feeding result* obtained from 14 
Kentucky farmers show a wide range 
in the cost of poik production oil 
the average farm, and, consequently, 
a wide range in profit* obtained, the 
average net profit obtained by these 
men, however, slightly exceeds 60 
percent. This work was carried on 
in co-operation with the 'Kentucky 
Experiment Station and county 
agents. The cost per cwt. was $8..10 
to $7.75, with an averuge cost of $t>. 
the net protits per cwt. were $1.10 
to $0.50, the average profit being 
>3.15 per cwt.

Of the 14 demonstrators, Louts 
Hamilton in Wasihngton county pro 
uucul pork the most economically. 
On Feb. 3, 1933, he began feeding 
15 Duroe-Jersey shoats. They were 
Kept on feed oil da>> and made a 
total gain of 1,046 pounds (65 
pounds per pig! at a total cost ol 
$3.50 per cwt.

Money is a peculiar, elusive fick­
le, mysterious young domosle. She 
smiles upon the just and the unjust,

I ike love, money 
makes fools of wise men and wise 
men of fools. She frequently scorns 

, those who pursue her most diligent­
ly, and smiles upon those who treat 
her with utter indifference.

Money has made America the rich­
est country in the world, and money 
has made Russia and Germany mis 

lerable and poor.
r Those who haven't money are al 
|way talking about what they would do 
if they had it, and those who have 
it spend most of their time thwarting 
the schemes that are cooked up to 
take it away form them.

At forty, Henry Ford was earning 
a salary of $125 per month, carrying 
his lunch in a tin bucket and spend­
ing his idle hours in scheming— to 
make money? No!— to bring into 
frution his dream of a horseless 
carriage; to bring into frution a seed 
planted in his mind by a selfpropell­
ing thresher engine when he was 
only twelve.

In Germany, the mark, once worth 
about twenty-five cents, is now worth 
so little that a million can be bought 
for a dollar they have to be printed 
in large denominations in order to 
be worth the paper they are printed 
on. In Germany, the people dump 
cartloads of money on the merchants’ 
and beg for “just anything” in ex 
change for it.

Our records show that last year 

eight Texas farmers sowed a total of 
i‘68 acres of wheat; 460 acres were 
sown with an extra good seed and 
yielded 17 bushels per acre; the bal- 
anc.' of 508 acres was sown from the 
regular bin supply und yielded 10 
bushels per acre.

J. A. Ruth, of the Oklahoma Mill­
ing Company, at Kingfisher, says: 
“ Last year we furnished our farmers 
with several carloads of Turkey Red
seed wheat, and our County Agent 
advises that this wheat yielded a: 
least 5 bushels more per acre than 
that from the ordinary seed.”

County Agent C. H. Stinson, Pratt, 
Kansas, reports that one of his co 
operators who used good Turkey seed 
last fall, produced 23 bushels per 
acre, testing 63 pounds, while a 
neighbor across the road sowed “just 
wheat” and harvested 11 bushels pet 
acre, testing 56 pounds.

Twenty per cent of the seed wit 
sown in the Southwes' >id to c 
sist of cracked. imma...re or .'njur- 
kernels that will not grow. Cuv.uj 
Agent Roy E. Gwin, of Columbus 
Kansas, says: "Our better farmers,
who reclean their seed and sow only 
the purest, obtain yields of at leas 
3 to 5 bushels above the genera! 
county average”

One per cent of rye lowers whea 
one grade; two per cent lowers it 
two grades, and so on down. Then 
is no mixture more serious than rye 
It darkens the flour and produces r 
coarse, heavy bread. It is almost im 
possible to remove rye from wheat 
when it once becomes mixed, and be 
cause of its greater winter-hardnes.* 
rye tends to increase from year t< 
year.

In mixed seed there may be one 
predominating variety that is wel 
suited for local conditions, but it i> 
out of the question to assume tha 
two or more varieties mixed are uni 
formly desirable. Crops from this 
kind of seed do not ripen evenly 
and when sold grade as mixed, wit! 
some reduction in price.

Those desiring to locate pure oi 
certified seed should see their county 
agent, or write to their state agri 
cultural college.

The Southwestern Wheat Improve­
ment Association has already located 
a lot of good seed, as well as th< 
districts needing seed. In those dis 
tricts where seed is needed, arralffeo 
ments are being made so that th» 
local mill, elevator or county agent 
will have on hand a supply of suit 
able seed, which can be bought or 
exchanged, usually on a cost basis-- 
not very much above the rcgulai 
market price.
