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SHOULD WE HAVE
AN ASSISTANT FOR
OUR COUNTY AGENT

A PROBLEM THAT WILL COME
UP IN HANSFORD COUNTY IN
THE NEAR FUTURE

The terms emboided in a mem-
orandum of understanding be-
tween Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion service. The governing bod-
ies of nine counties (in other
words the Commissioners /courts
of nine counties Who have creat-
ed soil conservation districts un-
der the terms of House Bill No.
978 passed by the last legislature
and the soil conservation service
United States department of ag-
riculture, lead this writer to be-
Neve Hansford County will face
an urgent problem in the immed-
iate future.

Without going into the exact
terms of this memo of agreement
the writer will state that mem-
orandum_ anticipates placing an
Assistant County Agent in each
of the nine counties to supervise
the program of Wind erosion con-
servation. The terms of the agre-
ement call for the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service to pay 20
per cent of the salary for said
assistant, the soil conservation
rervice to pay 50 per cent of the
salary and the county to pay 25
per cent of the salary out of the
funds refunded by the state of
Texas,

Right at this time most county
officials of the nine counties with
this special program seem a bit
reluctant to employ an assistant
county agent for this specialized
work. In their logic they are
quite right. It appears to them
that the county agent, relieved
of all the responsibility and de-
tail of the AAA program can
creditably handle this detail that
rightfully belongs to the official
without added expense

If this be the situation and the
county agent does not have occu-l
jon to enter into a farm pro-
gram that demands his very best
ability and training, then the
county officials should employ an
assistant for this essential work.

But we all know that the leg-
islature plan a program to take
the place of the AAA ruled un-
constitutional. The program must
be built on different plans than
the old program under which we
work during the past few years.
1f this new program is introduced
this writer maintains that our pre-
sent county agent should be free
to work out every detail of the
new program.

Hansford county has had ex-
perience in working out new pro-
grams. We paid a penalty of
many thousand dollars under the

_ old program, because we did not

have information and proof to
gain us our just rights. Any pro-
gram that is enacted t;)' the l(:g-
jslature will necessarily require
painstaking supervision. The pre-
sident has said that any new farm
program would be carried out.hy
the old set-up, namely Extension
department represented by the
county agent. .
Are we going to be penny wise,
enter into a future that may em-
body the making or brenkmg of
Hansford County as an agricul-
tural unit of the state, and save
a few dollars that do not cost the
tax payers of this county a pen-
ny, just to adhere to the rigid
conservation economy program.
Everyone that has studied the
wind erosion conservation pro-
blem, knows that the small sum
refunded these nine counties by
the state will not be sufficient to
carry on the work that needs to
be done Most everyone familiar
with the program anticipates Fed-
eral aid in some form during this
year, Then if this program is to
be as large as it is now, it would
be a terrible mistake to burden
our present county agent With the
wealth of detail that would re-
quire so much of his time and
attention.
. You, Mr. Individual have as
much right to your own opinion
as the next man. If you anticip-
ate a successful program along
line outlined above, and feel that
Hansford County interest can be
safeguarded by appointment of an
assistant county agent, talk the
matter over with your commiss-
ioner. They Wwill face the problem
in the near future, and the writ-
er believes they are trying hard
to serve this county to the best of
their ability, and will appreciate
your opinion, on a question so
important to the future of agric-
ulture in Hansford County. If
you feel that it would be the
wrong thing to do to employ an
assistant for this work, express
yourself, bear in mind that no
funds of the county would be us-
ed for this purpose, and that with
out the commissioners court sees
fit to take advantage of this of-
fer, money that would come into
the county to pay said assistant
will not be used in Hansford
. County for other purposes.

AMERICA

What is American citizenship?
What new eclement in govern-
ment has been organized and be-
queathed to us by our forefath-
ers, that sets apart this, our na-
tive land, above size and riches,
from all other governmental est-
ablishments known to history?

Surely, not the distinction of
political parties, not a congress
or legislature, not a president or
gdvernor, all these control de-
vices in one form or another,
other nations of the earth have
adopted without recognition of
the stupendous truth, the very
essence of Christianity itself,
that- dedicates America to an-in-
spiring destiny, a truth so sim-
ple it may be expressed in a
homely phrase, the recognition
of the worth of the common man.

