SEED IN SPEARMAN

So fa r  as we have been able to 
learn  the  firs t cotton seed ever ship­
ped into this coun try  a rrived  the 
la t te r  p a rt o f last week. The seed 
was received by the Spearm an Equity  
Exchange and are  of the fam ous O. 
B. B u rn e tt varie ty , produced in 
Mdoru county. Ihe  E quity  got 
these seed fo r  p lan ting  purposes and 
will be sold to  the fa rm ers  a t cost. 
Mr. B u rn e tt has experim ented  for 
years  on the production of a cotton 
th a t would grow and produce on the 
north  plains. He believes he has 
succeeded and the Moore county 
crop last y ear would indicate th a t he 
has, beyond his fonded expectations. 
1 he E quity  is helping out with this 
co tton  experim ent by ge tting  the 
seed here on tim e, and a few acres 
o f co tton on every farm  will not 
hu rt. Even if the crop does not 
m ature  sufficiently to  m ake a profit­
able lin t crop, it makes the finest 
pastu rage  in the world and  we have 
the cattle  to  ea t it. A few acres 
of cotton  on every farm  will help 
along w ith the sows, hens, and cows 
and w heat will be the surplus cash 
crop. C otton will build up the soil. 
C otton m ust be cultivated. A wheat 
crop will follow a cotton  crop, the 
land being all ready fo r seeding. 
P lan t cotton.

SELL AT PREMIUM

City Council Closes Deal with H. C.
Burt and Company o f Houston, on
Tuesday Night.
S pearm an’s City Council has been 

a busy body this week. Pursuan t 
to the advertisem ent th a t they would 
sell the c ity ’s bonds and buy the 
m ateria l fo r the erection o f a w ater 
and light p lant in Spearm an, on 
Jan u a ry  31, the tow n has been full 
of bond brokers, m ateria l men, en­
gine men, and in  fa c t representatives 
from some of the leading firms of 
the U nited S tates, which deal in 
these commodities. H. C. B urt and 
Company., of Houston are  the suc­
cessful bidders fo r the city  bonds. 
The bonds sold a t par, plus a pre­
mium of $300. Also, the purchas 
ers pay the expenses of prin ting  the 
bonds and the fee of the a tto rney  
who passes on the legality  o f the 
transaction . The accrued in te rest 
on the bonds from  the date of issu­
ance to the date o f delivery also goes 
to the city  of Spearm an. This is 
considered the  best deal in bonds th a t 
has been made by any city council 
in the  southw est in some tim e, and 
our councilm en are  to  be commended 
fo r '.heir good work in this line.

The council is today dealing with 
m aterial men, and in advertsing  par­
lance, they have a large assortm ent 
from V 'b ich  to make th e ir  selections. 
Among the bidders on the m aterial 
a r t :  The Sid Jones Im plem ent
Company of Spearm an, Chicago 
Bridge and Iron Works, Pittsburg- 
Des Moines Steel, Fairbanks-M orse, 
St. M ary’s Oil Engine Company, 
W estern Electric, and Tnany others 
whose nam es we failed to learn.

The Council purchased of the 
Eureka F ire  Hose Company, 1500 
fee t o f 2 and one-half inch standard  
hose. Also fou r nozzles, one cu t­
off and o ther paraphranalia  which 
in the end will make up a complete 
fire-fighting equipm ent. They are 
a rrang ing  to  purchase a fire wagon 
and equip the  same with chemical 
tank  and hose fo r both w ater and 
chemical.

It is ra th e r hard to  figure on ju st 
when the actual work o f construc­
tion will begin, bu t the city council 
assures the R eporter th a t they are 
doing all in th e ir power to  push the 
work along as speedily as possible. 
They are  not hastening into any 
agreem ents o r contracts, ra th e r pre­
fe rring  to  a ttend  to  the c ity ’s busi­
ness w ith care and proper a tten tion , 
but they w ant to s ta r t this work as 
soon as possible, no t only fo r the 
benefit o f the town but also to fu r ­
nish em ploym ent fo r m any citizens 
of the com m unity during  the dull 
months o f the late w inter and early  
spring.

