VARIOMETER SET ON
A VERTICAL PANEL

Method of Building This Receiver
and Setting It Up Ex-
plained in Detail.

The radio recelver described here
s one using & varlometer for the tun
Ing cireuit and mounted on a vertical
panel, 6 inches by 8 Inches, o
stead of a horizontal base board.

To support the panel In a vertical |

position a small base board four
Inches wide by six Inches long and
12 to 58 of an lnch thick Is screwed
to the panel

The material required for the vari-
ometer follows:

One plece of bakelite or stiflf card-
board tublng, three Inches long and
8 14 ioches outside diameter. Cost
about five cents

One pelce of bakelite or stiff card
board tublog 1 14 Inches long and 2
84 Inches outside dlameter. Cost
about five cents.

100 feet of No. 26 DOC wire. Cost
about 26 cents

Six inches of 14 Inch outside dia-
meter brass tubing costing sbout 23
cents.

Four small blocks of wood as shown
n Fig 18

One panel 8 by 8 by 88 inch.

Eight swall round-head 14 Inch
long brass wood screws.

One base board 4 by 7 by 12 Inch

One standard four-nch diameter dlal
and knob to take 14 inch shaft, cost
ing about $1.50.

Seven binding posts

Fig. 18 shows how the detulls of
the variometer are assewbled

The rotor Is wound with 40 turns
of the No. 26 DOC wire, diveded In-

A VERTICAL PANEL
Method of Building This Receiver

and Setting It Up Ex-
plained in Detail.

The radio recelver described here
Is one using & variometer for the tun |
Ing cireult and mounted on a vertical |
panel, 6 Inches by 8 Inches, (o
stead of a horizontal base board.

To support the panel In a vertical |
position a small base board four
Inches wide by six Inches long and
142 to 58 of an Inch thick Is screwed |
to the panel

The material required for the varl-
ometer follows:

One plece of bakelite or stiff card-
board tubing, three Inches long and
8 14 inches outside dlawmeter. Cost
about five cents.

One pelce of bakelite or stiff card-
board tublng 1 14 Inches long and 2
84 Inches outside dlameter. Cost
about five cents.

100 feet of No. 26 DOC wire. Cost
about 26 cents,

Six Inches of 14 Inch outside dia-
meter brass tublng costing about 23
cents.

Four small blocks of wood as shown
n Fig 18

One panel 8 by 8§ by 88 inch

Eight small round-head 14
long brass wood screws.

One base board 4 by 7 by 1-2 Inch.

One standard four-inch diameter dlal
and knob to take 14 inch shaft, cost-
ing about §1.60

Fig. 18 shows how the detalls of
the variometer are assewbled

The rotor is wound with 40 turns
of the No. 26 DCC wire, diveded In-

inch

to two groups of 20 turns, each sym-
metrical with respect to the center

Gt for the 14 inch diameter sbaft,

The winding on the stator is similar
to that on the rotor. Tbhere are 40
total turns divided into the sections
of 20 turns each. The beginning and
the ending of the stator windings are
15-16 of an inch from the ends of the
tube.
