1 coentry should secure a sufficient 
1 amount of pur. bred seed of an adap­
ted variety Grain men claim that the 
quality of wheat produoed in the 
Spearman country, and throughout 
tb* entire north panbnndle, bat been 
gradually going down for the pest ten 

j v ears Tbit la on account of poor 
»**d and smut The seed should be 
selected at carefully as a herd boar or 
bull and should be treated before it is 
put into the groaud. A farmer near 
Spearman had a field of wheat which 
was town with treated teed and an­
other nearby which was town with 
untreated teed. The difference Id 
production wan ten or twelve bushels 
to the acre. By breaking the land in 
the summer to conserve the moisture 
and properly treating the seed, atom 
plet* failure of the wneat crop it al- 
moit unknown Hut when the seed is 
put into ground which has only been 
disked, the chances for a orop are 
slim. Disking does not properly pre­
pare the ground, and without the 
seasons are uncommonly favorable 
ibe crop will be short or a complete 
failure Flow the land in the summer

DELICIOUS MEATLESS DINNERS
