PRELIMINARY WORK
IRRIGATION PROJECT
STARTED IN COUNTY

This survey is sponsored by the
Texas Board of Water Engineers.
under an allocation of WPA fun-
ds. The U. 8. Geological Survey
is co-operating in the technical -
direction of the work and chemi-
pnl analysis of the water are be-
ing made at Texas University.

A project starts Feb. 20th in
Hansford County. There are ele-
ven men in the crew, consisting
of an experienced geologist or
engineer in charge, 2 men in the
professional or skilled labor class
and 8 laborers. During the inves-
tigation practically every well in
the county will be visited and ac-
curately located on a map, All
available information regarding
cach well will be carefully record-
ed including the depth and size
of the well, the thickness of the
water bearing besd that it pen-
etrates, the depth to the water
level when the well has not been
pumped for a considerable length
of time, the amount of drawing
resulting from this pumping draft
and the chemical character of the
well water, as regard to absorb
water from rainfall and from
streams and to transmit the wat-
er downward to the underground
reservoirs. The labor will be lar-
gely used in putting down test
pits and bore holes.

- Th}c chief purpose of the inves-
tigation is to obtain data to serve
as the gound work for more in-
tensive studies which will be car-
ried out later by the board of
Water Engineers and all of these
studies it is hoped to obtain reas-
onable accurate estimate of the
safe yield of the underground
reservoirs, That is, the amount of
water that can be pumped each
year indefinitely without serious
dfmap:c to the underground sup-
p!

A new Feueral soil erosion
conservation program made
available to Hansford county
land owners Tuesday of this
week includes the following
rules and regulations.

1. A direct Federal grant of
money in an amount equal to
15¢ per acre is made available
to land owners needing to
complete emergency work in
soil erosion control,

a. Where a land owner finds
it necessary to list or chizzle
his land solid he will be allow-
ed the full allotment of 16¢
per acre.

b. Where the work program
does not necessitate solid list
ing or chizzeling, land owners
are paid in ratio to the amount
of work completed. For ex-
ample if land owners only have
to list or chizzle every other
yow they Wwill be paid seven
and a half cents per acre, or

half of the full allotment.

2. The first step a land
owner must take is to get his
Jand certified by tme precinct
committee, showing that it
needs attention. He then mak-
es application for funds to do
the work at the rate of 15¢ per
acre, according to the amount
of work determined to be
necessary to accomplish cor-
rection.

3. This application goes thru
the regular channels and When
approved a check for the am-
ount of money involved is for-
warded to County Judge J. H.
Broadhurst.

4. The applicant completes
the designated work and re-
ports to the County Agent,
Lester Boykin. When the pre-
cinct committee reports to Mr,
Boykin that the work has been

Of The AAA Program

tural committeeman, Bill Deck of
Spearman, we are reprinting the
information below regarding the
AAA. We call your attention to
the fact that the argument in this
article quotes cotton thru and no
other crop, Mr. Deck says the
same logic that applies to cot-
ton applies to wheat.

To understand fully the farm-
ers attitude on the triple A, We
must view the conditions the farm
ers were in just before the triple
A was put into existanca in 1032,
Just after Mr. Roosevelt became
president in March, 88, ecvery
bank in the United States Wwas
closed. Large business failures
were daily occurrences. The old
Ship of State was rocking to and
fro in the most tempestous sea
upon Which she had ever sailed.

Many of us could not tell whe-
ther she was coming in or going
out, or Whether she had been stri-
pped of her rigging and was fixed
to take one long plunge te the
bottom of the mighty sea.

Every agricultural commodity
and especially cotton, had been
steadily and continously falling
in price since Mr. Collidge's Sec.
of Agriculture Jardine, in Sept.
1927, came out in a public state-
ment that cotton was too high. It
had gone from better than 23¢
per pound in 27 to 4 and one half
cents per pound in the fall of 32'.
The gross income from cotton and
cottonseed feel from a billion and
a half dollars to less than 500
million for the crop year of 32".

QOats were selling as low as ten
bushel; corn 15, and
and yet the farmer
was paying the same price for his
implements; the same rate of in-
terest, and the same rate of tax-
es that he had paid in war time.

When the triple A was put in-
to effect in 1932, it made no
difference whether the farmer
owned outright 1,000 acres of
land or was a tenant on the hal-
ves, he was worse than broke, He
ecould not pay the money he ow-
ed for making his crop in 1932,
and for more than two years he
had not made enough money to
pay his taxes, or living expenses
not to mention interest on the in-
debtedness on his land, and in
many cases, foreclosures Were
prevented by physical force.

His children were hungry and
without clothes; his eredit gone.
The banker did not want to see
a farmer, even if he owned his
own land, his barns full of feed
and his lots full of fat stock.
There was no market, no pri

Under the triple A we farmers
in Texas received for our crop
in 1933, $271, million against
140 million in 32’ almost double.

