Fresh Dandelion Salad.
Those who appreciate the value ot 

the tender bleuched heart of dandelion 
like it with a hit of salt without any 
dressing. For a salad the hleuclu-d 
leaves nr.. best but the tender greei 

j shoots, cut ami mixed with a small 
green onion and served with French 
dressing Is a salad not to he despise*! 
Cut the dandelion close to the root, 
with all the tender green buds. Wash 
carefully and sllee ihe root from the 
base, buds and tender leaves fur an 
Inch above the root. These use for a 
fresh salad; Hie rest of the leaves may 
be cooked for greens. Another addl 
lion to this salad is a thinly sliced to 
niato. which adds a bit of acid and 
softens the bitter of tbe dandelluU 
Using muymmalse on tbe fresh green 
dandelion is another appetizing method 
of serving It.

Cooked Dandelion Salad,
Cook Ihe greens until tender, which 

will take two hours or nior.e unless the 
greens are very young, then serve will 
the following salad dressing: Rub h 
small howl with a cut clove of garlic, 
add one-half of a teuspoonful of salt, a 
few dashes of paprika, two tablespoon 
fuls of orange juice and four to live 
tablespoonfuls of olive oil. Whip this 
dressing until It Is creamy, rtieii serve 
on the cooked dandelions.

Pigweed or Lambe’ Quarter.
This is a good wholesome green and 

common enough to he generally well 
known us a weed, hut not well known 
as a good food, l ’ull It up by the roots 
aud strip off the green leaves, as the 1 
stalk Is generally too tough to serve. 
Cook with pork or corned beef and 
serve hot. •

Purslane Is another good green, 
which grows In profusion. Pick the 
leaves and slitlks, shake well and 
wash, then cook as any other greens

Horseradish, pieplant and dandelion 
cooked together make a good flavored 
combination. Yellow dock when young 
and tender Is good.

Cowslips are delicious when well 
cooked and seasoned They are easy 
to clean and do not shrink as do the 
dandelions when cooking. A half peck 
o f  lender dandelion greens will shrink 
when cooked to a small vegetable dish 
ful.

Mustard Is grown for a green and 
makes a most tasty dish The wild 
mustard ts good, hut the leaves are 
much smaller than those of the plant 
called Chinese mustard A few leaves 
of the mustard cut in bits and added to 
the dish of lettuce improves it.

Watercress at thU season Is In its 
prime, fresh and green. It grows along 
the banks of brooks. One should use J 
care In picking It where there is no 
fear of sewage contamination.

Figures Secured by Bureau of Public 
Roads Cover 68,000,000 Yards 

of Work.

Average costs per square yard o f vu 
rious tyjtes of paving for country 
roads have he.-n compiled by the bu 
reau of public roads, United States 
Department of Agriculture. The fig 
ures cover 08,000.000 square yards of 
puvlng constructed with federal aid 
in all parts of the United States dur 
Ing the period of 1016-21. The costs 
per squure yard ure us follows: Sand- 
vlay, 18 cents; gravel, 46 cents; plain 
und surface-treated macadam, 0T< 
cents; bituminous macadam, $2.10; bl- ' 
tumlnous concrete, $2.50; plain cement 
concrete, $2.57; relnforced-cement 
concrete, $2.74; and brick, $4.10.

These figures cover only the cost of 
the pnving; they do not Include the 
cost of grading, and officials point out 
that It must not be assumed that roads 
of the several types can be construct- 1 
ed In any locality at these figures. For 
example, the rost of bituminous con­
crete varied from $1.70 In the New 
England states to $3.13 In the group 

: of states Including Kentucky. Tennes- j 
see, Mississippi und Alabama. In one 
group of states the cost of brick 
dropped to $2.40. Costs of construct­
ing these types In the various groups ( 
of states have beqn compiled and can j 
be obtained from the bureau.

Decrease Since 1915 of About 60 Per 
Cent in Number of Stallions * 

in Service.

(Prepared by the United States Department
of A*ricu lture.)

