Agriculture experts agree that dise-
ing stubble ground immediately after
the grain has been ous is & good prae-
tice, excepting of eourse where the
land is resseded t0 some other erop
This practice conserves the moisture
already in the soll snd puts the
the latter in condition to hold adéi-!
tional moisture. Diselng forms »
mulch which mot onmly kills sl
vegetation and holds all present mais-
ture. but oatches the sudden heavy

ralos, which would run off of the
hard, unbroke surfece.
Experiments Iin the growing of

winter wheat shows beyond question
that early preparation of the seed bed
inereased the yield. When the soil
is diseed after the harvester, full
plowing may be done at any time
thereafter: otherwise the conditions
may be such that plowing must be de-
ferred until later in the season, espe-
clally when the farmer is sbhort of
power

The effect of fall plowing operations!
is described by an agricultural experi
as follows: |

““The disk loosens the surfuce soil|
sod makes it possible to do = good
job of fall plowing, whereas, if it bas
not been disced, it could not be plow-
ed withous throwing up large clods.
This is a poiot pot appreciated by
many farmers They throw up large
clods and then try w0 break them up
with a drag barrow or roller. It Is
to break these clods with a disc har-
row while they are held rigidly in the
ground. Where the ground {s plowed
following the disc, there is suffieient
molisture in the lower portion of these,
otherwise clods do enable the plow to
pulverize the and the ground Is turned
aspparently ‘‘mellow ' In the best
wheat ralsing districts several plaos
follows as to when they begin dise
ing.'' Some bave enough power to
pull the disc with the harvester, others
disc as 3000 as possible after harvest,
even if the ground is exceptionally
hard, and the stubble gives little evi.
dence of the passage of the disc over
is, ‘‘even im the extreme cases,’’ the
bhard surface will be well mulched, and
undoubtedly iderable i
will be saved.

DIRT ROADS ARE EXPENSIVE

Carefully Esumated That Farmer
Saves $8 on Ton of Hay Hauled
Over Gravel Road.

If 1t costs you 85¢ to haul a ton of
hay one mile over a poor dirt road. it
has been carefully estimated that you
can haul the same load over the same
mile of tarred gravel for something
less than S¢. If it Is & ten-mile haul
to market and you are haullng cne ton
of produce there, and & ton of other
material back to the farm, you save
$8 on the round tr'p traveling on the
treated gravel, over what It would cost
yoo ou & poer dirt road. If the dirt
road s very poor you may not even
arrive at your destination, let alene
wake the round trip.

Increased Road Cost

Road construction throughout the
country last year cost about twice as
much as it did In 1018, As a conse-
quence, the cost of gravel roads in-
creased from $535 to $7,250 a mile;
coucrete from $210,185 to $40.000, and
brick from $33,000 to $55,000 a mile.

Work Should Always Be Done When
Road |s Wet, Preferably When
Water Is Standing in Ruts.

Patching 18 usually neglected or

done in such a way as to cause two |

ruts to form where there was but one
before. That is the Invariable result
of filling a rut too full. This work
should always be done when the road
Is wet, preferably when the water Is
still standing in every little hollow on
the road surface, so that the workmen
can Just see where to place the new
