The keystone word* in these 
specifications of the Christian 
life would seem to be, "Sanctify 
the Lord God in your hearts.

Long Life and Good Days v. 10

"He that would love life,
And see good days." v. 10.

The proper enjoyment of life 
is worthy. It is wrong to love life 
in a noble sense. One may well 
wish to sec good days. The Bible 
justifies the high hope of happy 
days. Every true aspiration is 
kindled and stimulated by the 
Bible. There is a story of Dr. 
Samuel Johnson who on his death 
bed was visited by a young gen­
tleman to whom he gave this 
splendid advice: "Young man, at­
tend to the voice of one who has 
possessed a certain degree of 
fame in the world, and who is 
about to appear before his Maker. 
Read the Bible every day of 
your life!" ?

The Way of a Happy Life
If  one wishes to enjoy life and

see happy days there are some 
very positive things he must do.

First, he must hold his tongue, 
for deceitful lips and an evil 
tongue cause misery and wretch­
edness rather than enjoyment.

Second, he must turn away 
from evil, for any sort of sin is 
ccrtnin to destroy happiness, both 
of the sinner and of others.

Third, he must do good as the 
sure counteractant of gloom and 
discord, for nobody can do better 
than to do right.
Finally, he must seek peace as 
a definite goal and as a happy 
state of mind.

Peraonal Reipomibility v. 12

Before each individual there is 
either mercy or justice. First of 
all, there is mercy, for the eyes 
of the Lord are upon the righte­
ous and his ears are attentive to 
their entreaty. But also there is 
justice for the face of the Lord 
is set against wrongdoers. The 
Bible distinctly teaches individual 
accountability to God.

It is said that Daniel Webster, 
whose intellectual and moral en­
dowment no one has ever ques­
tioned, was once asked what was 
the greatest thought that ever oc­
cupied his mind. And he is said to 
have replied: "The fact of my 
personal accountability to God.”

Comfort in Bereavement

Dr. W. M. Taylor once made 
this statement: " I  had just a few 
weeks before buried a beloved 
daughter, the light of the house­
hold, and the darling of all in it, 
and had gone to attend a meeting 
of Synod, where an honored min­
ister, who had been through the 
same trial oftener than once be­
fore came up to me and took me 
by the hand, and said to me with 
a reference to my sorrow, "By 
these things men live." That was 
all; but each successive year since 
then has given a new verification 
of his words.”

J T m . watch. It is built to precisions of ten-thousandths of an inch 
and all moving parts rest on jeweled bearings to prevent any devia­
tion due to wear. Before leaving the factory, all meters are tested 
to conform to the U. S. Bureau of Standards requirements. They 
are checked periodically thereafter by skilled utility meter testers, 
whose testing equipment is also checked periodically to conform 
with U. S. Bureau of Standards requirements. It may be said with­
out contradiction that electric meters are among the most accurate 
measuring devices in daily commercial use.

How to Read a Meter
READING a meter is as simple as passed the figure, it is necessary to 

reading a watch. The four dials look at the dial immediately to the 
on the face arc read in order from right of it. If the hand on the dial at 

left to right. The first and third dials the right has not reached zero, the
read  counter-clockwise; the second 
and fourth clockwise. The figure on 
the dial that the hand has just passed 
is the figure set down in each case.
