COOK POINTS OUT
ADVANTAGES OF EARLY

ORDERS FOR CHICKS

Chick buyers are being warned 
this year to place their order at 
least three weeks ahead of the 
time they’ want their chicks!

The reason is that the 1935 
hatchery code makes it practical­
ly impossible for hatcheries to 
produce a large number of 
chicks und have them on hand 
whenever buyers choose to come 
in for them. In past years it has 
been common for hatcherymen to 
produce considerably more chicks 
than have been ordered with the 
hope that sufficient extra chick 
buyers will come in to take the 
surplus chicks. Many times buy­
ers diil notappear and these chicks 
hnd to be sold a t distress prices, 
causing severe losses to hatchery­
men and frequently resulting in 
loss to the buyer, as some hatch­
erymen did not hnve proper facili­
ties for holding the chicks after 
hatching.

There are several advantages in 
ordering chicks a t least three 
weeks ahead of time, according 
to Leslie Cook, local hatcheryman.

The first advantage is that the 
buyer will be certain to get chicks 
on the date requested, for the 
hatcheryman can set enough eggs 
to hnve a sufficient number of 
high quality chicks for all cus­
tomers who hnve ordered ahead. 
Thus the chick buyer can get his 
brooder house ready, start the 
stove going and have everything 
in readines son the date his chicks 
are due.

Tlie second advantage is that 
no substiution of breed will be 
necessary and the buyer can bo 
certain of getting the grade and 
breed specified.

A third advantage is that an ac­
tual cash saving frequently can be 
made by ordering in advance. 
Many hatcherymen give discounts 
to buyer., who order in advance, 
and thus those who order early 
actually get their chicks cheaper 
than those who wait and buy 
them on the spur of tho moment.

Furthermore, hatcherymen can 
work on a smaller margin of pro­
fit if they enn be sure that all of 
the hatched chicks will be taken 
tha nif some must be destroyed or 
held for several days.

Creamed Finnan Haddie.
There should be one and one-half 

cupfuls of the fish, flake or break 
Into small bits, after soaking In wa­
ter. Remove all bone and skin. 
Make a white sauce as usual, add 
the fish and simmer for ten min­
utes. Halve crosswise large, fresh, 
green peppers and remove the seeds 
and veins. Scald with boiling wn- 
ter and drain well. Fill with the 
creamed fish, cover with buttered 
crumbs ami place the peppers In 
gem pans to bold their shape. Bake 
ten minutes nr until well heated 
and the crumbs are well browned. 
Salmon, tuna, nr cooked fresh fish 
well seasoned may be used In plnce 
of the haddie. Garnish with rice, 
hard-cooked egg ami chop the 
whites ami use a border around the 
edge of the popper for a more fancy 
and nutritious dish.

French Potato Soup.
Slice a large potato or two, an 

onion or two—one niay_ vary the 
proportions depending on tho num­
ber to bo served. Slice the onions 
and put them to cook In two table- 
spoonfuls of butter. Whch a golden 
brown add them to the potatoes 
which are covered with boiling wa­
ter, cook until soft. Season, add hot 
milk and serve.
