A sub-
stantlal reduction In corn—the maln
teed supply for hogs — will help
bring the supply of hogs into better
balance with effective demand and
it will help raise the purchasing
power of corn. It corn production is
not reduced by an amount sufficient
to compensate for the reduction In
hogs, corn supplles available for
other purposes will Increase sub-
stantially; corn prices will decline

with respect to other livestock, and
eventually production of more live:
stock will ba stimulated to higher
and less profitable levels. But the
Agricultural Adjustment Act sceks
a net reduction In agricultural pro-
duction, not a shift. Acreage of
corn, therefore, s the important key
to the corn-hog production problem.
The sound solutfon is to scale down
the production of both corn and
hogs.
