Interest In Spring Gains

Goodwell, Okla., Sept. 3.—The 
general movement to reduce wheat 
acreage has created a lively inter­
est in substitute crops according 
to H. H. Finnell Director of Ex­
periment Station here. Particu- 
lariy numerous inquiries coming 
into his office about the varieties 
and sources of seed of oats and 
barley. The September number 
of the Panhandle Bulletin con­
tains a report of the production . 
of 19 varieties of spring grain at | 
Goodwell, Oklahoma during the 
past eight years.

Although winter barley produc­
ed about two bushels per acre 
more than the best spring variety 
there were two years out of the 
eight when the spring barley out- 
yielded the winter. The exper­
iences described’in this bulletin in­
dicate that it is somewhat easier 
to avoid failures with spring grain 
than with winter grains. Spring 
barley has once produced a crop 
when oats were a failure and three 
times out of eight years when 
spring wheat was a failure. This 
crop has been successful every 
year that winter wheat produced 
a harvest and has averaged about 
the same yield pound for pound as 
winter wheat.

| Describes Damages Done 
By Texas Earthquake

Austin Sept. 3.—Describing 
the maximum damage effected in 
Texas due to the recent seismic 
disturbances, Dr. K. H. Sellards, 
associate director of the bureau 
of economic geology of the Uni­
versity of Texas, who has just re­
turned from a trip to Valentine 
and I.obo territories, said that all 
chimneys in Valentine were eith­
er destroyed or damaged.

‘‘The cement cap, weighing 100 
pounds or more, at the top of one 
chimney at the school building 
was thrown northward, clearing 
the roof of the building." Dr. Sel- 
iard said. “Another chimney on a 
private house wasliroken at roof 
level, and that pn*t above roof 
level, weighing 150 pounds, was 
thrown northeastward, clearing 
the roof and lighting in approxi­
mately upright position in the 
yard. Those instances indicate

the intensity of the shock in this 
locality ami also the north-south 
trend of the vibrations. Many 
chimneys at Valentine and Lobo 
were offset or twisted but the 
direction of twist was not consis­
tent, some being clockwise and 
some being anti-clockwise.
