Editor Sam Wood's newsbeat of 1954,
scored at thy Boca Raton Southern Gov-

ernors’ Conference, told of Gov. Allan
Shivers' suggesting to Gov. Jimmie Byrnes
Sen. Lyndon
Johnson as a compromise Democratie
nominee for President.

An Eastern representative of a national
news service, along with Wood, heard the

This was the case of a news story
“held’" by the writers for timing for what
editors call the best “play"” or display.
The conversatlon happened late Friday
night, and the newsmen reallzed it wouldn't
make much of a show In the small Satur-
day papers, So, since there was not time
element in It, this story was held over for
the big Sunday papers.

This timing the release of news ls a re-
minder of an Important story in the Tex-
as Legislature which was held up for three
days. It wamm't held by the writer, nor de-
layed for “play.” It was bottled by the
phinclpals who created it, In the imerest of
falrness to all the readers of two news-
papers and all the citizens of two commu-
nities affected,

Jefferson County has two cities, Beau-
mont, inland, with a deep-water chan-
nel to the Gull, and Port Arthur, on tide-
water, There was, and ls, an Inade-
quate highway through Beaumont from
Houston, gateway to Texas and the West,
to New Orleans and the Southeast, Port
Arthur, on a short line between Houston
and New Orleans, had no through high-
way, To secure i{t, a bridge had to be
built over the Beaumont Ship Channel, A

-

bridge might lock out Beaumont's ocean
going ehips. ¢

There was & fight of several years,
which grew exceedingly bitter, between
the two clties, It was hurting both. Finally,
the lesding Businessmen of both cities and
the two mayors camae to Austin, where
a bill for the bridge was deadlocked. They
sat down amd in one day worked out an
agreement that would further the develop-
ment of both clties, and end a costly inter
city economic battle.

This agreement was that the bridge
should be buflt, and that it would have a
“clearance’ above the Ship Channel of, as
1 recall, 176 feet. That would let vessels
of all size use the Channel. Beaumont
Jolned in support of this plan, and the law
was assured,

But In order to announce this achleve-
ment, of major interest affecting the fu-
ture of both ecities, to Port Arthur and
Beaumont at the same time, it was agreed
to make the amnouncemen the following
Sunday. The story was written Thureday

America Not Seeking Power
Through World Leadership.

Last summer, **“The Manchester Guard-
fan’" sald:

“Only the United States can lead the
Westermn World, and it {3 no longer doing
80, Only the United States has (or had)
the resources, vigour, and ldeallsm for the
task, Its leadership Is falling for two rea-
sons— weakness within the adminlstra-
tion, and an honest dlvergence of view
between America and the other Western
natlons . . . "

The essential fault In thelr logic is that
the question is not asked whether the
American people are anxious or desirous
or even willing to assume for a protract-
ed historie period the responsibilities and
obligations of world leadership. While it
may be true that some political leaders
and & few publishers of and writers for
newspapers and magazines are all ex-
clted about the United States leading the
Western World, by and large the American
citisen finds that his country has been
worked into a position that brings to him
only high taxes, a high cost of living, a
depreclated cwrremcy and the constant
probability of war. He does not like it, He
is tired of -war, He ls tired of the constafit
talk of war and communism and Russia
He wanls to return to the simplicities of
American living.

World leadership realistically can be
bandled only by a country that wants
something concrete, such as colonlal ter-
ritory, additional population, guaranteed
sources of foodstuffs and raw materials,
controlled markets, etc. The United States
wants nothing but peace and the Amerls
can mind has never become adjusted to
the politics of war, Perhaps that is why
our intelligence services have never ma-
tured and why we are so often surprised
by the course of ¢ , s appareatly
our government was Mendes-France
got & bad volte on the German question,

“The Manchester Guardlan" does dis-
cover a little of American public opinion
when it says:

* .+ The United States — both its gov-
ernment and apparently most of its peo-
ple — believes that negotiation with the

Communists 1s a dangerous waste of time.
This view ls shared by no other major
Bovernment in the West , , . ™

It does not matter that that view s
shared by no other government in the

West; It Is ennough for most Americans to
recongize that we were gypped at Teheran,
Yalta, Potsdam, Geneva and Panmunjom
and that an agreement with the Russiana
may be violated even while It is being
negotiated. To use the vulgar language of
trade, the Russians have no lone of credit
in this country and nobody can establish
such & lne but the Russlans themselves.
As popular as President Elsenhower fs,
most Americans would distrust the results
of his attending a four power conference.

This Is particularly true as one of the
objectives of such a conference would
have to be to find a way to placate Soviet
Russia and Red China by a seat in the
Unlted Natlong,
