AUSTIN— Comptroller 
Bob Bullock said Wednes­
day that some 1, 100 de­
linquent taxpayers In the 
Amarillo area owe $1.2 
m illion In state sales 
taxes and $440,000 In 
stty sales taxes.

The back taxes owed in 
the Amarillo area are 
part of $59 million owed 
by an  estimated 70,000 
delinquen sales tax 
accounts statewide.
Bullock has assigned a 
special task force In his 
office to  set up an agg­
ressive collection system.

The Amarillo area 
delinquens are those 
under the jurisdiction of 
the Amarillo district field 
office which covers the 
counties of Dallam, Sher­
man, Hansford, Ochiltree, 
Lipscomb, Hanley, Moore, 
Hutchinson, Roberts, 
Hemphill, and Oldham.

certainly ho reason why 
these accounts were per­
mitted to  go delinquent 
in the first place or why 
they have been permitted 
to  stay that way. ”

A tea-by area reports on 
delinquents will be released 
for the rest of the state as 
soon as they are prepared, 
Bullock said.

His special task force 
Includes personnel from 
the Comptroller's legal, 
sales tax and field oper­
ations divisions as well 
as from Bullock's personal 
office.

Bniiock has warned that 
many of the delinquencies 
"may be so old that w e'll 
never get the money. "

School D istrict Re-Evalues P roperty
The effect of the new 

school finance b ill passed 
by the last session of the 
Texas Legislative, will be 
felt throughout the Pan­
handle area .

At the same tim e they 
Increased the cost of oper­
ating the schools, the leg­
islature drafted new finan­
cing laws that will drasti­
cally reduce the amount 
of Staff financial aid to 
be received In the schools 
throughotx tire rural areas 
of the State.

In the Spearman School 
District, the combined ef­
fect of increased cost and

loss of state money nec­
essitated the re-vamping 
of the tax structiae wirlun 
the district. The Board of 
Trustees, after several 
lengthy sessions, deter­
mined that a tax re-evalua- 
tlon would be necessary to 
meet die needs of the 
school. All rural land has 
been classified, by soil 
type and slope from soil 
maps, and valued as pas­
ture land, dry farm land or 
Irrigated farm land. All 
i*ban property values have 
been Increased, and the 
Board has Instructed the 
Tax Office to work oix de­

tails to  measure and class 
a ll buildings before the 
1976 tax roll is prepared.

Industrial property. In­
cluding pipeline, oil and 
gas, plaits, telephone and 
electrical lines, have been 
re-worked and Increased.

The assessmett ratio will 
be increased from 50“% of 
market value to  6 0 ^  of 
market value, which Is a 

increase on are/ property 
whose market value did not 
change. Tire last re-evalu- 
ation done In Spearman 
School District was done In 
1947. and the ms 
In the properties within the

district amke a rc-evalua­
tion necessary in an effort • 
to equalize property assess- 
ments.

Because it was apparcit * 
that the legislature was 
going to make drastic cl 
in school finance, icndidi

Cities and towns nor prepared 
for immediate action will 
be encouraged to think in 
terms of programming for 
the following year or years.

Way to Increase Sorghum Returns
Bush land, T x .— If Irri­

gation water Is ample, 
no-till planting of sorghum 
after wheat harvest offers 
farmers a way to Increase 
returns, according to USDA 
engineers at the USDA Re­
search center at Bushland. 
This newly developed pro­
cedure also eliminates a 
year of fallow when ro­
tating from wheat to sor­
ghum . Five years of study 
by Ron A Hen and jack 
Mustek showed that no- 
t i l l  speeds up planting and 
cuts costs enough to make 
double croppii 
N o-till plante 
protected fron 
by standing stubble, made 
a faster start and headed 
about 5 days earlier with 
the same planting date.
In addition, yields were 
increased 12 percent by 
no-till planting.

Average yields over 5 
years were 5,100 pounds 
per acre for no-till plant­
ing and 4,500 pounds per 
acre for conventional ti l l­
age. In the study, both 
plareings were made at 
the a m e  tim e . "With 
big acreages, no-till 
planting is much faster", 
Musick stated. "Sorghum 
can  be planted the next 
day after wheat Is cut and 
watered up immediately", 
he coreinued. The scien­
tists pointed out that In 
their experimeris, double 
cropped sorghum was plant­
ed about July 1 or about 
40 days later than normal 
seeding tim e for a full 
season hybrid In order to 
minimize possibility of 
frost damage, a medium-

early hybrid was planted.
Many operations were 

eliminated in the study 
and fuel use was cut In 
half with no-tlll compared 
to a conventional disking 
and rebcddlng operation 
prior to planting. Time 
to prepare a seedbed and 
plant was only 0.25 houri 
per acre for no-till and 
1.25 hours per acre for 
clean u lla g e . In oilier
words, no-till was five 
times as fast. Using 4-row
equipmei* on 100 acres, 
no-till seeding eo 
finished in 2 .“ ten-hour

with clean tillage would
days.

require 12 days. A 12-day 
delay would make sorghum 
planing  impractical be­
cause fro* would catch the 
crop most years.

No difficulty was exper­
ienced knifing anydrous 
ammonia Into furrows after 
sorghum was up to a stand. 
"Atrazlne applied at 1.5 
pounds per acre in an o il- 
water emulsion carrier 
when sorghum was about 6 
Inches, controlled both 
volunteer wheat and pigweed" 
Allen stated. Herbicide 
residues in tlic soil preven­
ted wheat planting after 
sorghum harvest, and cither 
corn or sorghum had to be ' 
p laned the next year.

Planting was done about 
1 Inch detm with coulters 
ahead of flex planters If 
wheat stubble was more 
than 6,000 pounds per acre.
If less stubble remained 
after harvest, shallow p lan­
ing with a wheat drill did 
a good job. A straw rliop- 
chopper on the combine 
made p laning  easy because

large bunches of straw did 
not plug p laners. Shallow 
planing speeded emergence 
and ptevened cruxlng 
after emergence Irrigation. 
One year of the study, a 
tim ely 3-inch ta in  supplied 
moisurc fot emergence. 
Three additional waterings 
were applied each year. 
Wheat stubble retarded 
water advance in furrows 
and Improved soil wetting. 
This, plus Increased yield. 
Improved water use effici­
ency 11 percen  over regular 
tillage. "It seems like a 
lazy way to  farm", the 
sclcnisrs stated, Ttut no- 
t l l l  plamings make the diff­
e r e n t  between success or 
failure fot double cropped 
sorghum after wheat".
