Comptroller Bob Bullock 
issued checks totaling 
$ 1 9 .9  million Thursday, 
May 15, 1975, to Texas 
cities in the second round 
of monthly city  sales tax 
payments.

The May payments were 
up from the $16.1 million 
rebated April 15 when the 
monthly system re-placed 
the old quarterly rebate 
system with its 60 to 90 
day lag tim e.

But. Bullock said, the 
big payment will com e in 
June w nencity allocations 
are made of the quarterly 
returns paid by merchants 
since April 30. The great 
bulk of that money hadn't 
reached the Comptroller's

office by the May 2 cutoff 
date for the May payments. 
The May rebates were made 
from money received by 
the Comptroller between 
April 4, the cutoff for 
April's payments, and May 
2. Bullock said.

Checks put in the m ail 
Thursday went to 700 of the 
809 c ities  which have the 
one per cent sales tax.
The remaining small cities 
fe ll below the $500 level 
at which monthly payments
4r5Pif rebates, regardless of 
size, w ill be issued in June. 
Bullock said.
Spearman's share of the sales 
csx was $ 10 .432 . 72 and Gtu- 
ver received $2, 03 4 .6 3 .

Safety Advised
Lawn mowing can be haz­

ardous to your health, espec­
ially if you disregard safery 
when using a power mower.

Every year 55, 000 Ameri­
cans are treated in hospital 
emergency rooms for injur­
ies resulting from the use of 
power lawn mowers. Many 
victims lose fingers or toes; 
some accidents prove fatal.

"Most of these lawn mower 
accidents coukl have been 
prevented if a few safety 
rules had been followed. " 
contends Wayne Keese, agri­
cultural engineer for the T e x ­
as Agricultural Extension 
Service, who is in charge of 
safety educational programs.

"The first rule in safe oper­
ation of a lawn mower is to 
become com pletely fam il­
iar with your m achine. Read 
the owner’s manual carefully. 
Make sure everyone who wi 
will be operating the lawn 
mower understands the con- 
trob and knows how to stop 
the engine quickly in case 
of an emergency, " empha­
sized the Texas A&M uni­
versity System specialist.

"Before mowing, clear 
the entire lawn of sticks, 
stones, wite and debrls-- 
anything that could be thro­
wn by tne mower blade.
Then get pets and small 
children out of the mowing 
a re a ."

Keese advises disengaging 
the clutch and shifting into 
neutral before starting the 
en g ire . Keep your fees a- 
way from the blade when 
starting the engine.

"Stop the engine when­
ever you leave the mower, 
if even for a moment. " 
cautions Keese. "Always 
stop the engine and discon­
nect the spark plug wire if 
you intend to check or work 
on the mower.

"Also stop the engine and 
allow it to cool before re­
fueling. A nd use safety con­
tainers for gasoline, "  advi­
ses the engineer.

"Exercise extreme cau­
tion when mowing on slopes 
or wet grass, and never pull 
the mower toward you. Use

in order to receive any 
medical attention.

Citing the most common 
kardships incurred by rural 
tesidents whose communi­
ties lack the services of a 
qualified doctor.

"That means there 
is no one to take care of the

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READEO Is Watching Over You
Frightening as a series of 

letters may be to a ll of us 
who dread bureaucrats and 
their alphabet soup titles, 
the members of the Region­
a l Emergency Animal Di­
sease Eradication Organiza­
tion are the ones who allay 
fears instead of inspire them 
by hovering watchfully over 
outbreaks of livestock and 
poultry exotic diseases be­
fore they have a chance 
to spread.

According to a recent ar­
ticle by Rollie Henkes in 
"The Furrow" the READBO 
form a second line o f de­
fense against enemies of 
the badly battered livestock 
industry in the event of an 
outbreak of even foot-and- 
mouth disease which could

almost annihilate the in ­
dustry at this point.

REA DEO stands ready to 
rush to the scene of an out­
break and bottle up the d i- * 
sease before it can spread.
The program is administer­
ed by the Emergency Pro­
grams section of Veterin­
ary Services within the USDA, 
There are five of these or­
ganizations, one for each 
region of the country, ac - 
cording to Dr. Richard O m o- 
hundro, Director of Emer­
gency Programs and of R 
READBO, so that in the 
event that an exotic disease 
attacks their job is to con­
fine and eradicate--fast!

What is so unusual about 
REA DEO is the speed with 
which it reacts. Within

12 hours a team of SO to 
100 experts can be on the 
scene of an outbreak and 
they don't leave until the 
emergency is over. They 
necly all have other jobs 
as well but when the alarm 
sounds, they drop whatever 
they are doing and rush off 
to do battle with disease.

Principal strategies so far 
have been to put an area 
under quarantine im m e­
diately, test animals with­
in the area, and dispose of 
infected or exposed animals. 
Farmers are compensated 
for the loss of their stock.

Some 300 persons through­
out the country are serving 
on the five REA DBD teams 
with back-up teams avail­
able in the event that more

than one outbreak occurs 
within the same region. 
Serving on the teams are 
disease-control spec la lists, 
plus pathologists, epidem­
iologists, laboratory tech­
nicians. and specialists in 
disposing of dead animals 
and disinfecting premises. 
S till other professional per­
sonnel back up these teams.

Exotic disease which 
READEO tackles include 
llie dread hoof-and-mouth 
disease, Rift Valley fever, 
typanosomiasis, exotic 
Newcastle disease, infect­
ious petechial fever, Afri­
can swine fever, gonderio- 
sis, East Coast fever, Afri­
can horse sickness, rinder­
pest, and fowl plague.

