J. B. Buchanan, who 
lives 14 miles Southwest 
of Spearman, Texas, has 
given an old Eclipse 
wind mill to the Smith­
sonian Instltixe, located 
In Washington D. C. The 
mill will be used In the 
1976 centennial celebra­
tion of our nation; it 
will be included with an 
old ranch home from 
New Mexico, as a typical 
western pioneer scene. 
Three men from the 
Smith so niJn will arrive 
by alrpk.iK In Hansford 
County Monday evening, 
and begin dis-mantling t 
the beautiful old Eclipse. 
Baker and Taylor Drill­
ing Company of Spearmar 
will furnish the equip­
ment to lower the tower 
and mill.

Buchanan informed the 
paper that the old Ec­
lipse mill was bulk and 
patented in 1370. This 
particular mill, a 12 
foot mill was found In 
Renville. New Mexico, 
near Santa Rosa. Bucha­
nan put up the mill in 
1965. Thiim lll has 
twin tails, and a half­
moon weight. When the 
mill was first produced, 
the half moon was turned 
down, indicating a dry 
moon. Farmers in 
Kamas pleaded with the 
company to turn the 
weight up, so It would 
indicate a wet moon, as 
they were having one of 
their worst droiohs In 1870. 
Of course the company 
obliged, the original 
Eclipse that will be sets 
to tne Smithsonian, will 
have a wet moon "weight" 
on it plus the twin talk .
B. O. Cator was the last 
Eclipse dealer In the 
county, and he had his 
stcir at Old Hansford, 
according to Buchanan.

Buchanan has 7 mills 
on the place, that re­
present a fantastic 
collection of the pan.
The mon beautiful mill, 
is the brightly paiited 
O. K. Mill, bulk by 
Challenge. It has an 
extra wide tower at the 
bottom, probably because 
It was first used to go 
over hand dug welk.
The O. K. Mill has a 
crank-shaft instead of 
gears to drive the sucker 
tods. It has a 2 x 4 
wood cut off synem, 
with weights at the 
bottom. One time, 
according to Buchanan,

a cowboy was ordered to 
greastthis particular 
windmill. He had been 
drinking a little to much 
moonshine, and so he 
jun poured the oil and 
grease on the anchor 
posts and was jun going 
to let the oil "soak up 
to the top of the wind­
mill! "

Today there are only 
two windmill dealers 
left In the country. They 
are Dempner and Aer- 
motor. At one time 
there were 200 or more 
dealers. Actually, tne 
windmill Is an American 
Invention. The mill 
was invented by a 
fellow named Holliday, 
from Connecticut. He 
couldn't sell any of the 
mills in Connecticut, so 
he moved to Chicago, the 
windy city, where he 
really "got In business" 
according to the old 
timers. His first patented 
windmill was in 1857' 

Buchanan has a "Currie* 
mill, an 8 footer, that 
was made in Topeka,
Kansas. It Is a cheap 
mill, with wooden beat­
ings, and sold for about 
$20.00 new. It has open 
gears!

Buchanan's 6 foot Samp­
son belonged to his wife's 
grandmother, and the mill 
was brought down from 
Enid, Oklahoma. This it 
a shallow water type mill, 
used to lift the shallow 
water In the Enid area.

Buchanan's "Star" mill it 
from New Mexico. It has 
twin talk, and runt back­
wards from the Eclipse 
mill. The beautiful 
painted star on this wind­
mill was painted by 
Roscoe Nelson's daughter, 
Joan Eaton. 'This was 
probably the moo popular 
mill around 1914, ana this 
particular mill came in 
from Sudan, New Mexico.

The large 18 foot Rail­
road Mill was used by 
Santa Fe, Union Pacific, 
Rock Island and the Fort 
Worth and Denver Rail­
roads. This mill is one 
of Buchanan's fines, and 
was reclaimed on the old 
XFT Ranch neat Dalhart, 
Texas It also has 2 tails, 
and the sucker rods are 
almost as big at some of 
the drill stem pipe used on 
Baker and Taylor oil wells. 
These magnifleiert milk 
were located about 30 miles 
apart to furnish water for 
tne gigantic railroad

steamers that help build 
our Western country.

J. B. has an umbrella 
type mill, that was the 
fits  windmill actually 
bulk. This windmill opens 
from an umbrella position, 
into a fiat windmill po- > 
sition when it It tuning.
The weight, or babnee that 
formed a tall, had many 
fancy animak, Tn» roosters, 
or horses, but the mill that 
J. B. owns, displays a 
football! Symbolic of the
Slat football teams that 

ve played from Spearman 
Morse and Gruver.

The O. K. windmill has 
a bit of the supernatural 
connected with it. A 
fellow by the name of L. F. 
Noe, near Morse, was 
attacked by a mad dog, 
and he climbed the tedder 
of die O. K. Windmill to 
get away from the mad dog. 
Of cowte he used a "mad 
stone" on the dog bite, and 
tubbed some type of secret 
ointment from the O. K. 
windmill, and sure enouMi, 
he was soon wen, and did 
not catch rabies!

