Human genetics Is one 
of the lasting mysteries of 
Ufe.

But some If its tragic 
aspects have become less 
unmet ctable since the 
National Foundation, March 
of Dimes, turned Its a t­
tention to birth defects in 
recent years after Its mark­
ed success in the war againsr 
polio.

Primary aim of the cam ­
paign against birth defects 
Is to prevent them as far as 
possible, or when that is 
not possible to reverse or 
m itigate the damaging 
effects.

Amniocentesis, ot with­
drawing samples of amnio- 
tic fluid through a hollow 
needle, has made possible 
the prediction of certain 
inherited conditions or 
biochemical defects.

1 lie nation's most precious 
resource is our children. 
Each year, however, about 
150,000 babies born alive 
In this country have some 
kind of birth defect. In 
the first year of life, birth 
defects ate a leading cause 
of death.

Today, more than 1,500 
genetic defects have been 
cataloged, and new defects 
are being described in  in­
creasing numbers. Some 
of these are pre-existing 
defects from parent to 
child, some are caused by 
factors In the environment 
such as radiation exposure, 
drugs, chemicals and In­
fections, while the cause 
of others is still unknown.

Discovery that a baby

has a birth defect is devas­
tating to patents. In 
some families, however, 
the probability that a spe­
cific birth defect will o c­
cur can be predicted with 
some accuracy.

Some defects can be 
diagnosed before, at, or 
shortly after birth. Almost 
as many are discovered 
during tne first year of Ufe.
A few do not become ev i­
dent until years later. Some 
defects can be corrected 
during the earUest months 
of Ufe, but others unfor­
tunately result In life­
long handicaps and are ir­
reversible. some defects 
are severe and some are 
so mild that they can be 
overcome with speciaUzed 
medical management.

Birth defects occur in 
famlUes In every social, 
economic, racial, and 
educational level. The 
problems presented by 
these defects today are 
different than they were 10 
years ago. D.' mage 
caused to an unborn infant 
by the German measles 
virus can virtually be elim ­
inated with the use of the 
German measles vaccine. 
Further reductions in other 
birth defects can be made 
using knowledge already 
available. Good prenatal 
care from the earliest weeks 
of pregnancy, or, better 
yet, even before pregnancy, 
can help protect the preg­
nant woman and her unborn 
child from potential factors 
known to cause these tragic 
defects. In addition, new 
information about genetics 
and the effects of drugs 
taken by a pregnaii woman 
upon the developing child 
is being used to prevent 
these disorders.

Preschoolers in the 1968-1 
69 Texas Nutrition Survey 
had patterns of height 
growth significantly below 
United States norms. The 
average child under four 
surveyed was one inch 
shorter.

According to USD A the 
nation’i cattle and calf 
lnveotory Jan. L 1975 1* 
estimated at 13L 8 million 
head, up 3 percent from 
a year earlier. The inven­
tory this year compares 
wltn 127.7 million head 
Jan. L 1974. and 121.5 
million Jan. 1, 1973.
A lthough numbers con­
tinued to trend upward, 
the increase during 1974 
was iess then during 1973.

The 1974 ca lf crop It es­
timated at a record high 
50.8 million head, 3 per­
cent more than the 49.1 
million head In 1973.
Texas, Missouri, Okla. 
and Nebraska, rank in  that 
order in the size of the 
1974 calf crop amoung 
the 50 States. These 
four States accounted for 
about 27 pencetx of the 
total calves bom In 1974 
In the United States.

A preliminary review of 
losses repotted on recent 
surveys Indicate that death 
losses were below the 
unusually high 1973 MveL 
amounting to about 6 .1  
minion head In 1974 
compared to 6 .5  million 
a year earlier, c a ttle  
and Calves slaughtered 
on farms was indicated 
at a b o u t. 7 million bead 
in 1974 compared with 
.5  million head In 1973.

In Texas the Jan. L 1975 
Inventory of Texas ca ttle  
and calves was estimated 
at 16,6 (10, 000, 2 «er 
cent above the 16,250, 000 
on hand a year earlier.
There were 6, 890,000 
beef cows on hand -6 
percent more than Jan. L 
1974. There were 6,200,
000 calves born on Texas 
farms and tanchas during 
1974, 5 percent above last 
year. There were L 327, < 
000 cattle and calves on 
feed for the slaughter 
market on January 1, 40 
percent below the 2,205,
000 head on feed Jan. L 
1974.

The inventory value of 
a ll cattle and calves on 
Texas farms and ranched 
Jan. 1 was placed at 
$2.2 billion, a diarp 52 
decrease from the $4.6 
billion value the previous 
January 1.

