the United Stater, If not the best, 
has consistently followed this practice. 
The originally Improved roads In Ma­
ryland were comparatively Inexpen­
sive, costing only what the taxpayers 
were willing to pay for. The first few 
years the average cost was less than 
$10,000 a mile. In some cases the work 
entailed considerable grading nnd 
drainage, but In others It amounted 
simply to resurfacing the old turn­
pikes. which had already been graded 
and drained.

Generally the roads built at that 
time were macadam, 12 feet wide and 
0 inches thick. Soon the width was 
Increased to 14 feet. LateT many were 
widened still farther, some very suc­
cessfully, by adding concrete shoul­
ders on each side of the existing 
macadam. This method of Improving 
roads makes It possible for traffic to 
continue unimpeded on the road while 
the work Is going on.

The macadam roads In Maryland 
have given very good satisfaction, but 
continuous care has been largely re­
sponsible for tlielr success. The roads 
are constantly patroled and no hole 
of any size Is allowed to go unre­
paired. Material for patching Is kept 
at convenient points along the roads 
for the use of the patrol man.

“The rapid exhaustion of our nat­
ural gas supply through criminal neg­
ligence and reckless extravagance re­
sulting In drastic restrictions In order 
to conserve what little we have left 
brings us abruptly to a realization of 
the situation and leads us seriously 
to query regarding possible substitu­
tions for this remarkable natural fuel," 
says Dr. Fernald, formerly engineer In 
Investigations upon gas producers for 
the United States geological survey 
and the bureau of mines.

Situation Is Acute.
“The situation la acute. It la there­

fore imperative that we begin exhaus­
tive Investigations to determine the 
most practical solution of the Indus­
trial problems that have been for many 
years past so vitally dependent upon 
our natural gas supply. The results 
reached through such Investigations 
may lead Into channels quite different 
from those under consideration at the 
present time, as the necessity of the 
situation may develop unthought of 
possibilities.

“With the limited amount of study 
that has been given to this problem 
to date, the most conspicuous source 
of relief seems to be through the de­
velopment of by-product producer gas. 
Tills, of course, Is practically an un­
known field In the United States. 
Spasmodic attempts to develop Inter­
est have come to the attention of en­
gineers from time to time, but no seri­
ous stud/ of the situation |t«

relation to the larger commercial de­
velopments of the country has as yet 
been undertaken.

“In Europe we find by-product pro­
ducer gas somewhat extensively used 
nnd the lnrge central station near the 
mines recovering the by-products from 
the fuel nnd distributing the.gas un­
der pressure for several miles through 
the Industrial districts, has become h 
dependable source of supply.

"Through the nbundnnce of our fuel 
supply nnd our Indifference to the 
needs of future generations we have 
been ruthlessly extravagant and waste­
ful of our fuel resources during the 
past decades. An appreciation of the 
necessity of recovering by-products has 
but recently received thoughtful con 
slderatlon frotfi those agencies thn’ 
are most seriously Interested In the 
problems of fuel conservation.

Study and Research.
“At the present moment low temper­

ature distillation processes arc at­
tracting more than casual attention. 
Investigation niny show a combination 
of low temperature distillation and the 
manufacture of by-product producer 
gas to be a distinctly economical and 
commercial solution of our natural gas 
problems, as these processes, on the 
one hand, lead to the maximum by­
product recovery, nnd, on the other, 
to a supply of gas commercially adapt­
able to heating and general Industrial 
processes.

“Our natural gas situation Is a seri­
ous one. The solution requires more 
than the casual financial Interest of 
the private dividend seeker. It re­
quires systematic study and research 
Involving the expendltnre of large 
sums of money. It is a problem of 
national importance and must be at­
tacked on a broad basis. It calls for 
the best thought nnd most serious con­
sideration of the ablest experts avail­
able, financially supported from 
sources that will guarantee the re­
sults of the Investigation to be free 
from Industrial and commercial bins.

“It has been estimated that two dec­
odes will see the total exhaustion of 
the natural gas supply. We cannot af­
ford to wait longer."
