The best news that has came out of 
.Washington in many days is that tho 
Federal Farm Loan Act was held con­
stitutional on February 28, by tho 
Supreme court The’uct was attacked 
on the ground that congress was with­
out constitutional authority to estab­
lish farm loan bunks and exempt 
tpeir bonds from taxation. Justice 
Day, who rendered the opinion, said 
that the power of congress to estab­
lish banks had in a broad sense been 
upheld by the Supremo court since the 
days of Chief Justice Marshall.

Millions of dollars in loans to the 
farmers have been held up pending 
decision in the case, which was 
brought up by Charles W. Smith, 
stockholder In the Kansas City Title 
Trust Company, who sought injunc­
tion to restruiu an institution from 
investing its funds in bonds issued by 
farm loan banks.

Most Towns Recognize lmperativa 
Need of Improved Highways to 

Secure Farm Trade.

The country town that has poor 
roads radiating from it Is badly handi­
capped, just ns the farmer Is who has 
to linul his products over such roads. 
Most towns recognize this and try to 
get their share of trnde by mnkfng the 
main thoroughfares navigable at all 
times with tolerable loads. The town 
that does not see the importuncp of 
good roads and the Imperative need of 
making _ them passable 'to ordinary 
traffic has need of the Jolt that Is not 
generally long delayed. —

We sometimes Hear the expression, 
Ha poor trading place," and instantly 
we know the meaning of it. We at 
once know It refers to a town that hns 
fallen Into a-ltip Van Winkle sleep 
and we are safe in assuming that such 
a town lacks wideawake merchants 
and the other necessary adjunct—good 
roads.

When a farmer sells anything, 
whether it be his weekly batch of 
produce or a load of hogs or one of 
wheat or corn lie naturally considers 
the difficulties of the haul. Other 
things being equiri, he chooses the 
road with least liilis; and if the road 
of least resistance hns well graded 
and dragged highways, the town that 
is handicapped with steep pulls and 
poorly graded highways always Is a 
loser. It cannot be otherwise.

A cornbelt town exists, primarily 
by reason of the farm trade. When 
this reaches a volume that lines the 
streets witli farm teams any good daj 
exebpt the* busiest times of the year, 
we can be reasonably certain that the 
merchants and roads nre both attract 
tive. And the opposite can be Inferred 
when the streets are bare of farm 
teams mid cars.

Most towns recognize the value of 
good roads as trade getters. Some­
times the topography of the country 
makes good roads and gentle grades 
difficult. When this Is the case, more 
money Is expended to get results. And

J. A. Ennis and H. C. Finley of 
Amarillo were in Spearman Wednes­
day night These gentlemen are in­
terested in the great gas fields of the 
Amarillo country, and their business 
ju*t now is to find a market forNtbis 
gas; to find some way by which this 
great amount of wealth can be used 
to advantage. They have hit upon 
the plan of building an electric rail­
way from Amarillo via Spearman to 
Liberal, Kansas, und using the gas in 
generating the electricity. What ni 
gigantic plan and what will the 
building o'f such a line mean to 
Spearman? Messrs. Ennis and Fin­
ley bad been to Liberal wh«re they 
put the proposition before the capi­
talists interested in the development 
of the oil and’'gifs field near, that 
town. They report substantial en­
couragement from that end of the 
line. Amarillo and Liberal are the 
two largest towns in the southwest. 
They should be connected by rail. 
Amarillo and Liberal men hud the 

i nerve to prospect (or oil in the wild­
est of wildcat territory. They have 
gas now and may eventually find the 
oil. What they start out to do they 
do. It i* a certain fact that factories 
will come to the gas fields of Amar­
illo and Liberal, attracted there by 
the cheap fuel. Spearman is sitting 
in the door.

As the car comes to be more and 

more the medium of thnt daily com­
merce between the farm and town, the 
Importance of good roads conics to be 
more clearly seen. The town has rec­
ognized It. In order to hold this in­
creasing but vital trnde tho towh must 
bid In- terms of fnir bargains and good 
roads—and not least in smooth, allur­
ing highways where few obstructions 
to a fair speed are encountered.

Where the farmer buys his dally or 
weekly supplies he generally buys his 
larger Items of machinery and farm 
equipment.' It Is up to the town that 
desires to live to recognize the prob­
lem of the good rqpd. To ignore It Is 
to destroy thtf town. The farmer does 
not travel the bad road except under 
compulsion.

“It establishes definitely In the con­
stitution the towns under which state, 
county and school districts become 
pronounced In the report of the pub­
lic school.
