If every person in Spennan would 

pay his debts for home and personal 
1 supplies, and hereafter pay cash it 
would release a lot of local money now 

I held up in credits. The merchant 
who has to barrow heavily to offset 
the debts the public owes him, could 
pay off these loans. This would 

' cut out the charge for interest and bad 
| debts which he now has to add to the 
price of his goods.

But even, more important, it would 
release many thousands of dollars to 

;be used right around home for busl­
ines enterprises, building houses, help­
ing farmers finance their next crop.

: If more money were available for 
loans all over the country, interest 
rates would come down, which would 
reduce one important expense of pro­
duction. Factories that had slowed 
up on account of high interest rates, 
could go ahead with full force.

The business disturbances of the 
year 192<T"were due principally to a 
shortage of capital. There was not 
enough money in the country to do 
its business on the inflate.! price level. 
Conditions are essentially sound, since 
there Is a good banking and currency 
system which protects solvent busi­
ness men and stocks merchandise are 
not heavy. Business could go ahead 
with greater confidence if the people 
will provide the loanable capital need 
ed for maximum production.

There are two ways for such capital 
to be provided. First, everyone to 
save money and deposit it in good 
banks. That is always necessary. 
Second, every one to quit buying on 
credit and pay cash, so as to release 
uTv:,coeasary loans. Considering how 
this would releave difficulties and re 
duce business costs, it is a wonder 
people don’t see it. When you make 
the dollars work faster, you accomp­
lish as much as if there were more of 
them.

cause. On that date he published 
the celebrated plan of Iguala which 
is regarded as the official declara­
tion and beginning of Mexican inde­
pendence. From that time on it was 
obvious that the Spanish authority in 
the new world was practically at an 
end. In August, 1821, Don Juan
O’Donoju, the sixty-second, and last 
of the Spanish viceroys (and he was 
an Irishman) arrived at Vera Cruz 
to assume the government of Mexico 
He at once saw the futility of futher 
effort to maintain Spanish sovereign­
ty and he set about to arrange a peace 
in which there would be some ad­
vantage to Spain and sought a com­
pact by which some members
of the family would become ruler of 
Mexico. On August 23, 1821, Santa 
Anna arranged a meeting between the 
new viceroy and Iturhide ami ou Sept. 
23, 1821, there was a formal transfer 
of authority and Iturbide mounted on 
a black charger entered the City of 
Mexico amidst a scene of wild enthu­
siasm. He was tendered golden keys 
upon a silver platter by the first al- 
cade of the city and Mexico in point 
of fact became on that date an inde­
pendent nation and began that long 
pitiful career of anarchy which after 
a hundred years still prevails. On 
October 7, 1821,O’Donoju (O’Donohoo) 
scholar, gentlemen and diplomat, bro­
ken in health and spirit by the loss of 
New Spain to his adopted country, 
died in'the City of Mexico and was 
interred in the chapel of Los Reyes. 
Bancroft observes that with the cele­
bration of his funeral rites tlie Iasi 
shadow of Vice regal presence a ml 
power passed forever. While these 
events were going forward in Mexico 
Stephen F. Austin, the first of the 
•mpresariim, was pushing the enter­
prise begun by his father and he did 
not learn of the change of sovereignty 
that had taken place until he reached 
San Antonio in August 1821. He went 
to New Orleans early in the year and 
began preparations for the carrying 
his great plans. Upon hearing that 
the petition had been granted he loft 
New Orleans'in June 1821. and went 
up to Nachatoches to meet Scguin.v. ho 
came there as a special envoy of the 
the Spanish government to convey 
official notice of the gram of Jan 17 
to Motes Austin."

