Famous Rosstta Stone.

Rosetta is a towno in Egzypt, on the
old Bolbitic arm of the Nile. In the
tme of the Crusades it was a place
of great strength, but was later out-
stripped In growth by Alexandria, and
today is a small town of less than 20,.-
000 Inhabitants.
“Rashid,” belleving that Haroun-al-
Rashid founded the”old city. A few
miles north of the town a French en-
gineer In 1708 discovered the Rosetta
stone, a tablet of hasalt, with an In-
scription of the year 138 B. C.. dur-
Ing the reign of Ptolemy Epiphanes.
The Inscription is In hieroglyphic, In
demotic and In Greek. It wus finally
deciphered by Dr. Thomas Young. the
celebrated English scholar, and formed
the key to the reading of the hiero-
glyphic characters that have revealed
8o much of the history of the ancient
world. The Roset{a stone was captur-
ed by the English on the defeat of the
French forces In Egypt, and s now
