THE CAR SHORTAGE

“The Santa Fe and other western
railroads are not responsible for the
car shortage,” said Mr. W. B. Story,
President of the Atchison, Topeka and
Santa Fe railway, when in Topeka last
week.

“The Santa Fe,” said Mr. Story,
vlike all other roads, has its troubler
these days, but our trouble !s chiefly
with the grain car shortage, The Santa
Fe and oiher western roads are not
responsible for it. It grew out of the
mixup during the federal administra-
tion, when our cars were taken away
and scattered all over the ecastern
country. The ecastern roads have our
-box cars and the western roads did
have a large number of their coal cars.

“In June the western roads side-
tracked all loaded cars and run trains
of empty coal cars east.
-ered over 40,000 coal cars to the eas-
tern roads. Now if the eastern roads
would reciprocate by sending our emp-
ty box cars home’it would help won-
derfully in taking care of the condi-
tion in the harvest belt. .
