Moisture, sunshine, rain, snow’, 
hail, and the highest of high winds, 
was the offering U. S. Weather 
Observer Fred Brandt recorded 
for the past week. Not satisfied 
with the fickle weather of two 
weeks ago, Brandt gleefully dished 
out v<hat he called “variety” thia 
week.

Just taking the weather day by 
day, we note frost and low tem­
perature on the 18th. rain and 
low' temperature on the 19th, a 
fairly normal day on the 20th with 
the low of 36 degrees. The sun­
shine really broke out on the 21st 
w ith the top temperature of 82 
degrees, being the highest for the 
week. On the 22nd. i mid and 
cold wave brought only three 
hundredth of an inch moisture. 
Sunday night, April 23rd. rain 
and snow accompanied the high­
est wind this section has endured 
for several years. The cold weath­
er held on for the past two days, 
April 24th and 25th. with the tem­
perature just barely above freez­
ing at the lov.| record.

Local people declare they have 
never known the cold weather to 
hold on thru April like it has this 
vear. Despite the cold weather 
and the high wind, wheat is look­
ing fine. This weeks record of .91 
inch of moisture seems to have 
been just what v as needed to 
keep the crust of the ground in 
•jhape for steady growth.
