I voting in such election; pro-
viding that if and when such re-

allocations and changes in such |

county tax levies have been ap-
preved by the qualified property
tax paying voters of any county
as herein provided, such re-alloca-
tions and changes shall remain in
force and effect for a period of six
(6) years from the date of elec-
tion at which same shall be ap-
proved, unless the same shall have
been changed by a majority vote
of the qualified property tax pay-
ing voters of such county, voting
on the proposition, after submis-
sion by the Commissioners Court
at a general or special election for
that purpose; and providing that
this Amendment shall not be con-
strued as a limitation on powers
delegated to counties, cities or
towns by any other section or sec-
tions of the Constitution.”

If it appears from the returns of
said election that a majority of
the votes cast are in favor uf.s;nf!
Amendment, the same shall be-
come a part of the State Consti
tution,

Sec. 3. The Governor of the
State of Texas shall issue the nec-
essary proclamation for said elec-
tion, and shall have the.-same pub-
i§hed as required by the Comstitu-
tion and Laws of this State

Sec. 4. The surm of Five Thou-
sand Dollars ($5000), or so much
thereof as may be necessary, is
hereby appropriated out of any
funds in the Treasury of the State,
not otherwise appropriated, to pay
the exepneses of such publication
and election ;
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
