Inidally, the Corps lim-
ited its regulatory author-

CORPS' AUTHORITY

CHALLENGED

Limiting the Corps’
authority under Section
404 to navigable waters

of the United States was
success‘ully challenged

in the U. S, District
Court for the District of
Columbia. On March 27,

1975, the Court direcred
the Corps of Engineers to
extend its responsibility

to regulate the discharge
of dredged or fill material

under Section 44 to all
waters of the United States

and to revise its regulations
accordingly.

A proposed draft regulation
was published in the Fed-
eral Register on May 6,
1975, and an interim final
regulation, entitled, "Per-
mits for Activities in Navi-
gableWaters or Ocean Wa-
res”, was published on
July 28, 1975, and became

effective on that date.

The various Corps Districts
are currently in the process
of conducting public hear-
ings across the country for
the purpose of explaining
the scope of the new pro-
gram and answering quest-
ions, Under the new reg-
ulations, the Corps' author-
ity will be "extended to
many areas that have never
been regulated before” ,

The Corps, in what it
calls a "moderate and re-

asonable approach”, will
expand its authority in a

three-phase program over
the next (vo"ul.

PHASE 1, effective July
25, 1975, extends the Corps*
regulation of disposal of
dredged or fill material to
the rraditional " navigable
waters of the United States”
and contiguous or adjacent
wetlands,

PHASE 11, effective July
1, 1976, will expand the
Corps' permit program into
primary tributaries of navi-
gahlc waters of the United
States, all patural lakes
%:e.uer than five acres, and
the contiguous or adjacent
wetlands,

PHASE 111, after July 1,
1977, will extend the Corps*

authority to cover "all waters”

of the United States, which
include secondary tributaries,
and any siream greater than
five cubic feer up to its
headwaters, and associated

wetlands.

DEFINITION OF TERMS

The greatest conflict in
