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Hard-cooked eggs and ham are
familiar foods that get special treat-
ment at Easter. It's this ‘‘special
treatment’’ of decorating and hiding
Easter eggs or serving a fresh ham for
a large family gathering that raises
questions about food safety.

Consumers commonly have the
following questions about food safety
for these Easter treats:

Q: Is it safe to eat the hard-cooked
eggs used in an Easter egg hunt?

A: Yes, but they must be handled
properly. First, cook hard-cooked
eggs in cold water immediately after
cooking and then refrigerate until
they cool all the way through. If any
eggs crack while cooking, don't use
them for the hunt since bacteria can
easily get through the openings and
contaminate the eggs.

When you plan the hiding and
hunting of Easter eggs, remember
that they should not be out of the
refrigerator for more than two hours.

Q: How long will hard-cooked eggs
keep in the refrigerator?

A: Hard-cooked eggs in the shell
should be used within one week. Use
eggs with cracked shells or those with
the shell removed within one day.

Q: Is there any danger of trichinosis
from hams?

A: If you choose a fully cooked ham,
there is no danger. They are specially
processed according to USDA guide-
lines to kill trichinae organisms.
These hams are ready to eat without
further cooking.

If you choose a fresh ham, take
extra care in preparation. Cook the
fresh ham until the center reches a
temperature of 170 degrees F. To
make sure this temperature is reach-
ed, insert a meat thermometer in the
thickest part of the cut, not touching
the bone or fat.

Q: How long can ham be safely
refrigerated?

A: Uncured ham will keep in the
refrigerator from 3 to 5 days. It will
keep in the freezer from 4 to 8
months.

Cured ham will keep in the
refrigerator for one week. leftover
cooked ham that is tightly wrapped
and refrigerated 1 to 2 hours after
cooking will keep 4 to 6 days. Both
uncooked and leftover ham can be kep
kept in the freezer up to two months
before losing flavor and texture.

Virgil Floyd recording family histories

For the last four months several of
Spearman’s citizens have been telling
their family stories to Virgil Floyd
who is recording these stories and
keeping them in storage at the
Stationmasters House Museum.
What is Virgil up to and why? He is
doing his job. The museum has
started an oral history project of
Hansford County in order to preserve
the history of the county through the
people’s telling of their family stories
from the beginning of the county until
the present time. Virgil is one of those
persons who has been in Spearman
for so many years he knows just about
everybody and so they don't mind
telling him their stories,

Being an ‘‘old timer' himself,
Virgil could tell quite a lengthy tale
about his family history as well, if he
weren't so modest and quiet-spoken.
Virgil was born in 1901, the second
oldest of eight children, near Danger-
field, Texas. When he was five years
old, the family moved west to near
Childress and for the next two or
three years his father moved the
family back and forth from West
Texas to East Texas. Their last move
settled the family at Shamrock for
about fifteen years. The family's
business was the same as most
people, farming. However, by the
time Virgil was grown, he decided to
take up ranching.

He was hired as a cowhand on the
Moody Ranch near Canadian where
he worked for the next ten years. In
1929 Virgil met and married Mae
Raney. They made their home in
Spearman. They were married for
almost fifty years and had three sons.

Reminescing about the jobs he has
held during his years, Virgil liked
ranching most of all. He enjoyed
working with cattle in all aspects--the
branding, herding, cutting. Nowa-
days, it's too different, he says. ‘‘We
used to brand cattle by herding them
into the corner of a fence or boxed in
gully of some type, then rope them
one at a time. Now the cowboys just
herd them into a corral and then
through a chute to brand them."

Virgil owned and operated a meat
locker plant here in Spearman for
about twelve years. In 1960, the
federal government imposed several
regulations on meat locker businesses
so that for Virgil they were too costly

to remain in business. Since then until
three years ago, Virgil worked on
farms in the community. When he
had time he indulged in his favorite
sport--fishing. His favorite fishing
spot is somewhere in Oklahoma, but
he's not telling any more secrets.

In 1975 the Hansford Historical
Commission became interested in
starting an oral history project. Not
much was done, unfortunately, be-
cause the members did not have
enough time to devote to the project
and volunteers were scarce. During
1984, Texas Farmers Union became
interested in contributing to the Texas
Sesquicentennial. Since there is a
tremendous amount of local history
and the possibility that an entire past
way of life could be lost forever to
future generations and most people
won't write about their experiences,
the idea of an oral history project was
formed. Farmers Union Green Thumb
and the Senior Texas Employment
Program, both older worker programs
which help provide part-time work
opportunities for low-income Texans
aged 56 or older, are helping get the
oral history project on the move. The
purpose of the project is to preserve
the local history or rural communities
and give senior workers training as
interviewers.

County historical museums and
libraries will serve as host agencies
for the endeavor. Helen Boyd, of the
Station Master’s House Museum, was
contacted by Green Thumb about
starting the project in Hansford
County. The museum board was
naturally intcrested and so began the
search for a qualified worker. The
board selected Virgil Floyd and he
was hired by Green Thumb. Before
Virgil could begin taping, he along
with Helen, attended a training
session on interviewing techniques in
Dallas during the last week of
November, 1984.

The seminars were conducted by
Dr. James Conrad, Archivist and Oral
Historian at East Texas State Uni-
versity.

