Oil-gas outlook bottor

S pearm an school board  heard  
good new s and  bad at th e ir regu la r 
session M onday night.

Orville Latham , the school d is ­
tric t’s business m an ag e r gave the 
tru s tees  th e  bad n e w s - th a t S p ea r­
m an ISD can expect to lose alm ost 
$15 million in tax revenue valua­
tions.

H e tem pered  th is inform ation 
w ith good n e w s- th a t, thanks to 
$400,000 in ex tra  sta te  revenues, th e  
school d istrict should be ab le  to 
operate  as p lanned in the 1963-84, 
even with the approved 4.6 average 
pay increase fo r all TSD personnel.

One of the tru s te e s  asked Latham  
w hether school taxes w ould have to 
be raised to com pensate  fo r th e  
sharp loss in tax valuations. Latham  
cautioned. "Y ou  u n d ers tan d , all 
these figures righ t now are  p re lim ­
inary figu res."  H e sa id  th e  figu res

Tooth News

Millions will be happj 
in know that new denta 
processes often eliminate 
the necessity for grinding 
teeth, for expensive metal 
fillings and bridge work.

Broken teeth can now 
be b o u n d ed  back to ­
gether. Chipped and dis­
co lo red  te e th  can be 
bonded and cleaned. The 
resin used transm its light 
b e t te r  th an  porcela in  
caps, and can be shaded 
to  match any color.

Bonding, moreover, is 
simple. It was pioneered-- 
th e  e tch in g  tech n iq u e  
used just prior to the 
ac tu a l bonding- by Dr, 
Michael Buonocore of the 
E astm an  D ental C are 
Center in Rochester, N.Y. 
B uonocore a lso  used  
bonding to seal children's 
teeth and found such seal­
ing reduced cavities by 
n inety  p e rcen t! W ork

The new techniques 
are not practiced by many 
dentists, especially those 
who have not had the 
latest training. Some will, 
no doubt, human nature 
b e in g  hum an  n a tu re ,  
depreciate them.

Not Oldest
One news item which a t­
tracted much attention in 
recent years was the claim 
th a t th e  so u th e rn  A p­
p a lac h ian s  w ere th e  
w orld's oldest m ountains.

Not tru e -say s  one of 
the best qualified experts 
in North Carolina. Dr. 
Paul Fullagar, chairman 
of the geology departm ent 
at the University of North 
C aro lin a , e s t im a te s  th e  
age of the A ppalachians at 
about a billion years.

Using the technique of

m e a su rin g  th e  ag e  ot 
rocks by the amount of 
radioactive m aterial they 
contain {radioactive 
uranium decays into lead, 
as one example, and there 
are other products which 
evolve as rad io ac tiv ity  
d im in i s h e s ) ,  F u l l a g a r  
thinks ihe Appalachians 
were much fla tter just 60 
or 70 million years ago.

He believes the Ap­
palachians have risen and 
fallen several times in the 
last billion years and that 
the World's o ldest rocks 
m ay be in M in n e so ta , 
G reenland or Australia.

In the last article we 

mentioned foods that are 
in purines. These purines, 
we explained, are converted 
into uric arid-and when too 
much uric acid accumulates 
in the blood, it can’t be held 
in solution--and crystals are 
formed.

These crystals are needle 
and rod shaped, and they 
have favortie places to accu­
mulate.

It should be noted, how­
ever. that they can accumu­
late in any joint, although it's 
most commonly the big toes, 
fingers, ankles, wrists, el­
bows and knees.

Ceiling fans might make you 
think of steamy island hidea­
ways or "Casablanca.'* But 
they can also help you have a 
more comfortable summer 
right in your own home. From 
ornate brass to pastel plastic 
models, ceiling fans are back 
in style.

You don't have to have a 
12-foot ceilings that arc at 
least eight-feet high, since the 
blades are at least one-foot 
from the ceiling. For cathedral 
ceilings, an extension pole can 
be used to place the fan at the 
desired height.

