Will Feature Economy 
Test Of Chevrolets 
July 15 thru July 29

Proof of the economy of 
Chevrolet cars has been reduced 
to a mechanical test that proves 
the exact mileage that can be 
secured from every drop of gas 
used. This popular nation-wide 
test was scheduled for Spearman 
on May 8th, but death in the Mc­
Clellan family eaused the post- 
ponment, and William E. Me, 
Clellan announces the official 
test is -available in Hansford 
county July 15 thru July 29.

The test is open to • everyone 
18 years and older, according to 
William E. McClellan of the Mc­
Clellan Co. A simple scientific 
device consisting mainly of a 
glass container holding just one 
pint, has been devised to enable 
the driver to watch the gasoline 
consumed as he drives. The con­
tainer is mounted above the hood, 
right in line of vision, and is con­
nected with the engine by a tube 
w-ith a shut-off valve. Results 
are said to be accurate within 
a very narrow margin.

In use, the container Is filled 
with a measured pint of fuel. Be 
fore its valve is turned on, the 
regular gasoline feed to the en­
gine is turned off, and the en­
gine is l-it-i until it stops, indi­
cating that fuel in the carburet­
or and feed line is exhausted. 
'1 hen the valve leading to the 
Mileage Meter is opened, the en­
gine is started and the test is 
under way.

Mileage on the odometer is 
noted carefully wihen the car i., 
started, and again when exhaus­
tion of its gas causes the engine 
to stop.

Mr. McClellan said that his 
company would welcome the op­
portunity to put one of its cars 
in the hands of any qualified 
driver desiring to make the 
Metered Mileage Test. No obliga­
tion is involved, he added.

Best available shipping and 
storage records of Hansford 
county indicate the 1939 wheat 
crop, a t least 90 percent harvest­
ed, amounts to near a million 
bushels.

Shipping records show 212 
cars have been shipped out of 
Gru’ver, 135 cars from Spearman

In terms of bushels the por­
tion of the 1939 wheat crop ac­
counted for todate would be 
912,500 bushels. It is estimated 
that wheat .stored on farm s 
wheat shipped und stored at 
Bernstein would enable the re­
cord to go above the million 
bushel record. This indicates 
th a t the 1939 crop will amount 
to somewhere near a million and 
ti quarter bushels, far short of 
the near 2 million bu’shels har­
vested in the county last year.
