The Lynx received the opening 
kickoff, but could not generate much 
yardage and punted. From their own 
45 the Elks moved the ball in for the 
score in seven plays with Gomez 
getting the TD on a three-yard, 
up-the-middle burst. The kick try for 
extra point was no good and with 
6:53 left in the firet quarter it was 
6-0, Elks.

Ricky Lopez took the Elk after 
touchdown kickoff at about the 16 
end returned it to the Lynx 34. Three 
running tries by Vasquez netted two 
yards and the Lynx punted.

The game settled briefly into a 
duel of three plays and a punt, three 
plays and a punt by both offenses, 
before the Elks generated a drive 
that was axed when Gomez fumbled 
away the ball to the Lynx at the tail 
end of a 31-yard run, and the Lynx 
took over on their own 15.

The Lynx 
could not gain a first down despite a 
seven yard pass play from Donahue 
to strong end Steve Burke, and 
disaster struck when the Lynx tried 
to punt. The snap was bad, forcing a 
fumble. The punter covered but it 
was the Elks ball at the Lynx 13. 
After gaining one yard, Gomez 
roared up the middle and dived 
across the goal for the TD at 8:20 
left in the first half it was 18-0. It 
stayed that way as J eff Laird made a 
diving knockdown of Holman's pass 
to David Naugle on the PAT 
attempt.

The Lynx came out fired up at 
halftime and greatly slowed the Elk 
running game. Eariy in the third 
quarter Spearman launched a drive 
on the hard running of Paul Lopez. 
Vasquez and Ricky Lopez, but the 
Elks finally stopped the drive at the 
Elk 23 when a screen pass play to 
Burke went for seven yards on a 
fourth and nine.

Vasquez intercepted a third down
Holman pass and returned it to the 
Elk 28 to renew the Spearman 
momentum.

Gallops of six and 4 yards by Paul 
Lopez aided the drive, but two 
consecutive penalties against the 
Lynx slowed it. Then a two yard gain 
by Vasquez set up a second and 17 at 
the Elk 25, and the Lynx executed a 
beautiful reverse, with Ricky Lopez 
carrying to tha Elk 16.

Another 15 yard penalty broke the 
forward momentum of the Lynx, but

There was one minute left to play 
in the third quarter. The Spearman 
Lynx trailed 16-0, but had the ball on 
a third down and goal to go at the 
Stretford 9. Lynx quarterback Ross 
Donahue crouched, took the snap, 
then swiftly straightened and threw 
a lightning quick pass right over 
center.

Slicing across the field from his 
split end post, Mac McLain took the 
ball and without breaking stride 
crossed the goal for a touchdown. It 
was one of those perfectly executed 
plays just like the coaches drew on 
the chalkboard, and it was followed 
by a flawless extra point boot by 
Mark Guthrie. And with 58 seconds 
remaining in the third quarter the 
Elk lead was cut to 18-7.

But if this play worked out just 
according to plan, it was one of very 
few things that went right against 
the Elks in the Beason opener for 
both teams Friday night at Lynx 
stadium, won by Stratford 20-7.

Tbe Lynx came into the game 
fired up to break the Elks' long 
standing jinx over them and avenge 
last year's last minute loss in 
Stratford, but it was not to be. 
Perhaps they were a little too 
anxious, jumping offsides on several 
occasions and committing other 
offenses that cost them dearly in 
penalties.

Actually, the agressive Elks drew 
more yardage in penalties, being 
penalized 145 yards to only 95 for 
Spearman. B ut-another of those 
things that just went wrong for the 
Lynx-an unbelievable number of 
their penalties came at the worst 
possible time, killing potential 
Spearman scoring marches, or set­
ting up Elk scores.

Three bad snaps from center in 
punting situations led to Elk scores, 
one of them causing safety in the 
Lynx end zone for Stretford’ s final 
two points, and the earlier two 
giving the Elks the opportunity to 
score, which they did.

But the very woret thing that went 
wrong for the Lynx Friday night 
wore num ber44 on his Elk uniform. 
Senior running back Sammy Gomez 
slashed around and through the 
Lynx defense for 166 yards in IS 
carries, scoring the Elks three 
touchdowns, all three of the Elks' 
touchdowns, aU of them in the first 
half.

In a way the Lynx-Elk contest was 
like two separate games. The first 
was all Elks as they rolled up 18 
unanswered points, on runs by 
Gomez who had amassed almost 150 
yards rushing by halftime.

By contrast, the second half was a 
hard-fought fairly even contest in 
which the Lynx contained the highly 
explosive Elk running game, and 
actually outpointed the visitors 7-2.

And while the Lynx slowed Gomez 
to 17 yards in seven carries in the 
last half, they were led on offense by 
number 44 of their own, tailback 
Julio Vasquez. Vasquez. who bad 
rushed for 25 yards in the firet half, 
toted the ball six times for 43 yards

Denny Ray Brewer, 19. originally 
from Waka, received a two-year 
probated sentence from Judge 
Blackburn. Brewer had just been 
returned here after being picked up 
in G ainesville on a Hansford County 
warrant for jumping bail.

Once he was returned to the 
custody of Hansford County Sher­
i f fs  Department, the bail 
jumping charge was dropped and 
the original charge of burglary was 
reinstated before he was taken to 
court. Sheriff McFarlin said.

According to the sheriff, J ames 
Wyrick. 28. of Spearman was picked 
up Aug. 30 and turned over to the 
S h eriffs  office in Altus, Okla. where 
he allegedly charged with fraud.

Faithful Greyhound football fans 
who traveled to Vega Friday night 
and saw the Cruver team escape 
with a 7-6 season opening victory 
over the Longhorns will tell you the 
game oouldn't have been much 
doser.

Quarterback Chad Logsdon lofted 
the scoring pass to Cator who was 
moving in heavy defensive traffic 
near the bacldine of the end zone. 
The 139-pound senior end leaped 
high at the backline, and
hauled in the paas, holding on 
although a defender was riding his 
back. The weight of the defender 
caused Cator to fall across the 
backline out of the end zone, but not 
soon enough to prevent the touch­
down.

Rod Been. 179-pound senior full 
hack then booted the point after 
conversion attempt between the 
uprights for what later turned out to 
be the crudal winning point.

WTSU-More than 400 be­
ginning freshman students at 
West Tesas State University 
from seven states have been 
awarded a S200 Don and Sybil 
Harrington Scholarship for the 
l 983-84 academic year.

Scholarships are awarded 
each year to students who will 
attend WTSU as freshman and 
who were members of high 
school National Honor Society 
chapters or similar organiza­
tions.

Don and Sybil Harrington 
Honor Scholarships were be­
gun in 1979 with an endow­
ment from the Don and Sybil 
Harrignton Foundation of 
Amarillo.
