When the Lynx have the ball they
will be going primarily against a 52
defense, Lanier said.

"They use a lot of motion,
screens, slot back, traps, and
counter options.

Lynx win battle but lose war

The Spearman Lynx have learned
just what it means to ''win a battle
but lose the war."

Friday night the Lynx battered
and bounced the Stinnett Rattlers,
decisively winning the battle of the
stats. But Stinnett won the war on
the scoreboard 7-6 in a defensive
duel not settled until a pass from
Lynx quarterback Ross Donahue was
jarred loose from the grasp of ace
receiver Mac Mclain in the Rattler
end zone on the last play of the
game.

It was ever close, a game decided
by inches and split seconds. Fired
up for their homecoming, the
Rattlers played a tremendous defen-
sive play when it counted.

On the defense, they were
matched by a bristling Lynx defense
that kept the Rattlers bottled up,
except for three plays, but those
three plays resulted in Stinnett TD,
and was followed by the extra point
kick that won it for the Rattlers.

The Lynx scored first, after
forcing a Rattler tumover. The
touchdown came on the Lynx
favorite pass and catch combination
--a 26-yard bread and butter pass
from Donahue to McLain. The Lynx
touchdown came with 4:43 left in the
first quarter for a 6-0 Spearman
lead.

Then came one of the key
defansive plays of the game for the
Rattlers. Mark Guthrie toed the ball
for the Lynx on the extra point try,
but Rattler defensive back, Alex
DeLuna broke through to block the
kick, plays that later proved decisive
as the Rattlers margin of victory was
their successful conversion kick.

In fact, it was the fantastic all
around defensive play of DelLuna
that more than anything else did the
Lynx in. He teamed with Stinnett
gophomore guard Jay Young to
block a 27-yard field goal attempt by
Steve Burke that would have, if
successfully kicked, have lifted the
Lynx to a 97 victory.

DeLuna also intercepted three

Lynx passes. It was his interception
of a first and goal from the three
yard line pass by Donahue that
killed an almost certain Lynx
come-from-behind TD in the last two
minutes of play. And he knocked the
pass out of McLain's grasp on the
final play of the game.

A short Lynx punt into the 35-40
m.p.h. gale force winds gave the
Rattlers the ball at the Lynx 30 late
in the third quarter and set up the
tying Rattler TD and winning PAT.

Two pass plays were broken up by
the alert Lynx secondary, and
penalty set the Rattlers back to the
Lynx 45. But on third and 15 from
that point, Rattler quarterback
Gritch Greer dropped back to pass,
managed to elude a strong rush by
Burke, tucked the ball away, and ran
all the way to the Lynx eight for a
first down. Two plays later Greer-a
state high hurdles champion--car
ried across from the 2 for the TD and
with 11:18 left to play, the score was
knotted, 8-all.

David Luman then booted the
point after conversion for the 7-6
Stinnett lead, the eventual margin of
victory.

The Lynx threatened several
times. Early in the third quarter, a
Spearman drive was snuffed by and
end zone interception. Midway
through the fourth quarter, after the
Rattler TD, Guthrie gave the Lynx
excellent field position when he
reached in and stripped the ball
from Rattler running back Mike
Drake at the Rattler 25.

On the running of Julio Vasquez
and Lopez, the Lynx moved the ball
to the Rattler 15, but the Stinnett
defense stiffened, and Spearman
tried the field goal by Burke,
blocked by DeLuna and Young, with
8:18 left to play.

At that point the neversay-die
Spearman defense held the Rattlers
to minus yardage and forced a punt.

With 6:16 left to play, the Lynx
again mounted a drive this time
from their own 36. Donahue rifled a

pass to Burke and the big strong end
broke a couple of tackles carrying
the ball for a first on the Rattler 48.
Donahue came back to Burke agian
on a crossing pattern, moving the
ball to a second and three on the
Rattler 41. After an incomplete pass
to McLain, Vasquez picked up a
clearing block and rambled to a first
on the Rattler 37.

Two running plays neeted only a
yard, but a Donahue to Vazquez
sideline pass kept the drive alive
with a first down on the Rattler 13.
There was a two yard loss on the
next play, a wide pitch to Vasquez,
but a penalty on the following play
moved the ball to the Rattler 10.

Vasquez drove to the five and
Donahue moved the ball to a first on
the three on a keeper. At this point
Donahue tossed a pass. It was
picked off in the end zone by DeLuna
and returned to the two.

