COTTON FLEAHOPPERS - - 
How and when flcahoppers 

affect cotton plants appar­
ently depends on the age 
of the plant and soil mo­
isture conditions, believe 
researchers widi the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment 
Station. The fleahopper 
is one of the most destruc­
tive cotton insects; one 
insect per plant can cause 
stunting during the fout- 
to -six -leaf stage. Flea- 
hoppers were found to have 
no effect on square form­
ation but did increase 
square losses. Water stress­
ed plants lost fewer squares 
witn fleahoppers present 
than Jidnon-stressed plants.

ON THE BALLOT

Revising the separa­
tion of powers, legisla­
tive and executive provi­
sions of the Texas Con­
stitution Article II, Sep­
aration of Powers, is 
amended to:

TEXAS TOPS IN FARM­
LAND OWNERS - - -Texas 
boasts more farmland 
owners than any other state 
in the nation, says an e c ­
onomist for the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service. 
Texas has 267. 000 of the 
3 .3  million farmland own­
ers in the United States.
The next leading states are 
Iowa and Illinois. Texas 
also leads in the number 
of nonfarm land owners, or 
landlords who lease their 
land to others, with 87 ,500. 
Individual Texas land hold­
ings by both farmers and 
non-farmets average 584 
acres compared to 320 acres 
for the national average.

Funeral Home Problems 
Not In Evidence Here

Recent publicity about the 
two-year investigation into the 
nation’s funeral industry by the 
F ed eral Trade Commisalon 
has had little effect upon local 
funeral homes, according to 
Dick Bosw ell of Bosw ell 
Brothers in Perryton.

The FTC report indicated 
that their investigators found a 
number of incidents where 
funeral home operators put 
pressure on bereaved families 
to buy funerals they could not 
afford, found others used the

“bait and switch” method to 
load up families with un­
necessary expense, and per­
formed other acts detrimental 
to these families.

“We deal with a higher class 
of people out here,” Boswell 
said, "and I don't know of any 
funeral home in this area that 
has ever been charged with 
dealing in the kind of tactics 
cited by the FTC .”

Boswell said that the local 
funeral home has always had a 
single unit pricing system for 
funerals, meaning that when 
the family chooses a casket at 
a certain price, this price in­
cludes all the other services 
that go with a funeral.

Because of the FTC reports, 
the local funeral home will now 
go to a multiple pricing system 
which lists each item in the 
service separately and if a 
family wants to cut out any of
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these items, they are free to do
so.

One of the practices crltisad 
by the FTC was that of "body 
snatching'' or picking up a 
body and embalming it without 
asking the family Involved.

Boswell saya that this has 
never been done here. As for 
embalming, It has become a 
routine practice, although 
Texas law provides that a body 
can be buried without being 
embalmed if It la done In leas 
than 24 hours. No body can be 
transported without being 
embalmed, however.

The price of a funeral at 
Boswell Bros, range* from $892 
to $3,900, depending upon the 
kind and quality of casket 
selected. Boswell saya that he 
has never had a $3,900 funeral, 
but that there have been 
several at $2,896.

During the past year, 70 per 
cent of the funerals at the local 
funeral home have been In the 
31,280 bracket, with the others 
falling In the more expensive 
and leaa expensive category.
A survey made last year by 

the funeral home Industry 
revealed that the average 
funeral home had an expense 
figure of $900 per funeral, 
counting all of the overhead.

The funeral service Includes 
the cost of the casket, a vault if 
desired, the embalming and 
preparation of the body, 
arranging for the flowers, 
making arrangements for the 
church and minister, providing 
the hearse, calling the 
pallbearers, getting the folders 
printed, locating the graveaite 
and digging the grave, Closing 
the grave after burial, setting 
up the tent for graveside 
services, notifying local 
newspapers, radio stations and 
television stations, and at­
tending to all the other 
arrangements.

In order to provide funeral 
services, a firm must maintain 
a staff of people the year 
around, along with a building,
vehicles and other equipment 
Most funeral homes have a 
small chapel for som r 
tuner sis.

Funeral homes have other 
items of expense, too, including 
the problem of collecting 
funeral expenses from a family 
once the deceased is buried. 
Collections are a chronic 
problem in all lines of business, 
and the funeral business is no 
exception.

Boxwell said that his firm 
has buried a lot of people 
without funds and some 
without relatives. When there 

"is no evidence of any relative 
that might be called upon for 
funeral expense, the county 
pays 8230 toward funeral ex­
penses. This has happened only 
a couple of times In Perryton, 
as far aa Boxwell can recall 

If the deceased has a Social 
Security number, usually the 
funeral home can work out an 
arrangement to secure the $250 
death benefit paid by the Social 
Security Administration and

apply this to the funeral ex­
pense.

Getting the grave dig has 
became more of a problem In 
recant years and now requires 
the investment in a tractor and 
back hoe to dig the graves 
because it is out of the question 
to get graves dug manually any 
more.

“ We used to have men that 
would be glad to make soma 
money digging a grave, but it la 
an impossibility to Mr* people 
to do that kind of manual labor 
any more,”  Boxwell said.

