The PDRA, which plans to
build a $50 million municipal
water reservoir and supply sys-
tem called an election for Moore
County and the City of Stinnett, to
be held ] anuary 19. Citizens in
these entities will have an opport-
unity to vote on the proposition at
that time The election was

-

tabled in Ochiltree County al-
though there were enough signa-
tures on the petition to call an
election there.  Opposition has
arisen in Ochiltree County to the
project.

| ohnnie Lee, PDRA director,
says Sherman County is interest-
ed in becoming a part of the
entity.

J.W. [Buck] Buchanan, state
representative from Moore Coun-
ty, testified at the hearing that the
Palo Duro River site is the only
site north of the Canadian River

that a dam could be built.

Moore County commissioners,
the mayor of Sunray, and other
prominent people from Moore
County and the City of Stinnett
were present.

The dam would be capable of
providing 9,000,000 gallons of
water on the average daily after
completion.

This is not a new idea for it has
been in the works for about 50
years, and has been stopped twice
by Ochiltree, but this time
there is enough interest from

other government entities, that
Lee is sure that the dam will be
built.

The PDRA has just spent
$10,000 on a new report on the
cost and water yield. The report
is presently being typed up by the

engineering firm of Friese &
Nichols.

number

® such as the fact that you are alone until
the caller has been identified

3. Adwvise children

* 1o give no information to strangers

* that if you're not home they should say
“Mother/Daddy can't come to the
phone right now'”

4. If calls persist

® call the police department first
® call the Business Office

S.M. True, a cotton and grain
farmer from Plainview, was re-
alected to a third, one-year term
as president of TFB which saw its
membership reach an all-time
ﬁh with 317,575 member fami-

True defeated TFB State Di-
rector, Henry Burton, of Lufkin,
to win re-election.

Following adjoumment of the
annual meeting, the Board re-
elected A. Wayne Cranfill a
Hooks dairy farmer, vice-presi-
dent, and Roy ] ohnson, a Desde-
mona peanut farmer, secretary-
treasurer.

Gerald M. Clark of Edna, who
raises rice, grain sorghum, com
and cattle, was elected state
director, succeeding George O.
White of Harwood, who leaves
the TFB Board after reaching the
six-year limitation.

Five state directors were re-
elected to a two-year term. They
are Neal Bumett, Plainview;
Royce Magness, Telephone; Billy
Huddleston, Snyder; | ohn Baker,
Temple; and John Earl Smith,
Quemado.

The delegates said a farm
program should include the fol-
lowing:

(1) Carry-over supplies that
provide a cushion in time of
disaster, but not be burdensome.

(2) Acreage controls to be
implemented when supplies ex-
oceed certain levels.

(3) All producers, regardless of
size, to be treated equally to
encourage maximum participa-
tion.

(4) Because of simplidcty,
acreage ocontrols preferred to
pound quotas or allotments.

(5)  Loan rates and target prices
to be basic features of any farm
program.

In other actions, the delegates:

- Recommended emergency
legislation mandating an area--
wide fire ant eradication prog ram.

-- Said a balanced budget
should not be achieved by new or
increased taxes, but bv cutting
federal spending.

-- Defeated a resolution which
would have put the TFB in
opposition to a flat income tax
rate.

-- Favored a self-help program
in Latin America to help control
illegal immigration to the U.S.

-- Recommended that the fed-
eral estate tax exemption con-
tinue to the maximum level of
$900,000.

The national recommendations
will be forwarded to the American
Farm Bureau Federation for pos-
sible consideration at the AFBF
annual meeting, Jan. 7-10, in
Honolulu, Hawaii.

Some of the state polices
adopted (and which become pol-
icy for the TFB members to follow
in 1985) included the following:

- A proposal (unanimously
adopted) in which the delegates
opposed the pesticide application
standards proposed by the Texas
Department of Agriculture.

-- A resolution calling for
legislation to assure that indus-
trial users could not infringe on
agricultural water rights.

-- A proposal favoring oon-
struction of small dams rather
than larger reservoirs which des-
mlameamas of farm and ranch

-~ A proposal which calls for a
removal of the authority from the
Texas Agriculture Commissioner
to make arbitrary decisions about
agricultural chemicals.

The delegates also rejected a
proposal which favored pari--
mutual betting on a local option
basis, with tax revenues from
such betting earmarked for
education.