There you have the soul of
American institutions.

But the application of this
doctorine to governmental con-

tacts with the routine of daily
living is not so simple,

Obviously, human endeavor
fallible,

Progress means constant im-
provement; however,, there are
limits to be observed, determined
by the objective that is sought.

Mere change is neutral; as a
result of it, we may find oursel-
ves advantaged, perhaps only tem-
porarily, or we may lose ground
and thereby suffer permanent in-
Jury,

Then, amid the unreasoning
strife and clamor of our disjoint-
ed times let us calmly inquire:
Are we about to sell our birth-
right for a pot of porridge?

Amend the Constitution, Re-
strict the powers of the Supreme
Court. Yes, but not hastily. If
under the stress of emergency, We
tamper with the delicate balance
of government powers, that has
served so long and so well to
safeguard, almost wmiraculously,
our cherished civil rights and lib-
erties, can we be certain that
we shall better the condition of
the comman man? Our govern-
ment, as it has been established,
is the most precious heritage mere
man ever made.

We, of today, are too close to
it, to appraise its true worth,

But read history. Read the
dread record of the plight of the
generations that have gone be-
fore us.

Remember, America stands for
recognition of the worth of the
common man,

Our Tariff system makes a
farm program necessary in the in
terest of the entire nation, Com-
plete and pernament recovery can

No one Wishes this country to
sink back to the depths it had
reached in 1932,

The decision of the Court in the
A. A. A, case is far-reaching,

However, I cannot believe that
a national tariff is legal and that
a national farm program which
merely restores the price balance
cannot be made legal.

1 cannot believe that the cot-
ton farmers and the producers of
other world market crops must
purchase their supplies in a higher
priced protective market and that
there is no constitutional means
by which they may be given an
even break.

The greatest fundamental in
our system of government is eq-
uality in the operation of its
laws.

I am sure a constitutional met-
hod of putting all our citizens
on an equal footing can be found
Certainly in the interest of sim-
ple justice the effort should be
made, To this task the House
Committee on Agriculture is de-
voting its earnest attention,

Personally I favor a domestic
allotment plan linked with a soil
conservation and rebuilding pro-
gram and also including the scek
ing of new and additional out-
lets and markets, domestic and
foreign.

While proper adjustment is de-
sirable, we should of course pro-
duce all the market will absorb,
both at home and abroad.

The Legislation should be broad
and flexible so as to permit dif-
ferent plans for different com-
modities, thus fitting to each
commodity the plan best suited
to its peculiar production and
marketing condition,

Such a program will be to the
advantage of both producer and
consumer, The congress added
the domestic allotment plan, the
soil conservation and market ex-
pansion features to last year's
legislation. However, as other
plans were already in operation,
these had not yet been brought
into full effect. Since the domes-
tic allotment, soil conservation
and market expansion plans Were
not involved in the decision of the
Supreme Court, these were prob-
ably not effected; but as they
were linked with some of the pro-
visions that were held invalid,
it would probably be wise to
carry them forward in a new act.
The domestic allotment  plan
is peculiarly suited to  cotton
and wheat, but other methods
will probably be better suited to
some of the other crops.

No single plan would be suited
to all the different commodities.

To those who don't
agree With the point of view of
the propagandist, his efforts are
vicious and should be suppressed
To those who do agree with his
opinion, he is a praisworthy a-
postle of highly laudable doctor-

There never has been a time
and there never will be a time
when individuals groups and or-
ganizations holding certain things
to be true will not attempt to
convince other of their truths. The
very word propaganda was first
used to describe the efforts of the
Christian' church to spread—that
is to propagate—the doctorines
of Christianity. Doubtless there
are atheists and others who con-
sider even that noble purpose an
entirely vicious one, and beyond
doubt, a great deal of propaganda
has been carried on in recent
years for entirely selfish and of-
ten sordid purposes.

Propaganda in the real sense
is an ecffort to educate.