The installation  o f this w ater and 
light p lant means a new epoch in the 
history o f Spearm an. The town 
is passing out o f the country village 
class.

appropria ted  fo r purchasing a site 
which is not used fo r th is  purpose 
available for building and the other 
a ltered  the purposes of the  College.

S enato r Bledsoe, au tho r o f the 
bill, m ade the principle address in 
favor of the m easure. He said the 
bill was an a tte jn p t to reconcile the 
views and opinions o f educators and 
citizens from all pa rts  of the state. 
He said the proposed college has the 
support of practically  every official 
o f sta te  schools with the exception 
of Dr. Bizzell of the A. and M. Coll 
ege, whom he stated  has not ex­
pressed an opinion on the measure.

THE SATTERWHITE BILL

R epresentative Lee Satterw hite  of 
the Amarillo d istric t has introduced 
a bill in the Legslature to equalize 
the assessm ent and distribution  of 
state taxes. I t  would create a 
ta te  tax board. This board w’ould 

consist o f a chairm an to he named 
‘he S tate  Com ptroller and the Sec­
re ta ry  of S tate. The Board would 
employ a necessary staff o f experts 
to handle the whole m a tte r and have 
lower to ad ju st all tax  renditions, 

collections and distribution . The 
F o rt W orth S ta r Telegram , in com­
m enting on the Satterw hite  bill says: 

! “ This bill, if passed will cure the in­
tolerable condition which now exsts 
in Texas and under which a large 
num ber o f counties are  paying more 
than th e ir gust share o f the taxes and

! ing.
A m ending th a t p a rt of the  elec­

tric ra te  ordinance and causing the 
same to read us follows:

“ A fter minimum usage of 10 K. 
W. the ra te  in effect shall be ten 
cents per K. W. fo r all additional 
cu rren t up to and including 100 K. 
W. used in any one month, form er 
ra tes  for all am ounts in excess of 
100 K. W. rem aining  as now in effect.

“ Establishing an electric  heating  
ra te  fo r a minimum additional charge 
of $2.00 fo r 10 K. W. or less per 
month with a fla t ra te  of 5 cents per 
K. W. for all cu rren t usage o f this 
service over stated  am ount.

“ T hat the new heating  service be 
effected and m eter set fo r such use 
upon application from  any regu lar 
consum er, w ithout ex tra  deposit or 
charge, when by the possession of 
electric  heating device or equipm ent 
announcm ent is made of consum er’s 
desire to make use of this service.”

The Council has shown by the ir 
action th e ir desire to make o f the 
W ater and Light D epartm ent a con­
tinued live branch o f the c ity ’s u til­
ities. The ra tes  proclaimed mean 
a real saving fo r ail users during  the 
rem aining w in ter m onths and the 
expression of an additional revision 
downward o f ra te s  both as to w ater 
and lights, as soon as saftey  of oper­
ation perm its, m et with general ap­
proval.

The above desired condition can 
become a fa c t if all citizens become 
patrons. Have you city w ater and 
city lights in your home and place 
of business? If not, fo r your own 
cunvience and fo r the good of your 
neighbors le t this departm ent serve 
you.

The service is good. It is the 
intention of the city  adm inistration

AMENDING THE CONSTITUTION

The reveren tia l a ttitu d e  th a t for 
one hundred years preserved the 
Constitution o f the  United S tates 
from any change except the am end­
ments th a t resu lted  from  the Civil 
War has apparen tly  been definitely 
abandoned. The incom e-tax am end­
ment, the senatorial-elections am end­
ment, the prohibition am endm ent and 
:he woman-suffrage am endm ent fo l­
lowed one ano ther in rapid success­
ion. Now an am endm ent fo rb id ­
ding child labor is proposed and there 
is a s trong m ovem ent in Congress 
fo r im portan t changes in the con­
s titu tio n a l provisions tha t govern the 
election of the P resident and th a t fix 
the date of inauguration  and the 
m eeting of u newly elected Congress.