In 1934 the farmers received
more than twelve cents for their
cotton and the Texas farmers
received $45,000,000 more for 2,
395,000 bales than they received
for 4,467,898 bales in 32', In the
35' year the famers of Texas re-
ceived approximately $240,000, -
000 for 2,789,498 bales of cotton
against 140 million for 4,872,087
bales in 32

In other words they received
one hundred million dollars more
for the 35 crop than they did for
the 32' crop before we had any
plan, and they made 1,658,398
bales less in the '035 crop than
they did in 1932,

But many people in this coun-
try who have been listening to
the propaganda put out by the
large cotton merchants and man-
ufacturers, are against the AAA
because they fear it will destroy
our foreign market. The South
cannot exist Wwith cotton at five
cents per pound, and I don't care
how many foreign markets we
have.

The years of 1931 and 1932
were the blackest years in the
South's history, yet we exported
9,183,000 bales of cotton in 1931
and 8,805,000 bales in 1932,
Listen! with few cxceptions, the
years of the largest cotton expor-
ts of the South have been years
when we received the least price
for our cotton.

In 1923-24 the crop brought
the Texas farmers more than 6
hundred million dollars, and we
exported 3 million bales less than
we exported in 1932. The year of
1932, we received only 140 mill-
ion for our crop. In 1919 our cot-
ton crop in Texas brought 533
million and in 1924 it brought
568 million, in 1919 we exported
only 6 million bales and in 1924
we exported 8 million bales. In
neither of these years when cot-
ton was at a peak, did we export
as much cotton as we did in 1931
1932—the years when the price
was dragging the bottom.

of cotton does not mean a high

true that large exports profits
are made by those handling the
cotton.

can't get more than five or six
cents per pound for their produ-
cts, The farmers have enough

for his land or anything he rais-
ced or grew upon it.

We could not believe that the
President would hand anything
to the famers, for it had never
before been done. We could not
understand it,
had reached his limit: his back
wes to the wall; it was his only]|
hope—it was the hope of all the
South.

We fell in line and did what
we were told to do and plowed
vnder more than ten and one half |
milion acres of growing cotton.|

in history of the world what we

end in addition we afterwards

They have learned from sad
experience that the large cotton
merchant and manufacturer are
interested in the welfare of the
farmer, but only so they can
buy cheap cotton.

We must fight our way back
to the prices of yesterday.

But we were told it was uncon-
stitutional. We reply that it is
always right for a government to
save its people.

We would also remind you that
there was not a line In the Fed-
eral Constitution that gave chfcrl
son _thc right to buy the Lousiana
ferritory, but who is so narrow to
say that we did not act wisely,
We woul dalso remind you that!
when the first income tax law

was passed, the Supreme Court
of these United States declared
it unconstitutional; but when the
members of the court chaggc\l
they declared the law allright.

We cotton farmers feel that
the triple A is just as constituti-
onal af the tariff; that it is a
gross injustice for us to have to
sell our cotton in an open ma.rkel
and buy everything we use in a
protected market. We feel that
there is no more virture in man-
ufacturing plows, hats and shoes
than there is in ralsing cotton.
We are willing to sell our cotton
in an open market, if the govern-
ment will allow us to buy in an
open market. That would be fair
this fight will continue until agri-
culture has the same chance that
other commodities have.

It was the first time in the
history of the United States that
any administration has had the
nerve and courage really to try
to do something for the people
who labor in the ficlds from sun
to sun. It was the first time in
history that the farmers had been
given a plan of insurance against
the misfortunes that can and do
happen to growing cotton crops.

- It insured payments and returns

from the sale of exemption cer-
tificates if he failed to make a
crop. It raised the price of cotton
in less than two years from five
cents to more than twelve cents;
and other agricultural products
followed. It struck from agricul-
ture the shackles of slavery and
poverty and for the first time in
history put God fearing men and
workers on an cqual with profit
hogging manufacturers, But these
profiteers are not satisfied with
ruining the farmer, now they are
putting out propaganda that this
life giving plan incereases foreign
market. Let me remind you that

Russia increased her products
rapidly from 1928 to 1931, al-
though prices were declining.

The
low price of coffce was the cause
that contributed to Brazil increa-
sing her cotton acerage.

For the last 50 years, the acre-
age of cotton in foreign coun-
tries has risen and fallen as the
price increased or declined, re-
gardless of crop control in this
country, and it is utterly false
that the crop control in Ameri-
ca in the last two years has
brought foreign production into
the picture,

Many people in this country
and a few of them live in the
.\opth—uhjccz to the agricultural
:ul)ustn)@ﬂt plan on account of the
processing tax and say it was rui-
ning our foreign market and was
making it impossible for our man-
ufacturers to sell their manufact-
ured goods abroad. This is utter-
ly false. The processing tax was
nothing more than a farmers tar-
iff, It Was a compensation in part
and only in part for the duties
that sheltered industry all these
years.