If comparative figure* from 14 of the 
leading horse-producing states can be 
U'ken a* showing the tendency In all 
parts of tin- country, there has been a 
let-reuse since 1913 of about 00 per 
cent In the number of stallions In serv­
ice In the United States, tirade*, cross­
breeds and scrubs have been falling 
behind at a greater rate than the pure­
bred*, the latter decreasing a little 
less than 50 per cent. These state­
ments are based upon a report, "Stal­
lion Enrollment as Related to the 
tiorse-Hreeding Situation,” Just com­
piled by the United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture from reports from 
18 to 24 states having stallion-enroll­
ment laws.

There has been a decrease In the to­
tal number of stallions and Jacks every 
year since 1915, but the (lute of de­
cline slackened somewhat In 1921. 
Fourteen states having an enrollment 
of 40,121 stallions In 1915, had only 
18,092 in 1921, a decrease of 00.8 per 
cent. Of the stallions in 18 states In 
1921, 74.2 per cent were purebred. In 
1915, only 00 per cent were registered 
sires. As the numbers decrease the 
quality Improves. Farmers are find­
ing that It pays to raise only good 
horses and mules.

The number of stallions of the light 
breeds has been decreasing more rap­
idly than the number of draft stal­
lions. The total of Jacks has been

■ increasing gradually until the lust 
venr, when there was a slight decrease 
There has been a striking Increase in 
the actual number of purebred*.

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THINGS BEGINNERS 
MUST LEARN FIRST

Explanation of Terms Used 

Radio and of Its Basic 
Principles.

ini

Rue to tin1 greut Interest taken In ra­
dio since broadcasting stations have 
been started, many radio terms ure 
seen mid heurd tliut may he unfamiliar 
to the novice. Some of the most com­
monly used terms ure expluiued and 
defined below.

Like light, heat und sound, radio 
energy Is propagated In the form of a 
wave motion. Kvery one is familiar 
with the wave motion set up on the 
surface of a still body of water by the \ 
dropping of a stone into it.

Kvery time a point on the surface 
of the waves goes through a complete t 
set of motions and sturta to repeat j 
those motions the wave is said to have j 
gone through a cycle.

The number of complete cycles gone | 
through per second is the frequency. j

The human ear is responsive to I 
sound frequencies up to a few thousand 
cycles per second hut Is not .-upside of j 
responding to the higher frequencies j 
encountered In radio. Arl.ltrarity a , 
frequency of less than 10.PO0 cycles ] 
has been cnllsd un audible frequency j 
—one which can U>- heard—und fre­
quencies above 10,000 cycles, radio or i 
Inaudible frequencies—because they j 
cannot be heurd by the human ear.

The particular type of wave which j 
propagates radio energy Is an electro­
magnetic wave. All of us have seen 
hits of Iron and steel attracted by the 
little toy magnets made up in the form ! 
of tiorseshi.es. This attraction of the J 
magnet for the hits of Iron und steel 
showed the existence of a magnetic

The high-frequency current is known
hs the currler-wave and Us function 
la to radiate Into space lu the form of 
electro-magnetic wave* and by lta va 
rlatlon In amplitude carry with It the 
variation In the tone ut the transmit­
ting station.

It la the frequency of the carrier- 
wave that determines *he wave-length 
on which a radiophone station is trans 
mitted. By experiment It has been 
found thut electro-magnetic waves 
travel at the same velocity that Ugh* 
waves travel, that la. 186.000 miles per 
second. Wave-length Is the distance 
between any two similar points on two 
successive wuves; for example, the dis­
tance from crest to crest of any two 
successive wsves In the sume direction, 
measured In meters, a unit of length 
equal approximately to one and one- 
tenth yards. Converting lafl.OUU miles 
to meters, the equivalent Is 300.000,UU0 
meters. The length of an electro-mag­
netic wave Is equal then to 3U0,l*>U,UU0 
divided by the frequency. Suppose a 
station was transmitting on a wave­
length of 360 meters. The frequency 
of the carrier-wave would he approxi­
mately 833,000 cycles.

Just as a violinist tunes his instru­
ment, that Is, makes a certain string 
emit a note of higher or lower pitch, 
or, technically speaking, a sound wave 
of higher or lower frequency, by ad­
justing the tension on the string, so 
may the electrical constants of the 
unteriuu circuit of a radiophone trans­
mitter be changed in order to have 
the station emit a carrier-wave of a 
different frequency.