The first test of the capa­

bilities of REA DBD was in 
February 1974 when a 
team answered a hog-cho­
lera alarm. The day after 
a case of hog cholera was 
diagnosed on a Mississippi 
farm, more than 100 REA - 
DEO experts from eight 
states converged on the 
scene. Successful in their 
enterprise, they closed the 
book on the outbreak two 
months later after inspect­
ing more than 6 ,000 hogs. 
The disease never advanced 
beyond a 30x35 miles area.

About the same tim e, an 
outbreak of exotic Newcas­
tle disease brought another 
READBO team to Texas with 
this team dealing  up the 
Infected area in three 
months. Acutally, though 
you think the livestock in­
dustry is in bad sliape (though 
improving somewhat) just
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imagine what an outbreak 
of foot-and-mouth disease 
could do to it!

Interesting it It to note 
that this pert week, all bens 
in Texas had been lifted 
for the first time in over a 
year, according to the 
USDA. Portions of the 
state have been under fe­
deral quarantine for over e 
year but with the lifting of 
the quarantine for psoroptic 
cattle scabies in our own 
Hansford County this pest 
week, the entire state hat 
been released from any 
quarantines.

Almost a motto of READK) 
is that it is one of few or­
ganizations that actually 
tries to put itself out of 
business. Remember the 
ABC of disease elimination 
might well be READBO.

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Grain Sorghum 
Rates Important

LUBBOCK--High Plaint far­
mers likely are going into 
1975 sotgnum planting with 
near-adequate reservoirs of 
soil moisture, and some 
may even be delayed by wet 
wet field conditions. Des­
pite these mixed blessings 
they're going to have to 
pay special attention to 
cultural pracrices if they 
aim for peak yields, says 
an area agronomist.

"Profitable grain sorghum 
yields depend to a large ex ­
tent on good cultural meth­
ods, " says Dr. James Supak. 
area Extension specialist at 
Lubbock. "Two important 
practices are seeding rate 
and row spacing."

Research over the years 
by Texas Agricultural Ex­
periment Station scientists 
at Lubbock has shown that 
under dryland conditions, 
where only store soil mois­
ture and a limited amount 
of rainfall is available, 
low plant populations and 
conventional(4 0 - inch) row 
spacing result in highest 
grain yields, the agrono­
mist explains.

.Optimum planting rates 
under dryland conditions 
range from 1 1/2 to 2 
pounds per acre or about 
rwo to truce seed per foot 
of 4 0 - inch row, he says. 
Higher seeding rates may 
result in grain yield reduc­
tion due to increased use of 
early season moisture for . 
stover production. Subse­
quently. late season mois­
ture m aybe insufficient 
resulting in poor head exer­
tion, shrunken seed and 
lodging.

Troducers with enough 
water for one or two irrf-

fations during the boot and 
loom stages may increase 

their grain yields by in­
creasing the planting rate 
to three to five pounds 
(4 to 6 seed per foot of 
row) on 40-in ch  rows, " 
Supak believes.

When sufficient water 
for more than two irriga­
tions is available, higher 
grain yields may be ob­
tained by increasing the 
planting rate and reducing 
the row spacings.

Other studies at Lubbock, 
he added, have indicated 
that six to eight pounds of 
*cd per acre planted on 
12-and 2 0 - inch row spac­
ings consistently produced 
more grain per inch of 
*ater used than identical
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ency. the narrow spacings 
have an added advantage 
in shading out weeds.
These studies further in­
dicated that the seeding 
rate may be increased up 
to 10 pounds per acre on 
the 12-and 20-inch row 
spacings without reducing 
grain yields.

He adds that in obtain­
ing a desired plant popu­
lation, grain sorghum pro­
ducers should remember 
that a pound of planting 
seed may contain from 
12 ,000 to 16.000 seed, 
depending on the hybrid 
selected, and that only 
about 65 percent of the 
seed planted will develop 
into viable plants under 
field condtions. Conse­
quently, the producer 
should adjust nis planter to 
drop a specified number 
of seed per foot of row 
ratlier than plant a given 
number of pounds per acre.

'75 marketings of 
305, 000 head.

USDA also reports that 
the pasture and range feed 
condition on May 1 for 
the 48 contiguous states 
was 76 percent. This is 
5 points below both last 
year and the 1964-73 
average for the date. The 
reported condition indi­
cated pasture and range 
feed was generally poor 
to fair.

gas priorities. It is good 
to know that this area was 
represented.

Speaking of irrigation, 
our wheat Is currently in 
a high use period. It 
leems that crops are run­
ning one to two weeks 
later than normal th*s 
year. Therefore, you may 
need to irrigate your 
wheat later than normal 
for maximum yields.
Wheat needs approxi­
mately 3 inches of water 
every ten days at the head­
ing stage. Water use rate 
llows by grain filling, but 
adequate moisture is essen- 
t ia lto  maintain grain pro­
duction potential.

Chrysanthemums can 
provide fall color for the 
nome landscape after other 
annual plants nave died. 
Rooted cuttings planted in 

dbte May or early June 
will make smaller plants 
that need little staking if 
pinched back properly.
The flower bed should be 
fertile and elevated for 
proper drainage. Fertilizer

should be broadcast before 
planting, and a sidedress­
ing should follow six weeks 
after planting. Mulching 
around the plants along 
with proper watering and 
pruning will produce beau­
tiful blooms.