The windmill used to
B  water for the

>nan farm, is a 60 ft. 
tell mill, and it really 
does a fine job of furnishing 
water. It Is one of the tall­
est in  the Panhandle area. 
But, Buchanan likes to ten  
the story of the mill on the 
XIT that was 130 foot ta ll. 
The cowboys who worked 
on the X IT would take 
tutus greasing this min (It 
looked Ul* a Bakar-Tayfcr 
oil tig according to old 
rimers) and a* each cowboys 
time came to isease the m ill 
he would usually quit hit 
job. One wife, who wanted 
her cowboy husband to keep 
Ms job on the XIT agreed to 
wa<h another cowboys clothes 
for 11 moixhs If he would go 
up and greare the min In 
place o r her husband. He 
did, and she washed his 
clothes for U months!

There have been many 
stories come our of the 
West concerning the wind­
mill, and many men have 
died, and fought fat these 
precious mills that fumfrbed 
water for the cattle and the 
people of the panhandle 
areas. This newspaper 
joins In saluting J. B. 
Buchanan for preserving 
this pan of our history, and 
also a special thanks to 
Baker and Taylor for their 
assistance in getting this 
wonderful original Eclipse 
to the Smithsonian Ituntiael

NEW YORK. May 16 - 
In die distribution of Fed­
eral funds to states and 
localities across the coun­
try, via grants-in-aid and 
revenue sharing, how has 
Hansford County been 
making out?

What portion of the $44.6 
billion that was distributed 
by Washington in the past 
fiscal year percolated down 
down to the local area0 

According to state-by­
state figures compiled by 
the Tax Foundation, a non­
profit research organiza­
tion that serves as a watch­
dog over public spending, 
its allotment was relative­
ly small.

The grants earmarked 
for local purposes under a 
variety ot community aid 
programs came to approxi­
mately $1.202. 000. it is 
estimated from a break - 
down of the state figures.

The money was awarded 
for such purposes as public 
housing, education, health, 
child welfare, job training, 
road construction, food 
stamps and the like.

Throughout the State of 
Texas as a whole, the 
grans totaled $2.119,000. 
000. the Tax Foundation 
reports, based upon data 
it obtained from the Trea­
sury Department.

The figures take into 
account only direct aid 
and revenue sharing. They 
do not include other Fed­
eral expenditures, for 
goods and services, in lo­
cal communities.

On the other side of the 
ledger is the cost of the 
benefits. They are paid 
out of Federal income and 
excise taxes collected

The loan n ay be repaid 
over a long period of time 
at a moderate interest rate, 
with the option of paying 
off all ot part of the loan in 
advance without penalty.
VA appraises the home to 
determine its reasonable 
value in the market prevail­
ing at the time appraisal 
was made.

The agency also makes 
available an inspection 
service, in most cases, on 
proposed new homes to In­
sure that they meet accept­
ed standards of good con­
struction. and conform to 
plans and specifications on

which the agency's apprai­
sal was based. When there 
are justifiable complaints, 
the agency tries to assist in 
getting the builder to cor­
rect defects.

VA advised veterans who 
ware Gl loans to first select 
a home, then take a cer­
tificate of eligibility issued 
by the agency to a private 
lender, and apply for a 
loan. The agency guaran­
tees 60 per cent, up to a 
maximum of $17,500, of 
loans lenders make to eli­
gible veterans.

1 am writing this on Satur­

day. last week during the 
wet weather, I had two 
calls about funny, strange 
looking orange stuff on ce­
dar trees in Spearman.
After doing a linle research 
I found the the "stuff" was 
rust galls and that during 
wet weather, sticky orange 
spore horns protrude from 
the fatls.

According to Dr. Bob 
Berry, Area Extension Plant 
Pathologist, these are an­
nual galls. To complete 
a life style, the spores from 
the cedar trees infest either 
apple, hawthorn, or crab- 
apple trees. Usually apple

trees are the hosts in our 
area and a small rust pim­
ple forms on the top of 
leaves now, later larger 
postules will form and 
hand down.

If you have apple trees 
in Spearman, I recommend 
you spray every week with 
either: Zineb, Fore, Dith- 
ane M45, or Manzate 200.

Then to prevent your ce­
dar from getting infested, 
during July 1, I recommend 
you spray weekly with 
either of the above listed 
products.

These rust galls should 
not kill your cedar trees, 
but I have seen a few that 
are real heavily infested 
and undoubtly are in a 
weaken state. These galls 
can be pruned out if you 
desire. Dr. Berry believes 
they will die out each year 
and reinfest trees through

the life cycle of infesting 
apple trees.

Dr. Berry will be in 
Spearman July 8 for a clinic 
and if you are having pro­
blems and have questions 
mark this date on your cal­
endar. We will also have 
some more specialists for 
this clinic.