HOGS Optimism Is 
the word for Texas swine 
producers In 1975 . The 
more optimistic owtook 
is primarily because there 
will be a fairly sharp 
reduction in pork supplies. 
This was Indicated by the 
recent USDA December 1 
Report on Hogs end Pigs.
For the U. S. It wes es­
tim ated that market 
hog numbers on December 
L 1974. were 9 percent 
below the previous year.
Sows kept for breeding 
were reduced by 15 percent 

Market hogs and pigs on 
hand December 1, 1974, 
represent potential pork 
supplies until the first of 
June. 1975, Table L 
This indicates out pork 
supplies will be 9 percent 
less during this period than 
a year ago. However, 
pork supplies may be even 
less. Maybe 12 percent less, 
since hogs are expected to  
come to marker a t lighter 
weights because of high 
feeding costs.

How much Is spent locally, 
per capita, for a ll munici­
pal and county operations 
and for a ll special services? 
How large is the local debt 
compared with the average 
in other areas?

A voluminous new report, 
jun  released by the Census 
Bureau, sheds light on these 
m atters. It Is based upon a

detailed study of local f i­
nances, gathered from every 
county In the United States.

The nudy. entitled Govern­
ment Finances, Is the first 
made since fiscal 1967.
They are conducted every 
five years.

For people living In Hans­
ford County, the figures 
show, the total cost of 
local governmental oper­
ations came to $460 per 
capita In the year.

In the rest of the nation 
the average was $511 per

capita and, in the State 
of Texas, $406.

It took a to tal of $106.5 
bllUon to  operate the var­
ious county, township, 
municipal and district go­
vernments in the country 
and provide the public 
with services In the fields 
of health, welfare, roads, 
sanitation, housing, po­
lice a id  fire protection, 
education and the like.

The $106.5 billion out­
lay represented an Increase

o f  $47 billion In a period 
of five years.

In some communities, 
the amount spent for lo­
ca l governmental opera­
tions was adequately co­
vered by revenues. In 
many others, however, 
more was spent than was 
taken In.

The figures for Hansford 
County show that the d ir­
ect expenditures, $460 per 
capita, were offset by gen­
eral revenue receipts equi­
valent to $489 per capita.

Some $418 of this revenue 
came from local taxes and 
charges and the remainder 
from Federal and state 
sources.

In order to finance their 
expenditures for capital Im­
provem ent and provide 
their residents with neces­
sary services, many com ­
munities have been forced 
to  go deeper in o  debt.

Hansford County's out­
standing debt is placed at 
$265 per capita in the re­
port. Nationally, the debt 
of local governments aver­
aged $580 per capita.

In April, hearings were 
scheduled and are still 
being conducted on pro­
posed pay raises for leg­
islators. The urgency 
here according to the 
various proponents of pay 
raises Is to "save" the 
taxpayers the cost of a 
second statewide election.
A nother example Is the 
proposal by Joe Wyatt of 
Victoria to estririlsn In 
the Constitution a "Texas 
Capital Improvement 
Fund". This proposal 
would amend Article m  
of the Texas Constitution 
and provide for the tran­
sfer from the General 
Revenue Fund $250 
million on September 1,
1975 and the sum of $250 
million on September 1,
1976, The Income from 
this funa would be used 
to finance the acquisi­
tion  of tea l estate and 
construction, repair or 
rehabilitation of per­
manent improvements 
for state supported school: 
and colleges and other 
agencies of the state. I 
favor this concept which 
would hold back a portion 
of the surplus and create 
In effect, a savings 
account for the state, the 
income from which would 
finance capital expendi­
tures. These expenditures 
must now be appropriated 
from the General Revenue 
Fund and must be raised 
by taxes. Here again, 
the sponsors of this leg­
islation urge Immediate 
passage so this question 
can  also be put on the 
April ballot and the leg­
islature can be guided 
accordingly.

A frequent motion here 
is  "Mr. Speaker, I move 
that we declare an emer­
gency and suspend all 
necessary rules to take up 
this matter fo t Immedi 
ate cpmsoderatopm" which 
usually requires a 4/5 
vote.

Construction on the new 
portion of the twin bridges 
began on Nov. 5, 1973.

Resident engineer Jay L. 
Hawley Jr. of Borger super­
vised the project, and 
cortractor on the job was 
Gllvin-Terrlll, Inc. of 
Amarillo. With the com­
pletion of the entire pro­
ject, State Highway 136 
is now a four-lane high­
way from Borger almost 
to Stinnett.

The new bridge was 
created to elmininate a 
bottleneck situation and 
to accomodate a heavy 
traffic flow. A traffic 
count taken In 1970 show­
ed that more than 5, 000 
vehicles dally crossed the 
old bridge.

Oil, gas and agriculture 
interests in the area are 
serv«d by the bridges.