Speaking i f Texas’ Centennial Year, 
C. K. Wharton says in the Houston 
Post: “Ihe act of the Spanish com­
mandant at Monterey in accepting 
Moses Austin’s petition and according 
him the privilege of colonizing three 
hundred American families in Texas, 
was the first of its kind ever made by 
the Spanish authorities of Mexico or 
New Spain. It was a complete re­
version of the Spanish policy of more 
than two centuries. Very recently 
Texas historcal students have found 
an old decree of the Spanish Cortes 
passed in 1820 authorizing the Span­
ish authorities in Mexico to grant 
colonization privileges. This decree 
docs not seem to have ever been pub­
lished either in Mexico or in Texas, 
but evidently instructions with ref­
erence thereto had been sent to the 
Spanish authorities and this may ac­
count for the grant of Austin’s peti­
tion. But this grant to Austin of 
Jan. 17, 1821, was among the last 
acts of Spanish sovereignty in Mex­
ico. The war for Mexican Independ­
ence had been raging for more than 
ten years. Augustin de Iturbide was 
a Spanish officer of great ability and 
led the royalist forces. He had been 
called the Prince Rupert of the Span­
ish army. On Feb. 24, 1821, he sud­
denly changed allegiance and, an- 
nouced himself in favor of the patriot

gathered. President Ohandjanlan’* 
message reuds:

"Owing to hall, rain and field 
mice, the harvest In Armenia fell 
below expectations. Standing crops 
appeared well, but owing to poor 
seed, returns were not as good a* 
was expected. Maximum returns
140.000 tons,- ouly sufficient for eight 
months for one and a half million 
people. Food crisis critical and In­
tensified by new Turkish Invasion 
of Armenln. It Is estimated that
100.000 peaceful Inhabitants of 
Snrlkamlsh and Kars region have 
been forced to renew the life of 
refugees and flee towards the In­
terior 'of Armenia. There are also 
large numbers fleeing from Bolshe­
viks In Azerbaijan and Southern 
Russia, and coining to Armenia. 
Farmers, fearing famine, are un­
willing to sell crops, thus leaving 
the cities foodlcss. In addition to 
the Armenian crops, ten thousand 
tons hove been purchased from 
neighboring countries.

"In order to save Armenia It Is 
necessary to. secure flour from 
America. 50,000 tons, maximum re­
quirement. In the name of the Ar­
menian Government and the Arme­
nian People, 1 beg that you nse 
your wide Influence In order thnt 
the Ncnr East Relief may secure 
and ship the flour needed. I am 
sure that In this serious crisis the 
Near East Relief will not fall to 
continue Its aid to Armenia In her 
struggle for existence.

The obligation to consider his own 
case and to file an in tax return 
on time, if one is due, is laid squarely 
on the shoulders of every resident of 
the United State. Guesswork is barr­
ed. The returns are sworn state 
ments, and accuacy is essential. Sal­
aried persons and wage earners must 
ascertain the actual compensation re­
ceived, Bonuses, shares in the profits 
of a business, values of quarters and 
other items of compensation for serv­
ices must be included.

GROSS AND NET INCOME
Retumes must show both gross and 

net income. Gross incomes includes 
practically everly dollar received by 
the taxpayer during the year 1920. 
The net income is determined by sub­
tracting from gross income certain de­
ductions specified by • revenue law, 
and fully explained in instructions on 
form 1040—A and 1040 for filing re­
turns. '

Business expenses are the principal 
allowance deductions in computing net 
income. The law specifically prohibits 
the Reduction of household and living 
expenses. Typical deductible business 
expenses are for salaries, labor, cost 
of merchandise, raw materials and 
supplies? rent, repairs, ligl t, power 
delivery, selling cost, adveiiising, and 
insurance Doctors, lawers and like 
professional me n.-.y deduct from 
their gross income dues paid to pro­
fessional societies and'subscriptions 
to professional journals, rent paid for 
oiflees, amount paid for light, fuel, 
water, and telephone used in suen 
offices and the wages paid to office 
assistants.

This year, as last, the tax may be 
paid in full at the time of filing the 
return, or on or before March 15, 1921 
or in four installments, the first of 
which is due on or before xMarch 16, 
the ’second on or before June 15, the 
third on or before September 16, and 
the fourth on or before December 16.