Helen and Virgil made a sixteen-
hour trip to Dallas and back. This was
Virgil’s first airplane flight which was
fairly enjoyable, he said. Commenting
on the seminar, Virgil said, *‘I
practically knew how to do what that
guy was talking about. I aiready knew

everybody I could and would be
interviewing anyway. Since I've been
in my own business I knew how to
approach people. Besides we tape the
whole session. He (Dr, Conrad) didn't
have to keep repeating himself so
often."’

Virgil begins by calling or meeting
a potential interviewee, explaining
what the project is and then sets an
appointment with them. Hardly any-
one has turned him down. Most of the
taping Virgil has done so far is with
the *‘old timers'’ telling their family
history, including the economy, social
changes and education since the early
days of Hansford County. Seventy
people have talked to Virgil in the last
three months.

The tapes are kept on file in the
museum, and the stories on the tapes
will be written and then other tapes
made so that the original tape will be
kept. The reprints will be available to
anyone interested in local and Texas
history. The museum board is well
pleased with the progress of the
project and with Virgil. He does much
of this on his own. Virgil feels the only
problem he has is the cost of the
tapes. The museum doesn’t have

enough funds to pay for too many
more tapes. Virgil certainly doesn't
have a problem with anyone telling
their family stories. Anyone of any
age who wishes to have their family
history preserved can contact Virgil or
Helen Boyd at the museum.

WATER FACTS FOR PERRYTON AND OCHILTREE COUNTY
Prepared by the Mater Information Group
Ochiltree County Chamber of Commerce
1. Mhat is the present water situation in Perryton?
The City of Perryton produces water from 9 underground water wells in Ochiltree
County. Perryton uses an average of 1.4 million gallons a day. The peak
water consumption s 5 millfon gallons daily, normally occurring in August
The City can produce 5.1 millfon gallons at present. The Ogallala Aquifer is
the City's only fresh water source

2. What fs the current cost of water in Perryton?

The City charges 35 for the first 4000 gallons and $1.10 for each 1000 gallons
after that per month. The average Perryton household water bill is $19.40
(September, 1984) based on 17,000 gallons for the month.

3. Mow has the City of Perryton prepared for future water needs?

A long-range water plan was approved by voters in 1962 for $1 millfon to
purchase underground water rights from Ochiltree County landowners, to drill
wells and fnstal) pumps, to lay underground pipe to Perryton, and to improve
water storage

Two new water wells are being drilled in April, 1985, on Rogers Brothers property
This will bring a total of 11 wells into operation, with a capacity of 6.4 million
Tlons dafly. The City has purchased water rights for three more wells on
rs Yand, It has purchased rights on five and a half sections of McLain
Tand to drill up to 24 additional water wells

4. Mow long will the underground water supply last?

Nobody knows for sure. The Ogallala Aquifer depletes faster than it recharges
McMorries and Street, the City's engineering consultants, estimates that Perryton
has water reserves for about 93 years, until the year 2077. This is based

on current useage and population

Another estimate comes from the North Plains Underground Water Conservation
District, a political subdivisfon that is tax-supported by Ochiltree County
(along with Hansford, Lipscomb, Moore, Mutchinson, Sherman and Hartley Countfies)
The Water District calculates water reserves for Perryton to be about 70 years

The future availability of water for Perryton depends on how much its
population grows, how much water is used by industry, and how much agricultural
use “draws down" the Aquifer.

5. Can underground water reserves be increased?

The City of Perryton can purchase additiona’ water reserves if voters approve
Mater rights can be purchased in Ochiltree County and other counties
The cost of drilling wells, pumping water, and storage will increase over time

Once the reservoir can distribute water, 1t could provide a dependable yleld
of 7.8 million gallons per day to all citfes. The water alloment delivered

This new water rate will add about $19.38 to the monthly water

What will the Palo Duro project cost Ochiltree County?

As already stated, 1t will be paid for by ad valorem tax and sale of
water. The assessed property valuation for Ochiltree County in 1984
was $738 millfon. Perryton residents’ total tax rate s $2.04 per
$100 assessed value. This includes county general and road funds,
hospital district, water district, city funds, and schoo) district.
A city resident with $50,000 valuation pays just over $1000 a year

in taxes “

If Ochiltree County is a member of Palo Duro River Authority,
property-owners will pay up to 6¢ per $100 valuvation annually for
maintenance and operation of the Authority, Based on a2 $50,000

valuation, this would be $30 per tax year.

When bonds are sold to construct Palo Duro Reservoir, Ochiltree County
would pay 32% of the cost since Ochiltree County has 321 of the tax
values of member counties. Moore County has 52%, Mansford County hes

15%, end Stinnett has 1%

The total bond issue could be as much as $55 million. Ochiltree County's
portion (at 32% of the total) would be $17.6 milifon, plus interest, paid
over the length of the bonds, probably 20 years. The annual tax shire

from Ochiltree would be approximately $1.8 milifon. Part of this wil)
be paid by ad valorem taxes and part will be paid by water costs to
the City of Perryton, The tax rate for Palo Duro Reservoir wwid

be 11¢ per $100 valuation. Based on a $50,000 property valuation,
this would be about 355 per year for a typical Perryton homeowser.