Choose a ceiling fan based 
on the size and shape of the 
room. Most fans range from 
36-to 56-inches in diameter. 
The 36-inch fan is useful in 
narrow spaces like kitchens, 
porches and sunrooms. The 
52-inch fan is generally used in 
larger areas requiring a wider, 
more uniform distribution of 
air movement.

As you shop foe a fan, notice 
that some have metal housing 
and hand-rubbed wooden 
blades. Other models are 
housed in plastic with either 
metal or plastic blades.

Metal blades are potentially 
more dangerous than wood or 
plastic. Any sharp-edged or 
thin blade can injure your 
hand if it accidentally touches 
the moving fan. So as a safety 
precaution, select units with 
blades no less than 3/16 inch 
thick at the tip.

a  you want a fan with 
variable speeds, be prepared 
for a little noise. Some ceiling 
fans with speed control make a 
noise that sounds similar to 
the hum from a faulty fluor­
escent light.

Ceding fan lights range 
from small fluorescent tubes to 
ornate globes. Carefully 
choose a place for a fan with a 
light. For example, a fan with 
■ light fixture suspended from 
an eight-foot ceiling will prob­
ably be too low.

A fan hanging low over 
tables or furnniture may not 
present much of a problem. 
Bid in traffic areas, the light 

i could become an obstacle. 
Some manufacturers offer a 
low-profile model light for 
such areas.

Ceiling fans range in price 
from ISO to over SI ,000. 
Higher priced models are of­
ten primarily decorative acces­
sories cast of solid brass or 
finished with highly ornate 
trim, stenciling and hand­
crafted detail. But the majority 
of models are in the S100 to 
5400 price range.

Installing a ceiling fan re­
quires either an electrician or a 
competent do-it-youiselfer. 
The easiest form of installation 
is to use existing wiring from 
an overhead light fixture.

Don't install a fan near 
curtains that might become 
entangled in the blades. Also, 
keep it away from areas where 
people change clothes. A low 
fan can harm a person raising 
his arms to dress.

Although a ceiling fan 
should produce years of reli­
able service, check the manu­
fac tu rer’s w arranty. Most 
makers guarantee the motor 
for five years, but be sure to 
ask about servicing. Some 
manufacturers supply a toll- 
free number to answer con­
sumer’s questions, others; 
have a network of service 
centers, and some neglect to 
mention service. So before you 
buy, ask the dealer what type 
of service is available.

With the wide variety of 
style, features, and prices 
available, you should be able 
to find a ceiling fan to suit your 
needs both for style and 
comfort.

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New bank plans kindle Gibner memories

Clay G ibner, as he  ap p eared  shortly  
a fter the opening in 1960 fo r the 
cu rren t F irst S tate Bank building

The historic m om ent was p a s t-  
Clay G ibner. C hairm an of the Board 
of F irst S tate  Bank of Spearm an, and 
Spearm an M ayor C. R alph B lodgett 
had ju s t signed the necessary papers 
sealing the agreem ent fo r the City of 
Spearm an to purchase the presen t 
F irst S tate  Bank building for a new  
d ty  hall for $390,000.

A fter a brief exchange of compli­
m ents betw een the m ayor and  tbe 
bead of the bank, a t the signing last 
Friday. G ibner leaned back in the 
chair a t his desk. H e com m ented on 
selling the bank building to  the d ty , 
and mention plans for a bigger, 
b e tte r F irst S tate Bank facility. Then 
he rem inisced on the h istory  of 
banking in H ansford County.

G ibner told M ayor B lodgett the 
d ty  was getting a fine facility for d ty  
hall, one that people of the 
comm unity would be proud of for 
years to  oome.

" I 'l l  bet y ou ,"  he said, " th a t  th is 
(building) cou ldn 't be  built today for 
twice w hat you paid  for i t ."

H e  added  th a t selling th e  bank  
building to the d ty . also benefitted  
th e  bank, making it e a s ie r  for the 
bank to proceed with p lans to build 
its new  facility.

G ibner could not g ive m any 
details on th e  new  banking facility 
F irst S tate  Bank is planning to  erect 
o ther than  to  say. " I t 'l l  be  som e­
thing m arvelous."