Greer gave Stinnett some breath-
ing space with a sneak to the six.
Three plays later the Rattlers
punted--right back into trouble.
With 57 seconds left, the Lynx took
to the air trying to pull out a win.

The first pass was short, but a
second to McLian gained five yards.
With third and five at the Rattler 36,
Donahue tossed to McLain in the
end zone, but the swift wide receiver
could not hang on.

Then it was all down to one play,
fourth and five at the Rattler 36 with
seven seconds left. Again Donahue
tossed for McLain in the end zone,
and McLain made a good grab, but
the ball was knocked loose by
DeLuna and that was the game.

The Lynx dominated the stats,
rolling to 11 first downs while
holding the Rattlers to five, and
amassing 130 yards rushing to 98 for
Stinnett. The Lynx passed 21 times
and completed seven for 70 yards,
but suffered three interceptions,
while the Rattlers passed 11 times,
completing two for 12 yards and
were intarcepted twice,

Ladies Golf
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Hansford County commissioners
voted additional financial support
for Gruver Fire Department's fire-
fighting efforts in rural areas of the
county during a commissioner's
court session Monday.

Gruver fire fighters on an on-call
basis for runs out into the rural

areas, but the fire department needs
additional operating funds, the
commissioners were told.

After lengthy discussion, the
commissioners voted unanimously
on a motion by Commissioner B.].
Renner, seconded by Commissioner
Val Winger, to contract with the City
of Gruver for the county to provide
an additional $2,700 per year, to
help support the fire department's
rural fire fighting capability and
efforts.

Hansford County clerk Amelia
J ohnson presented facts on micro--
film equipment that could be utilized
in the clerk's office. She told the
court the micro-filming system
would allow the micro-filming to be
done in the courthouse and elimi-
nate the current practice of using a
Dallas firm to process the film

This would make for a quicker
“turnaround’’ on microfilming and
save time, the commissioners were
told. The Dallas microfilming ser
vice requires films be shot at the

courthouse and be sent to Dallas for
processing. Under this system, the
cerk's office must make a plain

paper copy for the files

The new system would eliminate
the microfilming service's proces-
sing charge, the freight charges
back and forth, and would result in
approximately 75 percent saving in
storage space she said.

According to County Judge R.1
McClellan the county is not cramped
for filing storage space at the
present but, he said, Mrs. ] ohnson
can foresee a storage problem
“*down the line'’ in the future.

It currently costs the county
some $6,000 to $7,000 a year for the
Dallas firm's microfilming service,
including freight charges both ways.

After a long discussion the
commissioners tabled the microfilm-
ing topic for further study.

SMALL APPLIANCE
GIFT-GIVING

There's hardly a food prep
aration task on earth that
cannot be done with one of the
many small electric appliances
on the market. You can deep
fry single servings of food,
cook a single hamburger, grill
sandwiches, fill cream puffs,
make hors d'oeuvres, peel
potatoes and fry perfect bacon
electrically.

Many of these appliances
are quite useful. Most ame
relatively inexpensive and take
little energy to operate. Does
this make them ideal Christ
mas gifts for those special
people on your list? Mayhe
yes, maybe no.

First, ask yourself if the
intended receiver has a place
to put another appliance. If the
answer is ‘‘mo’’ you might
want to consider a magazine
subscription, a box of Texas
citrus, or a gift package of
homemade preserves instead.

If the answer is *'yes'". then
consider whether the person
will actually use the appliance.

A gift will be much more
appreciated if it is actuallly
used than if it is this season’s
“*hot item'" that sits on a shelf
the rest of the year. We know
from research that people are
less likely to use electrical
appliances received as gifts
than those they select for
themselves. So it's probably a
good idea to get some idea of
the person’s opinion and pre-
ferences about a small appli-
ance before buying one.

Some other questions to
guide the would-be gift giver
include:

--Does the applicance do a
task now performed by ano-
ther appliance? If so, will it do
the job faster and less expen-
sively?

--Will it serve more than one
function? If so. are these
functions truly useful?

--Does it have an Under-
writer's Laboratory (UL) seal
certifying the electrical safety
of both the appliance and the
cord.

-Is adequate wiring avail-
able? Too many small, espec-
ially heat producing appli-
ances can overload a circuit.

~ls there a warranty? Does
it cover parts and service?

-l service available locally?
Or will the appliance need to
be sent to a central service
center at the owner's expense?

«ls there any test data
available you can use to make
brand comparisons before
buying the item?

We often say that it's the
though that counts rather than
the gift itself. But a truly
thoughtful gift is onme that
considers the real needs of the
receiver.