Dick Boxweli comas from a 
family long amodatad with the 
funeral business in the 
Panhandle. His father, the lata 
Alton B. Boxwell operated the 
funeral home In Perryton for 
many years, along with the 
Boxwell Bros. In Spearman 
which la now operated by Boh 
Boxwell, Dick’* brother. Thatr 
mother, Mrs. Sylvia Boswell, 
is an officer in the parent Ann 
which owns both funeral 
homes.

Boxwell Bros. Funeral Hone 
In Amarillo is now oporatad by 
Ivan BoxweU, an uncle, and Ms 
son*. The original Boxwell 
Bros. Funeral Bom* was 
headquartered la Amarillo 
Wlin n i l  oQEwBU DfOUMTSf 
who had homes in Dumaa, 
Stratford, Spearman, and 
Parryton.

The Texas Forest Service 

is now taking applications 
for windbreax seedlings.
The seedlings are usually 
shipped out in the Spring 
each year around March. 
Seedling orders must be 
for 100 or more trees, in 

multiples of 50 of any one 
species. Orders are filled 
on a first come first served 
basis and must be received 
by the Forest Service be­
fore February 11, 1976.

The cost of tne seedlings 
arc $ 5 .0 0  per hundred.
Tree species available in­

clude: Austrian Pine, Chin­
ese Elm, Honeylocust,
Oriental Arborvitae, Osage 
Orange. Pondcrosa Pine, 
Redcedar and Russian O live. 
Most a ll of these are adapted 
to this area.

Application blanks can 
b *  obtained in the County 
Extension office . Also in­
formation about the diff­

erent kinds of trees can be 
obtained.

With rhe harvest season 
at hand, producers should 
be sure their grain storage 
facilities are Tree of insect 
pests. It is also a good pra­
ctice  to periodically in­
spect the storage bins through­
out the storage period.

Stored grain pests damage 
grain by eating the entire 
kernel or by damaging the 
seed germ. Livestock may 
also refuse to eat feedstuff* 
that contain high numbers 
of stored grain insects.

Both primary and second­
ary pests damage stored 

grains. Primary pests, in ­
cluding the rice or com 
weevil, lesser grain borer 
and Augoumois grain moth, 
anack whole kernel grain 
and complete their devel­
opment inside the kernel. 
Because of their "hidden” 
developmental habits, 
they may go unnoticed and 
cause large grain losses. 
Therefore, seeds should be 
split open when inspected 
for primary grain damaging 
insects.

Secondary pests, such at 
the rice moth. Indian meal 

moth, Mediterranean flour 
moth, flat grain beetle, 
confused flour beetle and 
sawtoothed grain beetle, 
feed primarily on cracked 

or broken kernels. These 
secondary pests are easier 
to find In me grain.
All stored grain insects are 

sm all, so careful sampling 
of each lot of grain is essen­
tia l. Samples should be 
taken with a probe at 
various depths to determine 
if an unseen Insect in­
festation is building with­
in grain lots. If careful 
Inspection yields one 

rice weevil or cne lesser 
stain borer, or as many as 
live of the other previous­

ly mentioned insects per

OOLLBGE STATION — 

Despite poor cattle  price* 
and a weak cotton market 
during the first half of 
the year, Texa* farmer* 
and ranchet* are expected 
to market products total­
ing more than $6 billion 
for 1975.

The Increase of some 
$200 million in cash re­
ceipts from agriculture 
uver last year would bring 
th t state total past the 
$6 billion mark for the 
second tim e. Cash re­
ceipts from agriculture 

totaled $ 6 .5  billion in 
1975.

Charles K . Baker, e c ­
onomist in marketing 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service, com ­
piled the estimate for 
the state's gross agri­
cultural income from pro­
jections by county Ex­
tension agents ana Ex­

tension agricultural spec­
ialists for each of the 
major agricultural enter­
prises.

"The $6 billion total 
is expected to be fairly 
equally divided between

crop* and livestock," points 
out Baker. "Strong poultry 
and hog prices should 
keep cash receipts from 

livestock at about the 
same level as last year. 
However, money from 
crops should be up sharply 
this year due to strong 
price* for wheat, sorghum, 
sunflowers, fruits and 
vegetables."

The projected cash re­
ceipts from crops of 
more than $3 billion will 

be a new record for Texas. 
This takes into account 
an additional one million 
acres in cropland planted 
in 1975.

"O f course, cash receipts 
are only one side of the 
ledger, emphasizes the 
economist. ''Farmers 
and ranchers are faced 
with an estimated 11 per 
cent increase in product­
ion costs over 1974. So, 
despite higher cash re­
ceipts, net income will

firobably remain near 
ast year's level of $545 

m illion ,"
Baker notes that agri­

culture's total impact on 
the Texas economy con­
tinues to grow and should 
be well over $22 billion 
for 1975.

M ajor increases in cash 
receipts from crops are 
indicated by these diff­

erence* in 1974 tcxals and 
projections for 1975; wheat