For some reason not en tire ly  c lear 
the two proposed am endm ents deal­
ing with those m a tte rs  were re fe rred  
‘o the ag ricu ltu ral com m ittee of the 
Senate. That com m ittee has re ­
ported favorably. One am endm ent 
provides th a t the President shall be 
inaugurated  in Jan u a ry  instead of 
March, and the the new Congress 
shall m eet a t the same tim e instead 
of in December,' th irteen  months a f ­
te r it is elected. The second am end­
ment abolishes the e lectoral colleges, 
but does not open the presidency to 
direct popular vote. Each s ta te  
would continue to have the e lectoral 
votes th a t it has now, but they would 
not be cast by pe’rsons chosen fo r  j 
tha t purpose, but would be certified 
direct to Congress by the election o f­
ficers in each state.

It is impossible to  feel th a t the  
“palladium of our liberties” is se r -1 
iously th rea tened  by e ither change, j 
There are  those who think th a t Con­
gress legislates too much and too 
hastily anyway, and who would like j 
to have its opportunity  fo r action de­
layed as long as possible. B ut in 
these days when e lection ,re tu rns  are  
known everyw here alm ost as soon 
as the polls a re  closed, and when 
public officials speed to  W ashington 
on lim ited express tra in s, the leis­
urely, not to say dilatory , practices 
inherited from  the eighteenth  cen ­
tury seem to most A m ericans a little  
absurd ^»nd even potentially  danger­
ous.

The change in the m anner of e lect­
ing the P resident also seems ob jec t-1 
ionable except to those who fea r tha t 
it is only a step tow ard direct elect- 
cion by popular vote. Even th a t 
idea has o f course a g rea t many sup­
porters in Congress and throughout 
the country. G enerally speaking 
those who oppose it a re  those who do 
not like too much centra lization  in 
governm ent and who are  jealous fo r 
the continually  inenanced au tho rity  
of the various states.

The new spapers rep o rt tha t Mr. 
Bryan has still ano ther proposal fo r 
(.•hanging the  method of e lec tirg  the 
President. He would m ake the 
Congressional d istric t and not the 
state the unit and would give each 
d istrict o re  vote fo r President. In 
practice th a t would be nearly  equiv­
alent to having the chief m agistra te  
elected by Congress, though now and 
then a closely divided d istric t m ight 
elect a m em ber of one political fa ith  
and vote fo r the o ther pa rty ’s pres- 
identnl candidate. Mr. B ryan 's idea 
is to keep the en tire  vote of a g rea t 
•tnte like New York or Illinois from  
being cast for a candidate who may 
have received only a few hundred 
votes more than his com petitor. The , 
point is im portan t in theory ra th e r 
than in practice, for probably in no 
instance, except the disputed elect­
ion of 1876, have the  disputed col-1 
leges chosen a P resident who would 
not have been elected according to 
the results o f the  election fo r  mem -1 
bers of Congress.— The Y outh's
Cqmpanion.

ren. The smoke destroys thous­
ands o f homes and barns by’ careless 
ly and thoughtlessly tossing match * 
and c igaretts and cigar ends in 
wastebaskets, on the floor, and in 
piles of rubber. When gasoline is 
used, for the cleaning of w earing 
apparel it is of i n carelessly placed 
near an open flame which sometimes 
causes dangerous explosions and de­
structive fires. A fter these clothes 
are cleaned it is a great tem ptation  
to those in apartm ents and tenem ents 
to dry  th< m on the fire escapes 
which might cause the loss o f lives 
should a fire happen to break out 
while the fire escape was serving the 
purpose of a clothes line.

Now is the time to s ta r t being 
more carefu l and one of the ways 
we can do it is to be very sparing  in 
the use of cotton, wax candies and 
paper chains on our C hristm as tree  
for decorations. The candles are 
likely to make a bonfire of the cotton 
and paper and lead to a serious fire, 
taking the happinness of Christinas 
by the loss o f property and the suf 
fering  of hum anity.