When the processing tax came
off, the tariff should have come
off. To say that the textile in-
dustry cannot pay the world's
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price for cotton, plus the process-
ing tax is to insist that the farm-
er must accept less than that to
which he is entitled. The purpose
of the AAA was to give cqual
purchasing power to enable him
to exchange his products for the
same quantity of goods he could
exchange them for in 1900-14.

Every year, the farmer has
been receiving a smaller share of
the national income and in Feb.
33" in the last days of Hoover's
administration the, exchange va-
lue of the farmers products for
industrial goods had fallen to 50
per cent of their pre-war aver-
age.

This processing tax had nothing
to do with the ills of the tex-
tile industry. The tax on a work
shirt was about three centa and
cight cents on a pair of overalls,
and the processing tax had noth-
ing to do with textile exports.
The amounts of the tax was re-
funded on all goods exported and
on all goods imported into this
country from foreign countries,
the amount of the tax, plus the
tariff was added to the cost of
the goods. And it was in no Way
responsible for the increase of
Japanese textile in this country.

The plain and unvarnished
truth is that the manufacturing
centers of the East, and the large
cotton firms of the South wanted
cheap cotton at the expense of
the southern farmers. They had
been riding on this bended back
since the early organization of
our government. They had grown
rich and powerful under the pro-
tective tariff, and they could not
bear the idea of the plain farm-
er of the South to raise cotton
and share the prosperity of our
country, “In any language this
means they were a bunch of cro-
oks and couldn't take it.”

Yes, the farmers are for the
AAA. They know it did more than
any other thing, to pull them out
of the worse depression this
country has ever seen, a depres-
sion of which no act of theirs was
responsible; a depression that is
a disgrace snd a blot upon our
histor that time will not crase

and waters will not cleanse a de-
pression caused by a selfish and
greedy handful of men, who only
thought of themselves, their gloa-
fed pride must be broken, they
must be taught that in a land of
plenty their hands have caused
countless people to starve to death
They have so manipulated our in-
dustrial resources our money Sys-
tem that we are all in need in a
land of overproduction, or plenty.

And the same selfish interests
that brought on a depression are
now putting out the propaganda
that to aid and assist agriculture
is unconstitutional—that the plan
was destroying our foreign mark-
cts; that the cotton farmer should
be left to the mercies of those
who for more than a hundred
years have robbed him and his
family of the fruits of his labor
and the advantages of life,

The farmers still remember the
conditions they were in when the
Act was put in force, We know
that without an agricultural ad-
justment plan, we will think back
into the unthinkable crisis from
which we have just emerged. We
know that it is impossible for each
state to have a different plan,
and that the federal government
is the* only one that can work
out a plan and enforce it.

We know who has been our
friend and Who has tried to help!
us and has helped us in the face
of the greatest difficulties that
ever confronted a man; and al-
though he may have made some
mistakes and the Act was not
perfect we know that it has help-
ed us more than one may say.

We believe in the plan. We
believe in the honesty and sin--
cerity of President Roosevelt in
his declaration to put agriculture
on the same basis with manufac-
turing. To him, the farmers feel
that he owes a debt of everlasting
gratitude, and under his banner,
we will continue to fight until
agriculture takes its rightful place
in this commercial world “And if
this be TREASON, then make the
most of it.!"

; lAssimmta Appointed

To Aid County Agents
In Soil Conservation

Another definite step in the na-
tion’s campaign to prevent fur-
ther damage from wind erosion in
the Texas Panhandle and reclaim
much of the land laid faste with-
in the past four years has been
taken here, according to announ-
cement yesterday by Parka D,
Hanna, district agricultural agent
with headquarters at College Sta-
tion,

This new move provides the ap-
pointment of assistant county
agents for soil conservation work
in cach of the nine counties with-
in the emergency wind-eroded
area of the Panhandle.

Deaf Smith, Hartley, Moore,
and Sherman counties have al-
ready signed agreements and the
Texas Extension Service has ap-
pointed assistants. These assist-
ants, together with the as int
district agent, will be on the job
as soon as their appointments are
approved in Washington, Names
of these men aer being withheld
pending confirmation of their ap-
pointment,

This added move to combat the
wind erosion vroblem in the Pan-
handle is fostered by the Texas
Extension Service in co-operation
with the U. S. Soil Conservation
Service and the various counties
within this recently-created am-
ergency district.

Full-Tims Job

It is expected that the other
five counties, Dallam, Oldham,
Hansford, Ochiltree and Lipscomb
will avail themselves of this ser-
vice within the near future.

These assistant county agents,
Mr. Hanna explained, will devote
their full time, under supervision
of their regular agents, to soil
und moisture conservation and
proper land use methods, not only
in the present emergency, but
throughout the year.

It is generally understood in
Washington that after this year
no futrther grants will be made
for emergency wind erosion Work,
Therefore, it is of the utmost im-
portance that a permanent pro-
gram be carried out by farmers
to prevent the recurrence of soil
damage by wind.—Amarillo Daily
News.