I f  a tuning fork having a natural 
period corresponding to middle C be 
placed near a violinist who Is playing, 
the fork will vibrate when the musi­
cian plays middle C, but ail other times 
It will remain quiescent. Tills phenom­
enon of the tuning fork vlbnutlng 
whenever the musician plays the cor­
responding note on the violin is known 
as mechanical resonance If a radio 
receiver be adjusted so that electrically 
its natural period of vibration will be 
835,000 cycles (360 metera wave­
length) every time a station transmits 
on a wave-length of 360 meters, cur­
rent will he set up lu the receiver by

This 
electro-magnetlo force propugates ra­
dio energy In all directions.

The medium that transmits the elec 
tro-ntagnetlc waves is the same me­
dium that transmits light—the ether. 
This medium Is supposed to till all 
space, even tliut occupied hy fluids and 
solids. Little Is known about Its prop­
erties.

In radio It Is more common to speak 
of wuve length than frequency. The 
wave length of any wave motion Is the 
distance between any two successive 
crests In the same direction. Hie 
wuve lengtli depends upon the fre­
quency. If the frequency is high the 
wave length Is short, tin the other 
hand If the frequency Is low the wave 
length Is long. Numerically the wave 
length is equal to the distance trav­
eled by ttie wave In one second divided 
by the frequency. Suppose, for ex­
ample. that it were desired lo know 
the wave length of an electro magnetic 
wave having a frequency of 883,000 
cycles. Electro magnetic waves travel 
at the same speed as do light waves, 
that Is. 186,000 mile* per second. Di­
viding the 180.000 by 835,000 the wave 
length would be .223 miles or 306 
yards. In radio work It is measured 
in meters. A meter I* equal to up- 
proxlinalelv 1.1 yards. Converting 306 
yards Into nieterH the wave length 
would he 306 divided hy 1.1 or 360 
meters. This Is the wave length on 
which KDKA operates. It hIso means 
that the electro magnetic wave* sent 
out from this statlou 1 t v  a frequency 
of 833.000 cycle*.

FUNDAMENTAL PRINCIPLES 
In a radiophone transmitter there 

are two requirements that must be 
fulfilled. First, there must be a source 
of high-frequency current say, between 
15.000 and 1,500,000 cycles so o p 
nected to an antenna and ground *y»- 
tem that energy In the form of electro­
magnetic waves will he ru dialed. Sec 
ond there must be some method of 
controlling tilt* high frequency current 
or modulating It so that the variations 
In the amplitude of th* high-frequency 
current will he directly proportional 
to the voice or tnuaic to be tranamltted.

electrical resununce. Stations trans 
mining on any wave-length other than 
360 meters will md cause a current 
lo be set up In the receiver.

The portion of a radio receiver tha- 
changes the wave-length at which It 
Is electrically resonant Is called a 
tuner. Suppose that "A " station trans 
mils on a wave-length of 200 meterf 
and “ B" on a wave-length of 360 me 
ter*. By adjusting the tuner until the 
i-onstunts of tlie receiver make It ele<- 
trti-ally resonant to a 200-meter wavi 
or a 360-meter wuve, either of the tw..

Experts Tell the Safe Way to Employ 
This System for Radio 

Receiving.

Since the announcement that the 
bureau of standards Of the depnr* 
ment of commerce had |ierfe*-ted a 
method of employing electric light 
wire* in place of aerial*, considerable 
experimenting has been dona by vari­
ous amateurs, some of whom buie had 
good luck while other* succeeded

"Fourth- An ordinary separate de 
tarhment p lug-I e„ one with two 
blades connecting the two separate 
halves of the plug Is used. Only one 
wire Is run from tlds plug, the other 
binding screw left undisturbed TIP* 
single conductor wire should be long 
enough to reach from a barely electric 
light so< kct to the table where th ■

denser I* used, the circuit should b- 
run from tin- fuse to the condense 
and from the condenser to tbe’ untei 
ua binding post of the receiving *e'.