Last week Dr. Frank Petr 
and myself went around and 
marked two irrigated wheat 
variety demonstrations.
Joe T. Venneman has one 
demonstration about 1/2 
mile west of his house.
John Armes has the other 
demonstration and it is 
located on the highway 
going north of Gruver, 
about 5 miles north of 
Gruver. Go by and see what 
you think about the varie­
ties in the demonstrations. 
The demonstrations are 
partly funded by the Texastun mei
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Wheat Producers Board.

If you have some rotes, 
you may want to get a 
copy and read up on how 
to properly cate for rotes.

Certain environmental 
conditions will cause to­
mato blooms to shed, re­
sulting in a poor fruit set. 
Partial failure of flowers 
to develop into fruit will 
result in abnormal fruits 
which may be misshapen 
or catfaced.

Blossom drop it most 
common in tomatoes 
which bloom late. The 
usual cause for poor fruit 
set is high temperatures— 
either at night or day. 
Nighttime temperatures 
above 72 degrees F. along 
with daytime temperatures 
above 00 degrees F. often 
result in heavy blossom 
drop. On foe other hand 
unsea tonally cool weather 
may also cause blossoms to 
drop in addition to causing 
abnotmalties in fruits.

Other tutors causing 
lack of fruit set or abnormal 
fruit include unbalanced 
nutrition, extended periods 
of warm, windy, weather 
in the early spring, and 
insects and diseases.

Therefore, providing a 
balanced fertilizer and 
controlling fa seen and 
diseases will help in con­
trolling blossom drop. Of 
course, little can be done 
about weather conditions.

Poor fruit set is most 
common in the large slic­
ing types of tomatoes. 
However, such varieties as 
Early Giant, Spring Giant, 
Spring Set and improved 
Summer time have the 
ability to set fruit during 

’ somewhat higher temper­
atures.

Smaller sized tomatoes 
that normally do not have 
the fruit set problem in­
clude such varieties as 
Small Fry, Red Cheity,
Roma and the Texas Agri­
cultural Experiment Sta­
tion Variety, Saladette.

In areas where blossom 
drop seems to be a com­
mon problem year after 
year, I suggest planting 
some of the smaller type 
tomatoes or those varieties 
that tend to be mote toler­
ant to higher temperatures.

If you bought mote seeds 
than needed to plant your 
spring vegetable garden, 
store them properly and 
they will remain viable 
for a number of years.

Properly stored seed can ; 
be used fot fall gardens as' 
well as for plantings next 
spring. Saving seeds is 
especially Important since 
sm e varieties are often 
difficult to find. Further­
more, seeds are becoming 
more expensive so they 
should not be wasted.

Most vegetable seeds can 
simply be stored in the 
home refrigerator for per­
iods of two to five years. 
Seeds should be packaged 
in an air-tight container 
such as a glass Jat with a 
tight-fitting Ud. Before 
storing seeds, make sure 
they are free of moisture.

If seeds are to be placed 
in packets ot envelopes 
other than foe ones they 
came In, be sure to note 
foe variety and source of 
seeds on foe packet as 
well as the date seeds were 
stored.

Most seeds can be stored 
at least three yean aseept 
for com, okra, onion, par­
sley and pnrnslp, which 
can be stored up to two 
years without losing via­
bility. Seeds of vegetables 
belonging to foe cabbage 
family at wall at cucum­
bers, tquetb and waterme­
lons can In kept to oo Id 
stonge up to five yean.

It's bast to purchase only 
foe amoutx of fresh seeds 
you need tor a particular 
planting. However, sur­
plus seeds can be stored 
safety if they are kept toy 
and refrigerated.

Since then there has been 
a general increase through­
out the country, according 
to a sampling survey made 
by the Department of Com­
merce.

In Hansford County, as a 
result, it is estimated that 
the proportion is now ap­
proximately 5.1%.

Elsewhere In the United 
States, by way of compar­
ison, the average 1$ 12.4%. 
Among the white popula­
tion it is 9.9% ana, among 
the black, 34.0%.

There are now over 6.6 
million families headed by 
women, 1 million more 
than In 1970.

Why the sudden increase? 
The Institute of Life Ins tr­
ance has an explanation 
for It.

It states that in 1968, for 
example, being widowed 
(46% were) was the princi­
pal reason for women mov­
ing into the leadership role. 
The second was divorce or 
separation 144%).

Today, divorce or separa­
tion has jumped intc the 
lead (50%), well ahead of 
widowhood (37%). The 
number of tingle women 
heading families has also 
increased, going from 10% 
to 13%.

More and more, as a re­
sult. children are being 
brought up by their mothers 
alone. Tne Census Bureau 
reports that 14% of all child­
ren in the United States un­
der the age of 18. or 1 out

of every 7, are now being 
raised by their mothers.

In Hansford County, ac­
cording to the latest Go­
vernment figures, 39 of the 
families with female heads 
have children under 18 and 
10 of those have children 
under age 6.

The changes in household 
composition and family 
structure are attributes] to 
such factors as chaining a t­
titudes toward marriage and 
toward separation and di­
vorce. Better job opportun­
ities for women has also 
been a factor,