The return must be filed with the 
collector of internal revenue fbr the 
district in which the taxpayer lives.. 
Heavy penalties are provided for fail­
ure or willful refusal to make a return 
and pay the tax when due,

Good roads are essential to the pros­
perity and well being of urban and ru­
ral communities alike. There lire many 
direct advantages which follow the im­
provement of roads. The first is the 
lower cost of hauling which may be 
the result of better road surface, of 
lower grades or of shorter distances. 
The farmer is enabled to haul to mar­
ket the same load with greater speed, 
•and consequently in less time, or a 
greater load in the same length of 
time. A reduction of time is equiva­
lent to a reduction of distnnee from 
the mnrket centers. Good roads there­
fore, bring the farmer closer to town 
making his land more valuable nnd also 
making hauling possible nt any season 
nnd under all weather conditions. Mar­
ket prices, even for staple crops, are 
constantly changing and the farmer 
finds that he cannot sell his products 
when the prices arc best, hut when the 
roads are fit for travel.

Sooner or later every farmer will 
learn the value of diversified farming 
Diversified farming usually involves 

change from such staple crops ns 
corn or wheat that can he stored nwny 
nnd sold at any time, for vegetables 
and fruits which must he marketed ns 
soon as they have ripened. The most 
important thing with diversified farm­
ing is to be able to get your products 
to a market before they spoil. The 
farmer who lives ten miles from town 
and raises pens, spinach and other 
spring crops is at a great disadvantage 
if his market road is poor, whereas the 
farmer twenty miles from town, on a 
good road, may visit the market every 
day without great loss of time.

When the roads of a community are 
changed from bad to good, the land of 
the surrounding country is greatly 
raised In value. In cities nn owner of 
land adds the taxes for paving and 
other improvements to the price he 
fixes for the land. Of course' a good 
road does not add to the fertility of the 
soil, but it does improve the site value, 
the value of land with reference to 
markets, schools and towns, any in 
crease In value is partly offset by tax 
ation, but it has heen found in every 
ease that the land owner appreciates 
the improvement and sets nn increased 
value on his property. A certain farm 
In South Texas that was on a good 
road sold for one hundred nnd eleven 
dollars an acre, while another of the 
same kind of soil but on a poor road, 
sold for fifty dollars an acre.

One of the greatest results being ob­
tained by the “Good Road Movement*-’ 
Is the betterment of the schools. The 
place of the one-room red school house 
is being taken by the graded, consoll 
dated country schools with several 
teachers under a competent principal 
Consolidated schools are possible, how 
ever, only where the ronds are kept in 
good condition. Poor roads often pre­
vent the consolidation of several small 
weak schools into one strong school 
Even the district schools suffer from 
poor roads, for it is a common thing 
for parents to keep their children home 
In severe weather which makes the 
roads impassable. Good roads also en 
courage the use of the school house ns 
a social and Intellectual center of the 
community. Grange meetings, lecture!

of the poor roads. If the roads are in 
htul condition it discourages attendance 
at public meetings ami even neighborly 
visits and when they are at their worst, 
travel is suspended. The importance of 
good roads is also great in another 
way. It encourages the land owner to 
keep Ins place in order and even to put 
up new buildings. It is no wonder that 
a slimy, muddy hog in front of the 
farmer’s door reacts on the whole fam­
ily. An improved road is not only 
good itself hut it usually causes the 
people to have more pride and self re 
spect.

The roads of the United Stntes nnd 
Canada are being used each year by an 
increasing number of tourists, many of 
them in automobiles, visiting Colorndo. 
and spending in that state alone about 
sd.UOO.OOO a year. This is n return 
which more than pays the cost of main­
taining good roads, and leaves a mar­
gin of profit. Much has heen done by 
motor tourists to secure good roads, 
and the sentiment in favor 'of good 
roads owes more to the automobile 
owners than any other single factor.