He could give no dollar figure cast 
for construction, and no details as to 
size and  design of th e  struc tu re .

" I t 's  too early—all tha t has to  be 
worked o u t,"  he said. H e did reveal 
th a t Chick Lee and A sso d a tes  of 
D enver, Colo, have been  re ta ined  as 
architects for the bank, w hich will be 
constructed on tbe N ortheast C ourt 
Place property recently pu rchased  
by th e  bank. Tbe property takes up 
an en tire  block and  is bounded  by 
North Bernice, E ast K enneth , N orth 
Endicott and E ast A venue A. It U 
the grounds w here travelling carn i­
vals and circuses frequently  se t up  
the ir show s, just north  of H ansford 
County C ourthouse.

G ibner said tha t w hen the p resen t 
bank building was constructed  in 
1960, bank offidals fell they had  a 
facility adequate  to  m eet the bank­
ing needs of the com m unity for 
m any years to come.

B ut by 1975, the bank h«d grown 
to such an e x te n t-h a d  added  
em ployees to  w here elbow  room was 
needed, so an addition w as built.

"N ow  we’re crowded ag a in ,"  
G ibner Baid, explaining in p art why 
F irst S ta te  is going to  build  a  new  
building.

Today, G ibner Baid, the bank has 
deposits totalling " d o s e  to  $45 
m illion,' '  and he  rem arked the benk 
had p rospered  because " I  feel wa ve 
been takiDg c a n  of th e  hunU ng 
needs of the com m unity ."

B u t G ibner can also rem em ber 
less prosperous tim es for hwnlf* and 
bnnkere, and for good reason. He 
hob been associated  w ith banking in 
H i j f o r d  County since his high 
scL x j I days.

The G uaranty  S tate  Bank of Old 
H ansford  w as less  th an  two years 
old w hen  th e  banker go t sick and 
asked G ib n er w ho had  fust fin ished  
h igh  school am i w as looking fo r a  fob 
to  Oil in  at the bank.

T hat w as in 1919 an d  th e  " f ill in  
job”  becam e a  p e rm an en t one— 
G ibner h a s  been in banking ever 
since.

which has now  been sold to the  City 
of Spearmen for a C ity Hall.

G ibner likes to  say that certain  
old tim ers claim he got his s ta rt in 
banking as a  janitor, and  with a little 
g rin  he adm its  th is is not too far 
from th e  tru th .

•*j g u ess  you could say th is is 
t r u e -a s  th e  jun ior m em ber of a two 
m an staff. T d id  thn sw eeping and 
m any o th e r necessary  tasks as well 
as working in  banking.

B ut G ibner did not stay  long with 
the G uaranty  Bank, fo re runner of 
the p resen t day F irs t S ta te  Bank. H e 
recalled. " I  s ta rted  work at the bank 
for $30 a  m o n th ,"  bu t th a t he stayed  
w ith th e  bank only Eve m onths, 
being lu red  away to th e  com petition, 
the F irs t N ational Bank, also located 
at tha t tim e in O ld H ansford .

" T h e  N ational B enk offered me 
$75 a  m onth , 1 w as looking fo r the 
big m oney, so I w ent to  work for 
th e m ."

W hile G ibner w as working for 
F irst N ational in  Old H ansford , the 
G uaranty  B ank w as m oved in to  the 
new  ra ilhead  cen te r of S pearm an  in  
D ecem ber 1919, and  firs t located  In 
a fram e building on th e  site  w here 
T rans petoo is now located. The 
building w as Later replaced with a 
brick struc tu re .

G ibner said  he s tayed  w ith F irst 
N ational and  w hen the bank was 
also m oved to  S pearm an  in D ecem ­
ber 1919, he w as prom oted to 
cash ier of th e  bank in O ctober 1925.

In 1926, th e  ow ner of the 
G uaranty S tate  B ank changed its 
nam e to  F idelity  B ank of Comm erce, 
bu t In 1930, w hen a  local g ro u p -)  .R, 
C o lla rd , P .B . H ig g s . W a lte r  
W ilm eth and  H .B . H art purchased  
the bank, they changed  the nam e to 
its p re sen t title.

They also h ired  G ibner away from 
F irst N ational to  serve as vice 
p residen t u nder C ollard who was 
presiden t.

G ibner served in tha t capacity 
un til Collard d ied  in  1952 and he was 
elec ted  presiden t. G ibner rem arked,
"1 had  the best bunch of d irectors In 
the  world. W hen they began  to pass 
out of th e  picture, they w anted m e to 
have th e  bank (as chairm an) and 
they m ade it possible for m e to  get 
i t ."

G ibner can rem em ber the ups and  
downs of the tim es in the banking 
business, when the G uaranty  B ank 
was founded in 1917 ru ling  over 
asse ts of H ansford County Bank, an 
unincorporated firm, asse ts to ta led  
$47,696.30. There w are $18,705.89 
out on loans and d iscounts an d  only 
$15,386.63 on deposit, a  fa r  cry from 
today’s figures.

G ibner can rem em ber the e ra s  of 
drought and depression, of ra in  and  
bum per crops, of cattle  m arket 
collapses and oil boom, and  of th e  
ooming of irrigated  farm ing an d  th e  
boom in banking it brought.

He said oldtim eta will te ll you th e  
depression y e a n  w ere no t th e  w orst 
for H ansford C ountians. H e eeid .

1925 w as w o n e  than  any tim e in 
the '3 0 's " .  H e said  th a t w as w hen 
the cattle  m arket crashed , even tua l­
ly leading to conversion to  w heat 
fanning throughout m uch of th e  era .

A t for th e  depression , h e  sa id  he  
can recall F red  Hoe kins en d  I 
running th e  bank in 1930. H e said  
tim es w ere so  hard , it w a sn 't h ard  to  
run the bank. All we had  to do wo* to  
open up , m ake change and  d o se  up. 
W henever som ebodv did  aom e in fo r

Chapel bells ringing at WT
WTSt) -  A tradition which 

has been absent at West Texas 
State University for six yean 
hat returned with the sounds of 
beD-ringing

Each day the new chime 
system at Joseph A. Hill 
Memorial Chapel heralds the 
hoar with hymns and other 
mtsical selections.

i  Chronobetl system made by 
the Maas-Rowe Carillons com­
pany of Escondido, Calif., was 
installed July S

Raising funds to purchase a 
new chime system for the cam­
pus chapel was begun as a 
special project last spring 
semester by members of Buf­
falo Belles, a campus spirit 
organisation. Individuals and 
other campus organisations 
hive donated almost fl.MO 
toward the purchase.

During the May meeting of 
the WTSU Board of Regents, 
Patty Scott, a  graduate student 
from Pritd> who is Student 
Government president for 
lSSUt, told board members 
about die project. T. Boone 
Pickens, Jr., of Amarillo, board 
chairperson, suggested that 
board members underwrite the 
cost of the project to allow the 
purchase and installation of the 
beD system before the beginn­
ing of the fall sememster.

Other board members agreed 
and the system was purchased. 
The compos fund-raising drive 
will continue this (all to colled 
the purchase price of *4,570.

The system, similar to a corn- 
pad home stereo system, is 
enclosed In a box measuring 41 
inches high by about 8  Inches 
wide. The purchase price In­
cluded five tapes of recorded 
gospel hymns, Christmas and 
Easter selections, a swinging 
bell tape with the sotmd of a 
single bell and a tape which will 
be recorded with patriotic 
songs, the WTSU fight song and 
alma mater.

Dr. Gary Garner, professor of 
music and director of WTSU 
bands, wrote the melody line for 
the WTSU songs which are be­
ing recorded with bells at the 
company.

"It's  like an eight-track 
tape," said Cindy Pearce, coor­

dinator of residential living and 
a sponsor of Buffalo Bettes. 
“When it finishes all the songs, 
it goes back to the first song.” 

,The system allows a different 
song to be played each hour. 
The chimes are set to ring on 
the hour from 10 am. to t  p.m. 
each day. Tapes also msy be set 
to play for an extended period 
by time or by the number of 
songs, said Pearce.

The automatic system also in­
dudes a clock timer which was 
rebuilt from the dock in the 
former system, also manufac­
tured by Maas-Rowe. Pearce 
said the university also traded 
the speakers for a credit of 
about MOO.

The system will shut down 
automatically when power fails 
and can be manually reac­
tivated. Five speakers may be 
accommodated by the system, 
but only two a rt in place, said 
Pearce, because of the proximi­
ty to the nearby residence hall 
and classroom building. Since 
the chapel was dedicated at 
Homecoming in 1860, the small 
butldiig located among trees 
between Cousins Hail and the 
Science Center on the southeast 
come: of campus, has become 
the scene of numerous occa­
sions. The chimes also were 
dedicated in 1990 by members 
of Delta Zeta Chi, a  campus 
sorority.

The chapel was dedicated as 
the Joseph A. Hill Memorial 
Chapel in 1962 to honor the se­
cond president of WTSU whose 
memorabilia are preserved In a 
case In the chapel entry hall.

Two recent WTSU presidents 
have desired a return to tradi­
tion and reactivated the 
chimes. Dr. Lloyd I. Watkins, 
fourth president from 1973-77, 
requested that the chimes ring 
again three times each day in 
1971. The five set* of songs were 
played when a punch tape was

activated.
Max Sherman, fifth president 

from 1977-82, requested that 
music again chime the hour the 
following year. The chimes 
were reactivated from 10 a.m. 
to 10 p.m. Monday through Sun­
day. The revived tradition was 
discontinued each time.

The university does not 
receive state funds for the 
chapel and the lack of locally- 
generated funds baa prevented 
consistent maintenance of the 
chapel and the chimes. The 
fund opened by the Buffalo 
Belles members also will pro­
vide money for maintenance of 
the chapel, said Pearce.,

New tapes and music were 
purchased by members of the 
Sheffy family of Canyon in the 
late 1960s. Mrs. L  F. Sheffy, 
wife gf a now deceased WTSU 
history professor, had served as 
Delta Zeta Chi sponsor in the 
late 1940b and early 1950b when 
the chimes were dedicated.

The Belles group, which has 
SO members, was organised In 
1978 as a Christian spirit group. 
Although the “Christian" has 
been dropped from the group's 
charter, said Pearce, members 
concentrate on building spirit 
and inspiration for the universi­
ty

Members are initiated during 
ceremonies at the chapel and 
attend Christmas and Easter 
services. Members of the 
group's pledge class last spring 
recovered the chapel's song 
books as a project.

“It's a special place to them 
and they wanted to do 
something to be lasting that 
shows attention to WTSU. This 
fits with the spirit theme,” said 
Pearce

"We've already had some 
cabs from people saying how 
nice the chimes sound and ask­
ing if they will continue," she 
said.

CAUSE OF CRIB DEATH 
B STILL A MYSTERY

The mother of an apparently 
healthy infant lays her child in 
hu crib. An hour later the 
mother discovers that the sleep­
ing child has died, a victim of 
sudden infant death syndrome, 
or SIDS.

A scene similar to this one oc­
curs (,900 times each year in 
this country, says the Texas 
Medical Association. That 
means one of every 900 live bir­
ths.

The death is unexpected and 
the cause unknown. SIDS itself 
was unknown until the 1980b, 
when the phenomenon was 
given its name. It was the 
mid-1970s before SIDS, also 
known as "crib death," was us­
ed as s cause of death on death 
certificates.

Now it is the most common 
cause of death in infants 2 
weeks to a year old, accounting 
for a third of these deaths 
Several groups have responded 
with funding for research, infor­
mation distribution, and paren­
tal counseling.

SIDS occurs 
more frequently in boys than in 
girls and in winter more than in 
summer. Most infants with 
SIDS die in their sleep, with no 
signs of trouble and no crying 
out.
